1-Page Summary of Policy-Relevant Issues

April 8, 2005

Key policy-relevant issues discussed at the April 8 TAC meeting are summarized below.

Airports Workgroup

· A workgroup was formed to work with the airports authority to develop a voluntary agreement reduce emissions from the region's airports.  

· Diane Franks of MDE will chair the workgroup.

· A meeting is scheduled with the Metropolitan Washington Airports Authority to discuss emissions estimates.

Control Measures

· The "Master List" of Control Measures, a list of “Priority Measures,” and options for the "Innovative Measures Bundle" were discussed.  This information will be discussed at the next MWAQC meeting.

· The Interstate Air Quality Council (IAQC) will be discussing controls for upwind contributing areas.

Emissions Inventory

· The inventory development work continues to move forward.  The 2002 base year emission inventory is nearly complete and 2009 uncontrolled inventories are being developed.  

Attainment Modeling

· The attainment modeling workgroup has developed a draft protocol for the Washington region.  

· The workgroup is still waiting for release of EPA attainment modeling guidance.

New Stakeholder Members

· TAC stakeholder appointments were introduced.  The four new members are: Flint Webb, Julie Thomas, Kipp Coddington, and Arnold Soloman.

Other issues

· The FY06 Work Plan and Budget was approved for recommendation to MWAQC.

· The SIP schedule was discussed.

· The region is still waiting for release of phase II of the 8-hour ozone implementation guidance.
· It is unclear how the Rate-of-Progress (ROP) requirement will work.  Because of this, the planning effort is focusing on 2009 (the attainment year)
· Control measures will need to be in place by 2007, to provide three years of clean data.
