TPB Technical Committee Meeting Highlights
April 4, 2003
The Technical Committee met on Friday, April 4 at COG.  Five items were reviewed for inclusion on the TPB agenda on April 16. 

· TPB agenda Item 7









The Committee was briefed by consultant staff on initial results of the financial analysis for the 2003 update of the CLRP.  The implementing agencies have utilized the results of the analysis as they developed their project inputs for the CLRP update. 

· TPB agenda Item 8

The Committee was briefed on the significant proposed project changes for the 2003 CLRP and the FY 2004 -2009 TIP.   Staff from the transportation implementing agencies and the jurisdictions reviewed their proposed changes.

· TPB agenda Item 9
DEP staff briefed the Committee on the draft results for meeting the air quality rate of progress and attainment requirements for the region=s state implementation plan (SIP), and on potential control measures which were presented at the Metropolitan  Washington Air Quality Committee (MWAQC) meeting on March 26. 

· TPB agenda Item 10
Staff briefed the Committee on the mobile emissions requirements for the region=s SIP update.   The Committee was also briefed on the impact of the new Round 6.3 Cooperative Forecasts on the SIP, CLRP and TIP process, and on the results of the analysis of  the adopted and potential Transportation Emissions Reductions Measures (TERMs) for the 2003 CLRP and the FY 2004 -2009 TIP.   The draft results of the potential measures aimed at the heavy-duty vehicles in the public sector fleets in the region were reviewed.

· TPB agenda Item 12
The Committee was briefed on an updated presentation on findings from a comparison of the 1990 and 2000 Census Journey to Work surveys.

Three items were presented for information and discussion:

· Staff briefed the Committee on a revised presentation on the 2002 vanpool driver survey that incorporates results from the 2000 Census. This presentation will be scheduled at a future TPB meeting. 

· The Committee was briefed on the report:: An Assessment of a Regional Transportation Authority for the Washington Metropolitan Region.  A briefing on this report  will be scheduled at a future TPB meeting. 

· Staff updated the Committee on current activities to develop alternative transportation and land use scenarios for the Regional Mobility and Accessibility Study.  The next meeting of the Joint Technical Working Group (JTWG) for this study is scheduled for April 11.  
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
