Description:
EPA has not yet released the second phase of implementation guidance for the 8-hour ozone standard. That guidance is expected to address planning requirements. The MWAQC Technical Advisory Committee and subcommittees have been working to get a headstart on  meeting the 8-hour ozone standard, because deadlines approach and the time available to adopt new measures is very limited. The SIP is due in December 2007; June 2010 is the deadline for attainment.
The first step to planning for the 8-hour ozone standard is to develop emissions inventories for the base year, 2002, and the attainment year, 2009. Preliminary emissions inventories have been developed for these years in the past several months. The Emissions Inventory Committee has been meeting frequently and will continue to meet to revise the inventories, because there is much uncertainty at this point. The inventories give an idea of how much benefit our current control programs will produce by 2009 and they provide the basis for creating 2009 planning scenarios.

Preliminary 8-Hour Control Strategy Report

In the absence of EPA’s implementation guidance for the 8-hour ozone standard, the Technical Advisory Committee has created two preliminary reduction goals, a rate of progress goal of 3% reduction per year, and a 10% additional reduction beyond 21%.

PM2.5 Conformity Scope of Work
