Background: The Safe, Accountable, Flexible, and Efficient
Transportation Equity Act - A Legacy for Users
(SAFETEA-LU) authorized $2 million ($1.6
million in federal funds) for a ” Metropolitan
Washington, D.C. Regional Transportation
Coordination Program.”   The TPB has endorsed
a concept provisionally known as “CapCom” to
implement this  regional coordination program.
The Virginia Department of Transportation
(VDOT), in collaboration with the Maryland
Department of Transportation (MDOT) and the
District of Columbia Department of
Transportation (DDOT), has requested an
amendment to the FY 2005-2010 TIP and the
draft FY 2006-2011 TIP to include funding of
$400,000 per year for 5 years to initiate this
regional transportation coordination program.

RESOLUTION ON  AMENDMENTS TO 
 THE FY 2005-2010 TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (TIP)

 AND THE DRAFT FY 2006-20011 TIP
THAT ARE EXEMPT FROM THE AIR QUALITY CONFORMITY REQUIREMENT
TO FUND A REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION COORDINATION PROGRAM AS

REQUESTED BY THE VIRGINIA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (VDOT)

WHEREAS, the National Capital Region Transportation Planning Board (TPB), which is the
metropolitan planning organization (MPO) for the Washington Region, has the responsibility
under the provisions of the Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century (TEA-21) for
developing and carrying out a continuing, cooperative and comprehensive transportation
planning process for the Metropolitan Area; and

WHEREAS, in March 2004 the TPB approved the Regional Emergency Transportation
Coordination Annex which identified the urgent need to strengthen emergency
communications and coordination in the transportation sector; and

WHEREAS, in November 2004 and January 2005, the TPB endorsed actions to improve
regional transportation communications and coordination during incidents and declared the
creation of a regional transportation coordination program as a top priority; and

WHEREAS, in July 2005, the TPB held a special work session to review the status and
potential funding sources of a  regional transportation coordination program known as
“CapCom,” and

WHEREAS, Representative James Moran of Virginia sponsored an authorization of $2
million ($1.6 million in federal funds) for a ” Metropolitan Washington, D.C. Regional
Transportation Coordination Program,” in the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, and Efficient
Transportation Equity Act - A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU) which became law on
August 11, 2005; and    
 
WHEREAS, on November 17, 2004  the TPB adopted the 2004 Constrained Long-Range
Transportation Plan (CLRP) and the FY 2005-2010 Transportation Improvement Program
(TIP); and

WHEREAS, on September 15, 2005  the draft 2005 Constrained Long-Range
Transportation Plan (CLRP) and the draft FY 2006-2011 TIP were released for public
comment; and
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WHEREAS, in the attached letter of October 13,  2005, VDOT , in collaboration with the
Maryland Department of Transportation (MDOT) and the District of Columbia Department
of Transportation (DDOT), has requested an amendment to the FY 2005-2010 TIP and the
draft FY 2006-2011 TIP to include funding of $400,000 per year for 5 years to initiate this
regional transportation coordination program as described in the attached materials; and

WHEREAS, this program is exempt from the air quality conformity requirement, as defined
in Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) regulations “40 CFR Parts 51 and 93
Transportation Conformity Rule Amendments: Flexibility and Streamlining; Final Rule,”
issued in the August 15, 1997 Federal Register;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the  National Capital Region Transportation
Planning Board amends  the FY 2005-2010 TIP and the draft FY 2006-2011 TIP to include
funding of $400,000 per year for 5 years to initiate this regional transportation coordination
program, as described in the attached materials.

Dear Mr. Morrison: 
 

The Maryland Department of Transportation (MDOT) understands that the Virginia 
Department of Transportation (VDOT) will be seeking a Transportation Improvement Program 
(TIP) amendment to add an entry in the FY-05 TIP for the region’s “CapCom” program.  This 
amendment will allow the region to access the $1,600,000 earmark for a “Regional Transportation 
Coordination Program,” which was included in the SAFETEA-LU legislation, recently passed by 
Congress.  Access to this earmark will allow the region to initiate the start-up of this important 
regional program (a.k.a., “CapCom”). 
 

We recognize that the CapCom earmark will require a 20% annual match and with this 
letter MDOT affirms its commitment, along with its partners VDOT and the District of 
Columbia Department of Transportation (DDOT), to provide one third of the annual match for 
fiscal years 2005 (retroactively) and fiscal years 2006 through 2009.
