RESOLUTION SUPPORTING ANACOSTIA WATERSHED MARINE DEBRIS — ANACOSTIA
TRASH STRATEGY AND CLEANUP COMMITMENT PROPOSAL

The Executive Director, or his designee, is authorized to submit a grant proposal to the National

Commitment” for an amount not to exceed $25,000. No COG matching funds are required. The
project duration will be 12 months.
