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Section I – General Background
Executive Summary

  In 1994, federal regulations which cover the planning and application aspects of four federal programs of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) were revised to require the consolidated planning and submission of applications and reports.  Previously, each of the programs involved separate preparation, application, public reviews and input processes at the local level.  The Consolidated Plan is now a requirement that combines the broad planning requirements of the National Affordable Housing Act of 1990 with the annual applications and reporting for the following four HUD programs administered locally by Fairfax County:
·        Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
·        HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME)

·        Emergency Shelter Grant (ESG)

·        Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS (HOPWA)

 

The Five-Year Consolidated Plan for FY 2006-2010 replaces the County’s second Five-Year Consolidated Plan for FY 2001-2005, which completes its fifth and final year on June 30, 2005.  The Five-Year Consolidated Plan for FY 2006-2010 identifies a wide range of needs, current programs and strategies, and gaps and priorities for housing, community service, homeless, community development, neighborhood preservation and revitalization, employment and economic opportunity programs and services in the County.  The Five-Year Plan also includes broad goals and objectives to address priority needs with the use of resources available through the Consolidated Plan, as well as other public and private sources. Fairfax County substantially followed the new HUD Consolidated Planning Management Process in preparing this Consolidated Plan.
 

In December 1997, the Board of Supervisors adopted a revision to the Fairfax County Citizen Participation Plan for the Consolidated Plan.  This consisted of combining the funding processes for the local Community Funding Pool with the funding process for the competitive Community Development Block Grant funds under the Consolidated Plan.  This funding process was named the Consolidated Community Funding Pool (CCFP). A citizen advisory group, the Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee (CCFAC), was also established to oversee the CCFP and to guide the overall Consolidated Plan process.  

The Fairfax County Five-Year Plan for FY 2006-2010 includes the four HUD programs mentioned above as well as the County’s Consolidated Community Funding Pool.  It also includes a description of the Continuum of Care for homeless services and programs, which was added as a part of the Consolidated Plan beginning in FY 1998 by the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors.

 

Fairfax County has cooperation agreements with the City of Fairfax, the Town of Herndon, Town of Clifton, and the Town of Vienna, to participate in community development programs and affordable housing activities provided through the Consolidated Plan.  Fairfax County’s homeless service programs are provided for these jurisdictions and for the City of Falls Church, Virginia, which contracts with the County for the provision of various human services, including emergency shelters and services for homeless families and individuals.

The Consolidated Plan is divided into five sections:

 

Section I contains background information about the evolution of the Consolidated Plan in Fairfax County.  The planning process is described, including input from the community.  This section also includes the County’s Vision and Mission statements for the Consolidated Plan and broad goals and objectives.  Section I consists of a profile of the Fairfax County community, offering a descriptive picture of the County, demographic trends, the economic environment, and broad community issues. Section I also discusses the institutional structures/coordination for the Consolidated Plan, collaboration and capacity building for non-profit agencies, and the plan for monitoring and evaluating the use of funds.

 

Sections II through V are considered the heart of the Consolidated Plan.  These sections address the following areas: housing; homelessness; community development & neighborhood preservation and non-homeless special needs.  These sections identify the needs, gaps, priorities, current programs and strategies.

   

Priorities for household categories for the Five-Year Consolidated Plan are used as a guide in providing certifications of consistency with the Consolidated Plan that are required from public, non-profit, and private developers and other applicants for a variety of federal and State funding programs.  These priorities are also used in the County’s Consolidated Community Funding Pool as part of the evaluation criteria for non-profit housing development capital project proposals.

 

 
HIGHLIGHTS OF COMMUNITY PROFILE

Fairfax County is established as an Urban county under the code of Virginia, governed by a Board of Supervisors comprised of nine members elected from nine magisterial districts and a chairman elected at-large.  The Board of Supervisors appoints the County Executive.  The Towns of Herndon, Vienna, and Clifton have elected Mayors and Town Councils and defined areas, but are part of the County and are included in the demographic and other statistical information cited in the Consolidated Plan.

 

Population - The population of Fairfax County in 2004 was 1,022,300 and there were 370,300 households, with an average size of approximately 2.76 persons per household.  This represents an increase of 52,600 since the 2000 census, an average of 1.33% per year.  Since 1998, the population increased by 90,848 (9.75%).  While this growth rate is smaller in comparison to some other jurisdictions in the region, Fairfax County has 21% of the total population for the Washington Metropolitan Primary Statistical Area.  The County’s population also reflects a significant level of mobility.  In 2003, 10.7% of the residents age 1 and over had moved to Fairfax County within the past year.  Current projections for 2010 anticipate the total number of households will be 411,500 (an 11% increase from 2004) and the total number of housing units will be an estimated 419,900 (a 10.9% increase from 2004).

 

Diversity - Demographically, Fairfax County is increasingly diverse.  Minorities comprise over one-third of the County’s residents – 38.2% in 2003.  This is nearly three times the minority percentage of the population in 1980 and over 50% higher than the percentage in 1990.  The percentage of foreign born in the County’s total population has grown from 9.1% in 1980 to 28.3% in 2003.  Minority membership in the Fairfax County Public Schools increased from 19.5% in 1984-85 to 48.3% in 2004-05.  In contrast, diversity in the senior population is increasing, but at a slower rate.  In 1980, 6.4% of persons age 65 and older were racial minorities but by 2000 that proportion had doubled to 15.3 %.
 

Significant waves of immigration have occurred during the past thirty years.  Many refugees from Southeast Asia arrived during the 1970’s, with continued immigration into the 1990’s.  Immigration of refugees from Central America began during the 1980’s and has continued since 2000.  During the 1990’s, the number of refugees who emigrated from the Middle East to settle in the County increased.  There has also been significant immigration from other countries, particularly Korea, the Indian subcontinent, and some other Asian countries.  During the 1990’s, the increase in the County’s foreign born residents made up 73% of the net increase in total population.  However, Fairfax County’s foreign born population comes from a large number of different countries with no one country or group forming a predominant majority.

 

Cultural diversity in the County is reflected in the fact that more than one-third (34.6%) of Fairfax County residents age 5 and older speak a language other than English at home, although only about 6% do not also use English.  Over 100 languages are spoken by students within the public school system, and over 20,000 students participate in the English for Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL) Program.
 

Age - Since 1980, the percentage of residents under the age of 45 has slowly decreased.  In addition, the percentage of persons 65 and older increased from 4.5% in 1980 to 8.4% of the total population in 2003.  The elderly are the fastest growing age segment in Fairfax County and are projected to comprise 9.2% of the County’s population by the year 2010.  It should be noted, however, that while the percentage of children and youth under age 20 decreases slightly, the actual number is projected to increase by over 20,000 from 2005 to 2010.

Since many persons are retired at age 65 and older, the median household income for householders at that age group is lower than that for all householders.  In 2002, householders age 65 and older had a median household income of $59,249 compared to $85,310 for all households.  Increases in median household income for Fairfax County householders age 65 and older have not kept pace with the increases for all households.  In 1980, the median household income for householders age 65 and older was 85 percent of that for all households, while in 2002, it was less than 70 percent.

Income and Housing Cost Burden – While Fairfax County has one of the highest median household incomes in the nation (an estimated $85,310 in 2002 and an estimated $80,753 in 2003), there were an estimated 44,012 persons living below the poverty level in 2002.  That number is larger than the 2002 population in 98 of the 134 local jurisdictions in Virginia.

One indicator of needs of very-low income households in Fairfax County is the dispersal of very-low income renter households who have what is described as “worst case housing problems.”  This population consists of renters below 50% of the Median Family Income who have a severe cost burden (meaning over 50% of their income is used for housing costs), have incomplete plumbing facilities, or severe overcrowding (over 1.51 persons per room).  With 12,945 such households, Fairfax County has the largest number of renters with worst case housing needs in Virginia.

Based on data from the 2000 Census, high concentrations of renters with worst-case housing problems are found in the Baileys/Seven Corners area, in the portion of the County that runs along Richmond Highway, and in a cluster found along Route I-66.  The western portion of the County has very few, if any, very low-income renters with worst-case housing needs. 
Education – Overall, Fairfax County residents are highly educated.  In 2003 the percent of Fairfax County adults 25 years of age or older who had graduated from high school was 90.7%, and 56.3% of residents had attained at least a bachelor’s degree or higher education.  Only 9.3% of Fairfax County residents age 25 or older has less than a completed high school education or equivalency.
 

Business/Employment – Fairfax County is an attractive location for businesses seeking to establish an office in the Washington, D.C. metropolitan area.  In 1998 there were 36,186 businesses located within Fairfax County and 11,892 of these were minority-owned.  In 2004, there were six Fortune 500 companies headquartered in the County, 292 foreign-owned businesses, and nearly 300 trade associations.  Fairfax County continues to attract technology-based businesses, with over 4,700 such companies already located in the County. 

 

There were over 533,000 jobs in Fairfax County in 2004, and that number continues to grow.  Of nearly 554,000 residents in the labor force, more than 52% worked in Fairfax County in 2003.  Approximately 22% commuted to work locations outside of Virginia.  The Federal Government was the employer for 13% of Fairfax County residents.  More than 57% of residents in the labor force are employed in the private for-profit sector and 9% are employed in the private non-profit sector.  In 2003, the percentage of women age 16 or older participating in the labor force was 64.1%.  The percentage of women in the labor force has declined slightly from a high point of over 73% in the late 1990’s due, in part, to growth in the number of elderly women who are no longer working as well as to the growing number of immigrant women from cultures where women are less likely to work outside the home.  The unemployment rate for 2003 was 2.5%. 
 

Urbanization - The urbanization of the County reflects the change from a suburban bedroom community of the 1960’s and 1970’s to becoming an employment center during the 1980’s.  The nonresidential gross floor area in the County doubled from less than 84 million square feet in 1980 to nearly 170 million in 1990.  More than 41 million square feet were added during the 1990’s and over 18.6 million square feet since 2000, bringing the total in 2003 to nearly 230 million square feet.  In 2003, nearly 45% of nonresidential use (almost 103 million square feet) was for office space, 21% was retail, less than 18% was for industrial use, and 16.3% was for institutional use, which is now the smallest category.
 

In 2003, office and retail uses accounted for nearly 66% of the total nonresidential square footage, but only 9,990 acres, or 4.4% of the total land area, is zoned for commercial uses.  The relative concentration of this development contributes to traffic congestion, and the lack of sufficient public transportation to many of the business, commercial, and employment centers in the County compounds the problem.  Transportation, or the lack of adequate public transit, is one of the issues most frequently mentioned in community needs assessments, whether from citizens generally, or from groups focused more on the lower-income and disabled populations.  As growth increases in the outer parts of the County (south and west), these problems become more pronounced, since public transportation to these areas is extremely limited or nonexistent. 

 

From 1980 to 1990, the supply of vacant zoned land in the county decreased from 75,550 acres to 45,042 acres, and by 2004 the vacant acreage had decreased to 24,307 acres, or 10.7% of developable land in the County.  Over 57% of the useable land in the County is zoned for residential purposes, with 8.5% in commercial or industrial use, and nearly 23% in various public uses, including parks and recreation.  The remaining 11.3% of the County’s land is vacant or in natural uses.  Much of the remaining vacant land is in the western part and along the southwestern boundary of the County, large portions of which is in environmentally sensitive areas and protected watersheds.

 

Increased density is also reflected in residential development.  Prior to 1980, single-family homes were the predominant housing type, with a significant number of multi-family units built during the 1970’s.  Since 1980, production of townhouses and multi-family developments has increased more rapidly, accounting for nearly half of all housing units in 2000.  By 2010, single-family homes are forecast to account for only 48% of housing units, while townhouse and multi-family units will each account for about 26% of all housing units.

COUNTY MISSION

 

The Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee (CCFAC) met several times to review existing long range goals and strategies in Fairfax County human service organizations and to identify crosscutting human service and community development themes and issues.  From this broad exercise, the CCFAC developed the following vision and mission statements for the County’s Five-Year Consolidated Plan.  

  

Vision
· A community that cares about its children, the elderly, persons with disabilities and those less able to meet their basic needs.

· A community that values creative endeavors, arts and diversity which creates a strong, diverse and vibrant community that cares about the strengths and needs of its residents, where all can live to the best of their abilities in thriving, supportive neighborhoods.

 

· A community which adequately supports its human services system to ensure optimal service delivery.

 

·  A community which actively participates in the planning, needs assessment, priority setting and decision-making processes to allocate community resources to meet the needs of its citizens.

 

·  A community which addresses these needs by building dynamic, flexible partnerships among the public, private, and non-profit sectors, and community volunteers.
 

Mission Statement

 

The mission of the County is to maximize the effective and efficient use of resources in the Consolidated Plan through a citizen-driven, staff-supported process to develop and preserve affordable housing, promote healthy, thriving and safe neighborhoods, and provide quality, accessible human services that meet essential existing and emerging needs throughout Fairfax County.

The Mission Statement approved by the Board on September 13, 1999 provides a broad framework for the goals and objectives developed for specific program areas in the Five-Year Consolidated Plan.

Broad Goals and Objectives for the Five-Year Consolidated Plan
The Broad Goals and Objectives proposed by the Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee for the Five-Year Consolidated Plan are listed below.  Each Goal and set of objectives pertains to one of the programmatic sections of the Five-Year Plan. 

A. AFFORDABLE HOUSING GOAL
 

Preserve existing affordable housing and increase the availability of affordable, permanent and supportive housing, both rental and homeownership, which is accessible and in close proximity to employment opportunities and transportation, and which promotes fair housing throughout Fairfax County.

 

Objectives

 

1. Support the County’s Comprehensive Plan goal to preserve the existing housing supply and to increase the supply of affordable housing, including supportive housing and homeownership opportunities, to meet the range of housing needs in the County.  

2. Assist in the preservation of at least 1000 units of affordable housing before the end of Fiscal Year 2007 to meet the challenge of preserving the County’s diminishing supply of affordable housing. 

3. Increase the coordination between the housing needs and the supportive service needs of special populations such as the independent elderly, the disabled elderly, non-elderly persons with disabilities of all kinds, and at-risk children and youth.  

4. Support housing development and preservation activities and policies that are consistent with the Consolidated Plan household priorities, particularly for publicly assisted units, and encourage housing developments that are accessible to employment centers and community and transportation services.

5. Encourage and support strategies that preserve the County’s affordable rental housing stock, including Section 8 rental units having the potential to be lost from the affordable housing inventory due to owners’ prepayment out of the Section 8 program.

6. Encourage, support and evaluate County strategies and community efforts annually to maximize affordable and fair housing choices for residents and to determine if the County is making progress or losing ground. 

7. Support expansion of the successful Housing Choice Voucher Homeownership Program and ensure residents are able to effectively utilize vouchers to purchase units under the County’s First Time Homebuyer’s Program.

8. Emphasize the vital link between having a range of affordable housing and the employment base and economy of the County.

9. Promote the development of affordable and accessible housing in both mixed-use centers and existing residential areas, as appropriate, in an effort to diversify the housing stock and expand lower cost housing options.  

10. Enhance opportunities to County residents to live in proximity to their workplace and/or in proximity to mass transit.  

11. Encourage the creation of accessory dwelling units as a means of increasing the supply and distribution of safe and decent affordable housing.

B. HOMELESSNESS GOAL

 

In order to prevent and reduce homelessness, strengthen individual and family stability by providing a range of services and facilities, including emergency, transitional, and permanent, affordable, supportive, safe and accessible housing.

 

Objectives

 

1. Develop additional and/or alternative resources and strategies to maintain a coordinated system of appropriate accessible housing options, programs, supportive services, enhanced job training, and employment so that homeless persons can obtain permanent housing and maintain self-sufficiency.

2. Implement a communication strategy which educates and raises public awareness, facilitates interagency collaboration and advocates for the needs of the homeless.

3. Maintain emergency and preventive assistance services to reduce the risk of homelessness.   

4. Develop and enhance initiatives to prevent and reduce chronic homelessness.

5. Increase housing opportunities available to chronically homeless persons including, but not limited to, single room occupancy units, safe havens, and alternative housing.

6. Develop solutions for homeless issues by expanding the level of expertise and coordination within the community.

7. Develop sufficient and sustainable resources to support homeless services and programs.

8. Monitor the incidence of homelessness annually and assess progress in reducing homelessness.

9. Overcome barriers associated with delivery of supportive services to homeless persons (e.g., reliable contact information or coordination of client services among various providers).
C. COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT GOALS

1. Community Services Goal

 

Maintain and strengthen a safe, healthy and vibrant community through a human service system that is responsive to all populations and their diverse needs including children, the elderly, persons with disabilities, or those with other special needs, with emphasis on benefiting low and moderate income persons and families.

 

Objectives 

 

1.1
Promote healthy, positive child and youth development through a community support system that meets the diverse needs of all children and provides positive alternatives that help in the prevention of gang activity.

1.2
Identify gaps and develop strategies to meet critical current and emerging service needs in the community.

1.3
Encourage and support a coordinated public and private network of community services that fosters stability and maximizes independence of individuals and families.

1.4
Promote a human service system that ensures residents are able to meet basic and emergency human needs, that emphasizes prevention and early intervention to minimize crises and that preserves individual and family stability.

1.5
Encourage best practices, sensitivity to cultural differences and enhanced performances in service delivery to ensure residents receive high quality services as needed.

 

2. Employment and Economic Opportunities Goal

 

Reduce poverty and foster self-sufficiency by using public and private resources to provide essential training and support services, and by encouraging employment opportunities and development of business.

 

Objectives

 

2.1
Strengthen current job skill training and employment programs to prepare potential workers for better job opportunities and strengthen communication and partnerships with employers to remove barriers and to improve access to and increase the number of job placements in enhanced employment, especially for families with low income.

2.2
Promote training and educational opportunities for workers to gain skills necessary for jobs that provide wages for individuals and families to be self-sufficient and that support family stability.  

2.3
Strengthen the provision and flexibility of supportive services for individuals to begin new jobs or continue in existing jobs by ensuring they have access to affordable child care, disabled adult and elderly care, transportation, English as a Second Language programs and/or other needed support.

2.4
Support community efforts in the development and assistance to micro-enterprises and small businesses to reduce small business failures and to retain and create more jobs. 

2.5
Ensure that the commercial revitalization program serves as a resource to achieve a portion of these objectives.

3. Neighborhood Preservation, Residential and Commercial Revitalization Goal
In commercial and residential areas that are vulnerable to instability, facilitate reinvestment, encourage business development, promote public and private investment and reinvestment, preserve affordable housing and prevent or eliminate the negative effects of disinvestment.
Objectives

3.1
Develop strategies of prevention and early intervention in communities in danger of deterioration to reduce the need for greater community investment and improvements in the future.

3.2
Review existing plans for Conservation Areas, Redevelopment Areas, residential Revitalization Areas, Commercial Revitalization Districts, Commercial Revitalization Areas and Neighborhood Strategy Areas to promote a comprehensive and coordinated approach to meeting community development needs while maintaining the affordable housing stock and the unique character of each community. 

3.3 Build on community strengths and involve the residents in decision making on needs, priorities, plans, improvements, and solutions to community concerns; in cooperation with the Strengthening Neighborhoods and Building Community (SNBC) Strategy Team.
D. INSTITUTIONAL STRUCTURES/COORDINATION, MONITORING AND EVALUATION GOAL

 

Ensure broad community input throughout the development and implementation of the Consolidated Plan, build public/private partnerships to implement the Plan, and monitor and evaluate the goals, strategies and program outcomes.

 

Objectives

 

1. Implement the Citizen Participation Plan and monitor and evaluate the effectiveness of community outreach and education on community needs, plans and priorities; funded programs and results; and the effectiveness of the citizen participation process under the Consolidated Plan. 

2. Identify and pursue new resources and partnerships within the community and continue to strengthen capacity and coordination among County agencies and service programs to support the Consolidated Plan goals, objectives, strategies and annual action plans.

3. Emphasize expanding the capacity of private non-profit agencies to meet community needs through the provision and identification of training, technical assistance, mentoring and leveraging of resources provided by the County.

4. Promote broad assessment, awareness and understanding of community needs. Emphasize outreach efforts to those who may be neediest in the population and least able to access community services.  Monitor changes in the community and associated services needs and alter service delivery as warranted.

5. Monitor the performance of programs and projects funded through the Consolidated Community Funding Pool, as well as the overall community impact.  Develop and implement strategies for enhanced performance and benefit to the community, such as projects may not be refunded in subsequent years if performance objectives are not achieved.

General Questions

1. Describe the geographic areas of the jurisdiction (including areas of low income families and/or racial/minority concentration) in which assistance will be directed.

Map 1 shows the number of very low-income renter households with worst case housing problems in 2000 by Census tract for Fairfax County.  One dot is equal to ten renter households with worst-case housing problems.  Worst-case renter housing problems are defined as renters below 50% Median Family Income (MFI) with a severe cost burden (50%+ of income), incomplete plumbing facilities, or severe crowding (1.51+ people/room).  Fairfax County has the largest number of renters with worst case housing needs (12,945 renter households) in Virginia.

There is a high concentration of renters with worst-case housing problems in Census tracts 515, 516, 527, and 528.  This area is known as Baileys/Seven Corners.  Census tracts 204, 205, 206, 214, 215, 216 are also areas with high concentrations.  This portion of the County runs along the Richmond Highway, and another high concentration cluster is found along I-66.  It should be noted that there are very few, if any, very low-income renters with worst case housing problems on the western side of the County.

Map 2 shows the number of very low-income homeowner households with worst case housing problems in 2000 by Census tract for Fairfax County.  One dot is equal to ten homeowner households with worst-case housing problems.  Fairfax County has the highest number of owner households with worst-case housing needs in Virginia (9,995 owner households).

The number of very low-income homeowner’s households with worst case housing problems is fairly dispersed throughout the County.  There is a small cluster along the Richmond Highway, including Census tracts 215 and 216.  Similarly to Map 1, Map 2 shows that the western portion of the County has a limited amount of very low-income homeowner households with worst-case housing problems.

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The following analysis looks at data for potential areas of low income families and/or racial/minority concentration. Segregation indexes for households in the lowest 10% (below $28,100) and lowest 20% of incomes (below $42,670) were calculated at the block group level (block groups generally contain between 600 and 3,000 people, with an optimum size of 1,500 people).  A segregation index of 1.00 identifies complete separation of the group studied from the remainder of the population.  For an index value of zero, the proportion of the group studied has to be the same in each block group (e.g. if the group is 10% of the County population, it has be 10% of the population in each block group).  Segregation indexes above .70 identify high levels of segregation.  Levels below .30 identify very low levels of segregation. (A completely random pattern would result in an average segregation index between .10 and .20.) 

The segregation index for households in the bottom income decile for the year 2000 was 0.36 and the index for the bottom 20% of incomes was .35.  This suggests modest levels of segregation of the bottom two income deciles from the rest of the population.  

This does not mean that all areas have similar incomes. As shown in Map 3, the median household income varies significantly throughout the County. The central portion of the County shows higher median incomes than the block groups on each side of the County.  There is a high level of intermixing of income groups by block group, however.  

Nonetheless, the distribution of households in the bottom two income deciles is fairly widespread throughout the County.  

Map 3: Median household income by block group, 2000
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Segregation indexes were also calculated comparing Blacks, Asians, and Hispanics to the white population. These calculations and maps were based on persons identified by one race or ethnicity (e.g. “white alone”) and exclude persons identified by more than one race or ethnicity. The segregation index was .45 for Blacks, .29 for Asians, and .48 for Hispanics.  These are moderate levels of segregation for American cities and all three groups are more segregated than would be expected by a random pattern. In addition, Blacks and Hispanics are significantly more segregated from the white population than Asians.

Maps 4 through 7 present the distribution of whites, Blacks, Asians, and Hispanics at the block group level, using Census 2000 data. Each dot in Map 4 indicates 1,000 people.  Each dot on the other three maps represents 100 people. 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2. General Priorities for allocating investment geographically and among priority needs and basis for assigning priority given to each category of need. (24CFR91.215(a)(2))

Fairfax County has no high concentration of low poverty in any particular geographical area.  It is intended that resources will be utilized throughout the County. No single geographic part of the County is identified with a special priority either to benefit or not to benefit from the use of resources for activities. The County is divided into Five Human Service regions with collocated resources to make them more accessible to residents in need of assistance. The County has an objective of being flexible to address areas of needs funding is available and other resources identified.
Vulnerable Populations Priority Areas: Homeless Persons and Families; Persons with Disabilities; Very Low Income (VLI) and Low Income (LI) Renters and Owners Paying 50%+ for Housing Costs; Elderly

Low-income households, particularly below 50%MFI, are the most disadvantaged in finding and keeping housing in this market.  The severity of the housing problem for the homeless and the need for renewed vigor in providing basic shelter warrants placing the highest priority on the homeless.  The housing needs of low-income elderly households, persons with disabilities, and other special needs populations require special attention as the supply and housing options are extremely limited. Managing the Process (91.200 (b))

The lead agency that oversees the development of the plan in coordination with and support to the Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee (CCFAC), and administers the programs covered by the consolidated plan, is the Fairfax County Department of Housing and Community Development. The Department of Family Services expends the Emergency Shelter Grant funds and the Northern Virginia Regional Commission oversees and disburses HOPWA funds to the County.
2. Identify the significant aspects of the process by which the plan was developed, and the agencies, groups, organizations, and others who participated in the process.

Community Input Process:  The CCFAC in 2001 revamped the community input process for the CCFP. Community input is gathered on a continuous basis throughout the year to allow opportunities for data gathering by various citizens, communities, and County agencies about community needs. There is both broad input in the needs assessment process and opportunities for targeted input from specific areas of the County. Several focus groups were held with diverse populations throughout the County as part of the community input process in addition to annual Needs Hearing and Public Hearing.
CCFAC/FCRHA Working Advisory Group:  Composed of three CCFAC members and three Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority (FCRHA) commissioners, plus a member who serves on both, the Working Advisory Group (WAG) assisted the CCFAC in understanding programs and strategies of the FCRHA in addressing community needs, and in reaching consensus to help formulate funding recommendations to the Board of Supervisors. For the past three years the WAG has reviewed the FCRHA Strategic Plan recommendations for funding to be included in the draft proposed Annual Action Plans prior to release for public comment.  
3. Describe the jurisdiction's consultations with housing, social service agencies, and other entities, including those focusing on services to children, elderly persons, persons with disabilities, persons with HIV/AIDS and their families, and homeless persons.
2000 Fairfax-Falls Church Community Assessment and 2000 Census: In the fall of 2000, a Community Assessment was conducted jointly by Fairfax County, the Cities of Fairfax and Falls Church, and the Fairfax-Falls Church United Way, to gather information about people in the community and to assist in human services planning.  In combination with the 2000 Census, the County has a strong planning tool to understand needs and trends in the community.  Among the results:   (1) Although there was an increase in the number of housing units, and the unemployment rate stayed the same, the number of vacant housing units dropped almost by half, and the number of persons living below the poverty level increased by half.  There was a greater increase in households than in housing units. (2) One out of seven households ran out of money for basic needs in 2000. (3) The number of households increased faster than the number of dwellings between 1990 and 2000. (4) Seventy three thousand households paid more than 30% of their income on housing cost in 2000. Non-profit Capacity Development and Training: With approval and funding provided by the Board of Supervisors, a County initiative in August 2001 began developing the organizational capacity of community-based non-profit organizations that provide services to the residents of Fairfax County. The contractor selected to perform this work assists up to 52 non-profits with self-assessments, technical assistance and training. Fairfax County continued to provide training to non-profit organizations on fundraising, financial management, board development, and service delivery from 2001 to the present.

Needs Hearing:  On November 9, 2004, the CCFAC held a Needs Hearing to provide an opportunity for members of the public to address the CCFAC on human services issues.  

Affordable Housing Preservation Forum:  On June 2, 2004, Fairfax County Board of Supervisors Chairman Gerald E. Connolly hosted a community forum to discuss the preservation of affordable housing. The forum welcomed housing industry professionals as well as community leaders in an effort to heighten awareness of the affordable housing challenge and generate possible solutions to stop the continuous decrease of affordable housing units in Fairfax County. The panels engaged in discussions to educate and active the community on the crucial need to preserve and promote affordable housing not only in Fairfax County but in our entire region. 

Affordable Housing Preservation Action Committee: In September 2004, Fairfax County Board of Supervisors Chairman Gerald E. Connolly created the Affordable Housing Preservation Action Committee in response to the need for preserving the county’s diminishing supply of affordable housing. The committee was tasked with assessing the best practices in affordable housing, assessing the ideas generated from the June 2, 2004 Affordable Housing Preservation Forum, promoting collaboration among the private sector, non-profit organizations and the county government in the interest of affordable housing preservation and developing a set of recommendations which would result in the preservation of 1,000 affordable housing units over the next three years.

Citizen Participation (91.200 (b))
1. Provide a summary of the citizen participation process.

 

As noted in the executive summary, the consolidated planning process is guided by the Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee (CCFAC), a citizen advisory committee which was established under the revised Fairfax County Citizen Participation Plan adopted by the Board of Supervisors on December 8, 1997.  The CCFAC is composed of one representative each from: the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority; Human Services Council; Community Action Advisory Board; Fairfax-Falls Church Community Services Board; Homeless Oversight Committee; Fairfax-Falls Church United Way; Fairfax Area Commission on Aging; Advisory Social Services Board; Fairfax Area Disabilities Services Board; Health Care Advisory Board; Fairfax Alliance for Human Services; Child Care Advisory Council, Fairfax Partnership for Youth, Revitalization Services and two representatives from the Business and/or School Community.

 

The CCFAC consolidated planning process also serves the purpose of establishing funding priorities for the Consolidated Community Funding Pool.  Once the CCFAC gathered community input and data on needs, it developed and organized its funding priorities according to outcome areas.  By reviewing previous awards from the CCFP, an estimated percentage of funding for each outcome area is developed in order to provide the CCFAC with baseline information about current level of effort.  The recommended target percentages of funds for each priority outcome are used as guides and are not intended to be absolute.  
 

Based on the comments received from citizens through public hearings and other community meetings (including focus groups, forums and questionnaires) from interested non-profit, ecumenical, business and other civic organizations, low-income residents, recipients of services, and County agencies, the CCFAC prepared a Proposed Consolidated Plan.

In September 2004, the Chairman created the Affordable Housing Preservation Action Committee and tasked it with assessing the best practices in affordable housing, assessing the ideas generated from the June 2, 2004, Affordable Housing Preservation Forum, promoting collaboration between the private sector, non-profit organizations and the county government in the interest of affordable housing preservation and developing a set of recommendations which would result in the preservation of 1,000 affordable housing units over the next three years.

Institutional Structure (91.215 (i))

1. Explain the institutional structure through which the jurisdiction will carry out its consolidated plan, including private industry, non‑profit organizations, and public institutions.

The coordination of various resources, including funding sources, departments, agencies, people and organizations, facilities and programs, to achieve the stated objectives is addressed in detail in the adopted Citizen Participation Plan, which was revised by the Board of Supervisors on December 8, 1997.  Starting with the identification of needs and ending with specific funding allocations for priority strategies, the process involves a variety of citizen advisory groups and agencies representing housing, community development, and human service interests, both public and private, throughout Fairfax County.

 

The primary coordinating group for this process is the Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee (CCFAC).  The lead coordinating agency is the Department of Housing and Community Development, working with an interagency team that includes the Department of Family Services, the Department of Administration for Human Services, the Department of Systems Management for Human Services, and the Office of the Deputy County Executive.

 

The process of developing the first Consolidated Plan identified concerns about the need to improve the linkage between housing and community development programs and the services affected by ongoing human service redesign actions.  The need for improvement in the process for allocation and coordination of resources was emphasized then, and has been a continuing theme throughout the first five years of the Consolidated Plan. There is stronger interagency coordination, collaboration, and team building in addition to a focus on community partnerships and input in program planning and delivery of services. This is expected to continue over the next five year plan. 
 

Concurrently with the refinements made in the Consolidated Plan funding process for the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program, the Board of Supervisors combined locally appropriated General Funds with federal and State Community Services Block Grant (CSBG) funds to establish a Consolidated Community Funding Pool (CCFP).  This local funding pool is accessed by community-based non-profit organizations through a competitive proposal process to provide community-based public services.

 

Another essential part of the CCFP coordination process is support for the efforts of other public, private and non-profit organizations that seek funding for housing activities and programs from a variety of federal and State funding sources. For the  purposes of applications for CCFP funds to be submitted under the Request for Proposals process, leveraging of funds through the use of resources other than County General Funds or CDBG funds is an important factor in the rating criteria. 

Non-profit agencies and community-based organizations are extensively involved in the overall Consolidated Plan process.  Many of these agencies and organizations participate actively in the community input process, and provide comments to the CCFAC on the proposed funding priorities.  Applicants for funding through the CCFP are surveyed at the end of the proposal evaluation process, after the awards are made by the Board of Supervisors, to obtain their comments and suggestions for improvements to the RFP and the solicitation process.

 

Many of these agencies reach out to the business community to obtain its participation and contribution to the projects and programs provided to the community.  The Continuum of Care planning process for homeless services and programs also involves many of these same organizations in a community-based, collaborative planning process in which the County’s role is primarily to facilitate the community process.  Many of the prevention services, housing and budget counseling programs which are critical to the prevention of homelessness are funded through the CCFP process. Non-profits involved in affordable housing often provide input in design of programs as well as enter into partnerships to provide or preserve affordable housing through other CDBG, HOME and other County/FCRHA programs.

3. The mission of the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority (FCRHA) is to provide safe and affordable housing in Fairfax County and to develop, preserve and revitalize the County’s communities. The FCRHA carries out its mission and goals through the activities of Fairfax County staff in the Fairfax County Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD) and with the involvement of FCRHA residents.

The FCRHA is a political subdivision of the Commonwealth of Virginia and is empowered to implement housing, community development, and redevelopment programs within Fairfax County and such towns, cities and counties with which it has cooperation agreements.  The Fairfax County Board of Supervisors created the Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD) in 1973 for the purpose of carrying out the programs and serving as the staff of the FCRHA.

Management and organization of HCD:

Proposed Capital Improvements Review
Fairfax County identifies capital activities in the Capital Fund Program Annual Statement that is a part of the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority 5-Year Plans and Annual Plans that are submitted to HUD.  The Plans are reviewed and approved by the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority.

Contracting and procurement

Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD) staff utilizes two processes for contracting and procurement.  The first is an open competitive bid process.  This process is used for larger contracts (those over $50,000).  The second process is utilized for smaller contracts, such as service maintenance contracts.  For these HCD accesses the County’s procurement list that is maintained by the Facilities Management Division.  The list contains vendors for specific categories such as painters or carpenters.  The County had advertised for vendors to bid on services, and the three lowest bidders per category were chosen to be included on the list which was approved by the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors.  When appropriate, HCD chooses a vendor from this list for the services desired.

No public housing properties are proposed to be demolished or disposed over the five-year term of this Plan.

Monitoring (91.230)

1. Describe the standards and procedures the jurisdiction will use to monitor its housing and community development projects and ensure long-term compliance with program requirements and comprehensive planning requirements.

The Department of Housing and Community Development monitors and reports to the CCFAC, the FCRHA for some activities, and the Board of Supervisors on progress and achievements of programs funded under and covered by the goals of the Consolidated Plan.

For the CCFP (which uses CDBG, County General Funds and the Community Services Block Grant (CSBG)), funding awards are made by the Board of Supervisors and contracts are executed with the non-profit sub-grantees.  The contracts include each sub-grantee’s proposal descriptions, goals, projected outcomes, and budget.  These elements form the basis for monitoring each program and for the program’s evaluation.

 

The Department of Administration for Human Services and the Department of Housing and Community Development have the responsibility for monitoring the performance of CCFP programs funded by CSBG, CDBG, and County General Funds.  There are certain standard contract requirements (including federal requirements) which are common to all CCFP performance evaluations.  A monitoring checklist is used for these standard contract requirements.  In addition, staff also reviews each sub-grantee’s annual audit.

 

In addition to monitoring subrecipients, Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD) staff maintains files and records to ensure compliance with program requirements for County projects undertaken using funds covered under the Consolidated Plan.  Monitoring includes review of timeliness of expenditures and program progress utilizing the HUD Integrated Disbursement and Information System (IDIS). 

HCD has staff that conducts on-site inspection of housing properties and ensures that funded projects adhere to housing codes.  Individual staff are also assigned responsibilities for compliance with specific federal regulations such as environmental reviews, Davis-Bacon Wage Rate adherence, and accessibility and fair housing requirements.

Lead-based Paint (91.215 (g))

1. Estimate the number of housing units that contain lead-based paint hazards, as defined in section 1004 of the Residential Lead-Based Paint Hazard Reduction Act of 1992, and are occupied by extremely low‑income, low‑income, and moderate‑income families.

The number of rental housing units in Fairfax County built prior to 1978, the year use of lead-based paint was prohibited by federal regulations, is over 33,000.
  The County does not have figures on the number of units that removed lead-based paint or conducted other means of lead-based paint mitigation so one can only speculate that a portion of the over 33,000 units have the potential to contain lead-based paint hazards.

According to statistics provided by the Virginia Department of Health, Office of Epidemiology, Division of Health Hazards Control, during 2003, the number of reported cases of elevated blood lead levels in Fairfax County children ages 15 and under due to any cause – lead-based paint and other – was 33.
   The Virginia Department of Health did not provide data by income levels.
Figures for 2004 were not available yet from the Virginia Department of Health, but according to Fairfax County’s Health Department, as of December 13, 2004, only 12 cases of children having elevated levels of lead in their blood, again due to lead-based paint or any other cause, had been reported to their office.

All of the above figures deal with reported cases.  The questions remains as to how many children have elevated lead-levels in their blood who have not been tested.  A particularly vulnerable child-age group to lead based paint poisoning is the group of children age 6 years and under.  Between January 1, 2000 and August 31, 2004, 107 children under 6 years of age tested positive for elevated lead blood levels (EBL).  A total of 14,837 children of that age group were tested, giving an EBL incidence rate of 0.7%.  If that incidence rate is applied to the total number of children age 6 and under in Fairfax County in the year 2000 (88,714), one could extrapolate that as many as 688 children age 6 years and under could have elevated levels of lead in their blood, not solely due to lead-based paint exposure, but lead-based paint could be a contributing factor.

2. Outline actions proposed or being taken to evaluate and reduce lead-based paint hazards and describe how lead based paint hazards will be integrated into housing policies and programs.

Abatement of lead-based paint in Fairfax County’s Public Housing was completed in the fall of 1997. Telephone consultation, literature, and referrals to private lead testing companies are provided to citizens who call regarding lead-based paint or other potential environmental lead hazards in the community.  The County is implementing procedures for compliance with regulations issued by HUD which established new requirements for notification, evaluation, and reduction of lead-based paint hazards in federally owned residential property and housing receiving federal assistance.

Section II - Housing
Housing Needs (91.205)

1. Describe the estimated housing needs projected for the next five year period for the following categories of persons:  extremely low-income, low-income, moderate-income, and middle-income families, renters and owners, elderly persons, persons with disabilities, including persons with HIV/AIDS and their families, single persons, large families, public housing residents, families on the public housing and section 8 tenant-based waiting list, and discuss specific housing problems, including: cost-burden, severe cost- burden, substandard housing, and overcrowding (especially large families).

Extremely low-income (ELI) housing needs 

ELI Renters (Table 1)

There were 13,013 extremely low-income renters in the year 2000, an increase of 4,421 over 1990.  The percent of all renters in the extremely low-income category increased from 10.3% to 12.8%.

ELI Families (2-4 persons, 5+ persons) Renters

The number of extremely low-income (<30% MFI) renter families increased by approximately 2,300 between 1990 and 2000 to a total 6,810.  Most of these families are small (5,120), but 1,690 have 5 or more people.  Large families have the highest rate of housing problems (95%) and are much more likely to be overcrowded or be in units that are otherwise substandard.  Subtracting the percent of cost-burdened (at 30% of income or more) households from the percent with any housing problem provides the percent that are overcrowded or in substandard housing but are not cost burdened.  (Most of these are overcrowded, as the Census provides a very limited measure of substandard housing based on units lacking complete plumbing for the exclusive use of the occupants.)  Nearly 13% of large families do not have a cost burden but are in overcrowded or substandard housing.  Small families are the next most likely to be overcrowded or in substandard housing but not cost burdened (about 6%).  

Some of these families, particularly large families, would be both overcrowded and cost burdened.  In the next income category (30-80%MFI, discussed later in the report), about 40% of large families are overcrowded but without a cost burden.  It is likely that at least as many large families in the under 30%MFI category would be overcrowded, but most of these would also have a cost burden. 

Extremely low-income renters, particularly families, are very likely to have a cost burden exceeding 30% of income.  Nearly two-thirds have extreme rent burdens of 50% or more.

ELI Elderly 1&2 Member Renters

Over one-in-five extremely low-income renters are households with one or more people aged 62+ (23%).  Elderly extremely low-income renters are much less likely to have housing problems than families or non-elderly, unrelated individuals (including 1-person households, unmarried couples without children, and unrelated roommates). 

ELI Non-elderly, Unrelated Individual Renters

Non-elderly, unrelated individuals include single individuals, unmarried couples without children, and unrelated roommates.  Of the four household types identified in Table 1, this is the second most frequent category among extremely low-income renters and has the highest incidence of extreme cost burden.

ELI Disabled (including HIV/AIDS) Renters (Table 2)

There were 2,725 extremely low-income renters with mobility or self-care limitations in 2000.  Nearly half of these were elderly (62+ 1 & 2 member households) and more of the elderly households were 75 and older than 62 to 74. Slightly more than half of the extremely low-income elderly renters with mobility and self-care limitations have housing problems, but 71% of non-elderly renters with mobility and self-care limitations have housing problems.  Consequently, the non-elderly segment accounts for 60% of ELI renters with mobility and self-care limitations who have housing problems (1,064 of 1,766).

Estimates of HIV/AIDS are not segmented by income category and are presented in a separate section following the discussion of housing needs by income level.

ELI Public housing residents, families on the public housing and section 8 tenant-based waiting list

Fairfax County has 4,135 families on the Public Housing waiting list that are ELI and 6,076 families on the Section 8 waiting list that are ELI. It is projected these figures will increase by 3% each year during Fiscal Years 2006-2010. This would mean that by FY 2010 approximately 8,196 families at the extreme low income level.
ELI Renter Worst Case Housing

Of the 7,626 renters in 2000 with extremely low incomes and extreme cost burdens, 42% are in small families and 28% are non-elderly unrelated individuals.  The remainder is split somewhat evenly between elderly (16%) and large families (13%).

Extremely low-income renters with severe cost burdens require rent subsidies either through tenant-based or site-based assistance. 
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Five-Year Projection, Extremely Low-Income Renters (Table 3)

Projections to 2005 and 2010 of extremely low-income renters for family, elderly households, and non-elderly unrelated individuals are provided in Table 3.  The projections are based on the housing demand model developed by Virginia Tech’s Center for Housing Research.  Although the projections are calibrated to 2000 Census data, there are slight differences between the model’s estimates for 2000 and the 2000 CHAS data used in Tables 1 and 2.  For example, the CHAS data defines elderly households as any household including 1 or 2 people age 62 or older.  The Center’s model defines elderly as householders aged 65+.  In addition, the Center’s model is based on aggregated data, whereas the CHAS tables are based on micro-data.

The Center projects extremely low-income renters to increase from 12,904 in 2000 to 13,866 in 2005 and 15,382 in 2010.  If the decile income trends identified in the Housing Market analysis continue through 2010, the number of extremely low-income renters would be expected to increase more rapidly than projected in Table 3.

Non-elderly families are projected to increase by 427 between 2000 and 2005 and by 733 between 2005 and 2010.  Elderly households are projected to increase by approximately 300 and 450, and non-elderly unrelated individuals are projected to increase by 250 and 330.
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Extremely Low-Income Owners (Table 4)

There were significantly fewer extremely low-income owners in 2000 than there were renters (6,989 versus 13,013) and the number of ELI owners increased by slightly less than 3,000 since 1990.

ELI Family (2-4 persons, 5+ persons) Owners 

Among ELI owners (as with renters), large families are the most likely to have housing problems (97%), but there were only 675 such families in 2000.  Families are also the most likely to have significant cost burdens among ELI owners and constitute 47% of ELI owners with extreme cost burdens.  The number of ELI owners with extreme cost burdens increased by over 2000 households between 1990 and the year 2000.

ELI Elderly 1&2 Member Owners

Elderly ELI Owners are less likely than other ELI households to have housing problems, but they are the largest single household category among ELI owners with housing problems.  They are, however, somewhat less likely to have extreme cost burdens than are non-elderly households (whether families or unrelated individuals).

ELI Disabled (including HIV/AIDS) Owners (Table 5)

There were 1,250 ELI owners with mobility or self-care limitations in 2000 and most were elderly.  These owners had a high probability of having housing problems (1,000 of the 1,250 had housing problems).

The estimates for HIV/AIDS needs were presented earlier.

ELI Owner Worst Case Housing

There were nearly 5,000 ELI owners with extreme cost burdens in 2000, a 74% increase over 1990.  Most of these owners were families, particularly small families, and there were nearly as many non-elderly, unrelated individuals (1,134) as there were elderly (1,443) in this worst case category among owners.
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Five Year Projection, Extremely Low-Income Owners (Table 6)

Extremely low-income owners are projected to go from 7,033 in 2000 to 7,681 in 2005 and 8,586 in 2010.  Most of this increase will be among elderly owners.

Low-income (LI) housing needs (30-80% Median Family Income (MFI))

LI Renters (Table 7)

There were 25,374 low-income (30-80%MFI) renters in Fairfax County in 2000, an increase of 7,027 over 1990.  More than half of LI renters are families (15,560) and nearly half are small families (11,435).  The second largest household type among renters at this income level is non-elderly, 1+ unrelated individuals, with 7,262.  

LI Families (2-4 persons, 5+ persons) Renters

Three-fourths of large families and of non-elderly unrelated individuals have housing problems in this income category compared with two-thirds of elderly renters and small families.  

Large families at this income level are much more likely to be overcrowded without having a cost burden.  Of the 76% with any housing problems, only 37% have a cost burden exceeding 30% of income.  Consequently, about 40% are either overcrowded or are in units lacking complete plumbing (there are very few of the latter).  About 10% of LI small families are overcrowded but do not have a cost burden.

Cost burdens for renters in the 30-80%MFI category typically do not exceed 50% of income, particularly for families.  Elderly renters and non-elderly unrelated individuals are much more likely to have severe cost burdens at this income level, 27% and 18% respectively.  The percentages of low-income renters with extreme cost burdens (as well as cost burdens over 30%) declined significantly between 1990 and 2000.  As noted in the market analysis, this improvement reflects the expansion of affordable housing during the 1990s for this income category.  This progress has since reversed and the number of affordable units for this income category is now declining and cost burdens are probably increasing.

LI Elderly 1&2 Member Renters

Elderly renters are much more likely to have severe cost burdens at this income level, 27%, than are families.  Elderly renters experienced less improvement in cost burden between 1990 and 2000 than other household types.

LI Non-elderly, Unrelated Individual Renters

Non-elderly unrelated individuals are also more likely than families to have extreme cost burdens (18%).

LI Disabled Renters (Table 8)

There were 2,770 low-income renters with mobility and self care limitations in 2000, a nearly identical number as for extremely low-income renters.  The probability of housing problems is also very high for this group.  Nearly 1,900 low-income renters had housing problems in 2000 and two-thirds of these were in non-elderly households.

LI Public housing residents, families on the public housing and section 8 tenant-based waiting list

Fairfax County has 831 families on the Public Housing waiting list that are LI and 1,057 families on the Section 8 waiting list that are LI. It is projected that these figures will increase by 3% each year during Fiscal Years 2006-2010. This would mean that by FY 2010, approximately 1,688 families would be on the waiting list at the low income level.
LI Renter Worst Case Housing

Of the 3,460 low-income renters with extreme cost burdens, 1,312 were small families, 1,275 were non-elderly unrelated individuals, 679 were elderly and 184 were large families.  Each of these categories declined between 1990 and 2000.

Five-Year Projection, Low-Income Renters (Table 9)

The number of low-income (30-80%MFI) renters is projected to increase to 26,750 by 2010 from 22,651 in 2000.  Most of the increase will be among non-elderly families.
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LI Owners (Table 10)

There were 24,406 low-income (30-80%MFI) owners in Fairfax County in 2000, an increase of 12,472 over 1990 (a more significant increase than for low-income renter.  More than half of LI owners are families (13,055).  Elderly owners are the second largest household type among owners at this income, with 6,918.  

LI Families (2-4 persons, 5+ persons) Owners

Eight of ten families have housing problems in this income category compared with less than half of elderly owners. Two-thirds of non-elderly unrelated individuals in this income category have housing problems.

Although large families among owners at this income level are more likely than other owners to be overcrowded without having a cost burden, the difference is not as significant as with low-income renters.  Of the 82% with any housing problems, 69% have a cost burden exceeding 30% of income.  Consequently, about 13% are overcrowded but do not have a cost burden.

Families and non-elderly unrelated individuals are much more likely to be cost burdened at this income level if they are owners rather than renters.  This probably reflects a combination of the high cost of owner-occupied housing in the area and the strong appeal of ownership, particularly among families. Although they might find lower costs in the rental market, these households apparently prefer to own even at the risk of higher cost burdens.

The percentages of low-income owners with extreme cost burdens (as well as cost burdens over 30%) declined significantly between 1990 and 2000.  As noted in the market analysis, this improvement reflects the expansion of affordable housing during the 1990s for this income category.  This progress has since reversed and the number of affordable units for this income category is now declining and cost burdens are probably increasing.

LI Elderly 1&2 Member Owners

Elderly owners are much less likely to have severe cost burdens at this income level, 19% compared to 35% for small families and for non-elderly unrelated individuals.  However, the percentage of elderly, LI owners with extreme cost burdens increased between 1990 and 2000, in contrast to the significant improvement posted for other owners.

LI Non-elderly, Unrelated Individual Owners

The percent of non-elderly unrelated individuals in this income category that have extreme cost burdens is equal to that for small families (35%).  This suggests a significant level of housing stress.

LI Disabled Owners (Table 11)

There were 3,602 low-income owners with mobility and self care limitations in 2000, about 1,000 more than for renters.  About 1,900 low-income owners had housing problems in 2000 and almost two-thirds of these were in non-elderly households.

LI Public housing residents, families on the public housing and section 8 tenant-based waiting list

Not applicable to low-income owners.

LI Owner Worst Case Housing

Of the 6,880 low-income owners with extreme cost burdens, 3,140 were small families, 1,533 were non-elderly unrelated individuals, 1,310 were elderly and 896 were large families.  The number of extreme cost burdened owners increased significantly between 1990 and 2000.

The number of low-income (30-80%MFI) owners is projected to increase to 27,614 by 2010 from 22,736 in 2000.  Families and elderly owners are projected to increase the most.

Moderate-Income and Above (MI+) Housing Needs (80%+ MFI)

Moderate-Income and Above (MI+) Renters (Table 13)

There were 63,462 moderate-income and above (80%+MFI) renters in Fairfax County in 2000, an increase of 7,187 over 1990.  More than half of MI+ renters are families (33,603) and most of the rest are non-elderly unrelated individuals (26,130).  The elderly make up less than 6% of this category of renters. 

MI+ Family (2-4 persons, 5+ persons) Renters

Most renters in this income category did not have cost burdens, even at the 30% of income level and more families are overcrowded than have cost burdens. Nearly 40% of large families were overcrowded, as were 10% of small families.  Although the percent of small families with any housing problems declined from 1990 to 2000, the incidence of housing problems among large families increased.  

Large families at this income level are much more likely to be overcrowded without having a cost burden.  Of the 45% with any housing problems, only 7% have a cost burden exceeding 30% of income.  Consequently, about 38% are either overcrowded or are in units lacking complete plumbing (there are very few of the latter).  About 10% of MI+ small families are overcrowded but do not have a cost burden.

Cost burdens for renters in the 80%+MFI category typically do not exceed 50% of income, particularly for families.  

MI+ Elderly 1&2 Member Renters

Elderly renters are much more likely to have severe cost burdens at this income level, but the level is only 7%.   

MI+ Non-elderly, Unrelated Individual Renters

Extreme cost burdens are virtually non-existent among moderate income and above renters who are non-elderly, unrelated individuals.

MI+ Disabled Renters (Table 14)

There were 4,004 moderate income and above renters with mobility and self- care limitations in 2000.  The probability of housing problems is also fairly high for this group, particularly given their income level.  About 1,000 moderate income and above renters had housing problems in 2000 and two-thirds of these were in non-elderly households.

MI+ Public housing residents, families on the public housing and section 8 tenant-based waiting list

Fairfax County has 1 family on the Public Housing waiting list that is MI+ and 0 families on the Section 8 waiting list that are MI+. It is projected that these figures will increase by 3% each year during Fiscal Year 2006-2010. This would mean that by 2010, approximately 146 families would be on the waiting list at the moderate income level.
MI+ Renter Worst Case Housing

Of the 381 moderate income and above renters with extreme cost burdens, 250 were elderly, 84 were small families, 44 were large families, and 26 were non-elderly unrelated individuals. 
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Five-Year Projection, Moderate Income and Above Renters (Tables 15, 16, 17)

The Center for Housing Research projected the number of moderate-income (80-100%MFI) renters, middle-income (100-120%MFI) renters, and upper- income renters (120%+MFI).  The number of moderate-income renters is projected to increase by 4,791 between 2000 and 2010, with most of the increase among non-elderly families (Table 15). This is also the second largest group of renters across all the income categories, totally 32,153 by 2010.

Upper-income renters form the largest income category among renters in Fairfax County, projected to be 32,967 by 2010 (Table 17). Non-elderly unrelated individuals are the largest group in this income category for renters, followed by non-elderly families.  Very few of the renters at this income level are elderly.

Moderate-Income and Above (MI+) Owners (Table 18)
There were 217,434 moderate income and above (80%+MFI) owners in Fairfax County in 2000, an increase of 23,836 over 1990. This is the largest market segment in Fairfax County and constitutes over 60% of the total housing market. Seven of ten MI+ owners are families (150,578), most of which are small families.  The rest of this segment is split almost evenly between elderly owners and non-elderly unrelated individuals.  Less than 2% of any household type within this category has an extreme housing cost burden.

MI+ Family (2-4 persons, 5+ persons) Owners

Large families are the most likely to have any housing problems (23%), including 12% with cost burdens exceeding 30% of income. About 10% of large families are overcrowded but are not cost burdened.

The number of non-elderly owners with housing problems declined significantly between 1990 and 2000.

MI+ Elderly 1&2 Member Owners

Elderly owners are very unlikely to have severe cost burdens at this income level, but about 10% have cost burdens of 30% or more. 

MI+ Non-elderly, Unrelated Individual Owners

Non-elderly unrelated individuals are the most likely to have a cost burden exceeding 30% of income in this income category (17%).  

MI+ Disabled Owners (Table 19)

There were 18,750 moderate income and above owners with mobility and self- care limitations in 2000.  Three thousand of these owners had housing problems in 2000 and most of these were in non-elderly households.

MI+ Public housing residents, families on the public housing and Section 8 tenant-based waiting list

Not applicable to MI+ owners.

MI+ Owner Worst Case Housing

Of the 825 moderate income and above owners with extreme cost burdens, 337 were small families, 340 were non-elderly unrelated individuals, 67 were elderly and 72 were large families.

HIV/AIDS

Fairfax County administers Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS (HOPWA), which provides funding for housing and housing-related services for people living with HIV/AIDS and their families.  Eligible metropolitan areas receive direct allocation of HOPWA funding when the region has at least 500,000 people and 2,000 cumulative cases for AIDS are diagnosed.  Under this formula, the Washington Metropolitan Area receives HOPWA funding that is then passed through the District of Columbia and the Northern Virginia Regional Commission to reach the Fairfax County Department of Housing and Community Development, which in turn, administers funds for Fairfax County residents living with HIV/AIDS and their families.  In June 2004, there were 24 placements under HOPWA in Fairfax County.  As January 2005, there are 109 person on the waiting list. This represents about 10 percent of the reported cases of HIV and AIDS in 2002.

Fifty percent of all people with AIDS may experience homelessness or face the serious risk of becoming homeless during their illness.  Permanent housing can make a difference in having access to medication, to stability, and perhaps re-entry into the labor market.  Stable housing for people with HIV/AIDS may reduce hospitalization and allow residents to address other priority issues such as mental health needs and substance addictions.  

A large-scale study conducted by AIDS Housing of Washington (AHW) revealed the housing difficulties faced by persons with HIV/AIDS.  Over multiple years, some 10,000 surveys related to housing needs of persons with HV/AIDS were collected from respondents in fifteen counties or MSAs (including the Washington, DC MSA) and eight states (including Virginia).  In this sample, 41 percent of respondents had been homeless at least once and nine percent were homeless at the time they were interviewed.  Since discovering that they were HIV positive, over a third had slept in a shelter and almost a third had slept outside or in a car.  Housing was often unstable for these respondents, as almost 40 percent had moved three or more times in the previous three years.  Twenty-two percent were on the waiting list for housing assistance at the times they completed the survey (Virginia HIV/AIDS Epidemiologic Profile, Data Through 2000, prepared by Virginia Department of Health, Division of HIV/STD).  

The incidence of HIV and AIDS in Fairfax County is monitored by the Virginia Department of Health.  HIV and AIDS occurs more frequently in Fairfax County than in the Commonwealth as a whole, and between 2001 and 2002, the number of cases increased much more dramatically than across the Commonwealth.

2. To the extent that any racial or ethnic group has a disproportionately greater need for any income category in comparison to the needs of that category as a whole, the jurisdiction must complete an assessment of that specific need.  For this purpose, disproportionately greater need exists when the percentage of persons in a category of need who are members of a particular racial or ethnic group is at least ten percentage points higher than the percentage of persons in the category as a whole.

There were no racial or ethnic groups within any income category identified by the 2000 CHAS data with a disproportionately greater need in Fairfax County.

Priority Housing Needs (91.215 (b))

1. Identify the priority housing needs in accordance with the categories specified in the Housing Needs Table (formerly Table 2A). These categories correspond with special tabulations of U.S. census data provided by HUD for the preparation of the Consolidated Plan.

Homeless Persons and Families

The County’s Continuum of Care Plan counted 1,926 homeless people (816 individuals and 1,110 persons in 325 families) in its point-in-time survey for 2004 (based on the HUD definition of homeless). Of these, 198 individuals and 28 persons in 9 families were in permanent supportive housing for the homeless, and are not included in the calculation of need.  Table 1 below includes all other homeless persons and families who had any type of emergency shelter (including overflow, voucher, or other temporary shelter) or transitional housing, or who were unsheltered. It should be noted that the definition of “sheltered” for the Consolidated Plan is broader than the definition of “Emergency Shelter” used in the 2004 Continuum of Care application.
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Table 1. Homeless Persons & Families


The 2004 Continuum of Care application for Fairfax indicates that there is a need for an additional 258 beds serving homeless individuals (168 in emergency shelters, 13 in transitional housing, and 77 in permanent supportive housing), as well as a need for 79 beds for persons in families with children in emergency shelters. The discussion of priority homeless needs identifies an adequate supply of safe, decent, affordable, accessible, stable housing for individuals and families who experience homelessness as the highest priority.  This includes preservation of existing affordable housing, increasing the supply of permanent supportive housing units, as well as development of Single Resident Occupancy (SRO) units and additional safe haven capacity to better meet the needs of low-income, homeless individuals, persons with disabilities, and other low-income single individuals.

Persons with Disabilities (including HIV/AIDS)

There were slightly over 10,000 low-income households with a person with a physical disability or self-care limitation in 2000 (Table 2), including 5,500 renters and 4,900 owners.  Approximately half of these households include an elderly person.  Over 70% of low-income households with disabilities have very low-incomes (<50%MFI).

In 2001-2002, a combined 470 HIV/AIDS cases were reported in Fairfax County by the Virginia Department of Health. Persons with HIV/AIDS are at high risk of becoming homeless.  By June 2004, there were 24 placements in Fairfax County under HOPWA.

VLI and LI Renters Paying 50%+ for Housing Costs

There were over 11,000 low-income renters paying 50% or more of their income for gross rent in 2000.  This level of housing cost burden is considered by HUD to constitute a worst case housing need.  Nearly all of these renters have very low incomes (<50%mfi), plus the majority are either small families or non-elderly, unrelated individuals. Although the number of large families with extreme cost burdens is smaller than the other demographic category, there are typically very few rental units available with three or more bedrooms.  Consequently, this group is much more likely than others to experience overcrowding (see the Needs Analysis).  

Very low-income renters faced a gross housing gap in excess of 15,000 units with most of this gap due to occupancy of affordable units by renters with incomes higher than 50%MFI.  The Center for Housing Research estimates that the housing gap for very low-income renters doubled between 2000 and 2003 as the affordable rental supply dwindled relative to demand.

A nearly identical number of low-income owners have severe cost burdens as do renters, and owners are only slightly less likely to be below 50% MFI. Small families constitute the largest single group, followed by elderly and then non-elderly unrelated individuals.

Low-income elderly with excessive cost burdens are a significantly larger group among owners than among renters. Although many low-income elderly homeowners probably have low levels of debt for housing, utilities and property taxes can be significant contributors to their housing affordability problems. In addition, this group is often the target for predatory lending activities.

Low-Income Workers Who May Presently Work In the County and Live Elsewhere

In addition to the severe shortage of affordable housing for low-income residents of Fairfax County, housing production in the County (and in the entire MSA) has been insufficient to meet growth in demand associated with the expansion of jobs in the area.  Steve Fuller of George Mason University estimated a shortfall of 43,200 housing units in 2000 needed for workers filling new jobs in the MSA, a gap he projects to balloon to over 218,000 housing units by 2025.

The inadequate supply of housing in Fairfax and the MSA contributes to the crisis of affordable housing within the County in three ways.  First, the supply of units affordable to low-income households has decreased dramatically since 2000 as rents and prices have escalated by double-digit annual rates. Second, more of the remaining affordable units are occupied by households with higher incomes, forcing lower income households into more severe cost burdens. And third, some of the households who are pushed further out into the region’s hinterland in search of affordable housing probably face significant cost burdens when their transportation costs are added to their housing costs.

Between 1990 and 2000 nearly 190,000 full and part-time civilian jobs were created (net) in Fairfax County, Fairfax City and Falls Church (Table 5). At 1.65 jobs per household (the average in 2000 for the number of persons per household who worked at all during 1999 less active duty military), this equates to 114,508 additional households to provide a sufficient number of workers for these jobs. The increase in housing units between 1990 and 2000 was slightly over 52,000 units. Even without any adjustment for normal vacancies (about 5%), this results in a housing deficit of over 62,000 units.
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Without additional research it is impossible to know how much of this job-related housing deficit directly affects low-income commuters into Fairfax.  In any event, it contributes to the significant shortage of housing in Fairfax and the escalating shortage of affordable housing.

Elderly Housing Needs

Low-income housing needs among elderly renters and owners are detailed in Tables 2, 3 and 4 above.  Almost 5,000 low-income elderly renters and owners had severe cost burdens in 2000.  There was approximately the same number of low-income households with an elderly person with a physical or self-care disability. (The overlap between severe cost burden and disability is not known.)

Preservation of Affordable Rental Housing

With a severe shortage of affordable housing and with market pressures accelerating the shift of units out of the affordable housing supply, it is imperative that the limited supply of assisted affordable units be preserved whenever possible.  Although the table below (prepared by Fairfax County Department of Housing and Community Development) identifies an increase in assisted housing units between 1989 and 1998, as well as from 1998 to 2004, the pattern is not consistent across program categories.  For example, the supply of assisted housing that provides deep subsidies underwriting rents is very limited and declining in some program categories. Deep-subsidy programs include public housing, privately owned federally assisted housing, and housing vouchers and certificates.  There are only a few public housing units in the County, but this supply has been stable. There were an additional 1,521 units provided under the Fairfax County Rental Program, some of which have minimum rents. There were 3,133 privately owned, federally assisted units in 2004, 331 fewer than in 1998. Housing vouchers increased between 1998 and 2004, but were still below the 1989 level. 

The largest increase in assisted units is in Category E, shown in the following table, which has added over 3,000 units since 1989. These units are supported by the County’s Housing Trust Fund, tax credits, and bond financing.  Although these programs are extremely important for expanding the supply of units affordable to households with incomes between 50-80% MFI, they seldom produce rents affordable to households below that level.  In addition, the first units produced under the Low Income Housing Tax Credit are reaching their period of restricted occupancy.  These units will be under increased pressure for conversion to market rents or to condominium ownership.

Governmental Regulations that Discourage Affordable Housing

With a 1990-2000 housing deficit relative to job expansion that exceeds the increase in housing units between 1990 and 2000, the supply of new housing is clearly constrained.  The challenge is to identify opportunities for increased housing development despite a decreasing supply of developable “green” land (i.e. vacant land suitable for development), as the County has become more and more “built out”.  The County should explore a variety of techniques to facilitate housing development in the remaining areas of developable green land.  This can include a reduction in the amount of development that does not require rezoning, thereby reducing or eliminating NIMBY reactions and reducing the development cycle times.

Regional approaches are needed to address the impact of government regulations on the overall supply of housing. Fairfax County could be a leader in advocating “fair growth” within the region, a strategy that requires regional cooperation to assure sufficient land is planned and zoned for residential development and reduces the reliance on land use planning and rezoning as a technique to control development.

As Fairfax becomes increasingly built-out, the County needs to promote an increased supply of housing through redevelopment.  Opportunities for redevelopment will mainly occur in older, commercial corridors, rather than in residential areas.  Including mixed-income, transit-oriented residential development in mixed-use commercial redevelopment could be a strategy that generates a significant number of housing units in the future.

In addition, actions can also be taken to reduce NIMBY responses to affordable housing development.  

Fair housing and market access for minorities and recent immigrants

The Fairfax County Human Rights Ordinance prohibits discrimination in housing. Any person who refuses to sell, lease, sublease or rent on the basis of race, sex, religion, color, national origin, age, marital status, disability, or familial status may be discriminating. 

The Human Rights commission has undertaken several enforcement, education, and outreach activities. An audit is planned that will continue these actions through out the five year plan.
2. Provide an analysis of how the characteristics of the housing market and the severity of housing problems and needs of each category of residents provided the basis for determining the relative priority of each priority housing need category.  

The identified priorities respond to three critical elements of the affordable housing crisis in Fairfax.  The first is severity of need.  The second is the limited and dwindling supply of affordable housing, in both the owner occupied and renter occupied sectors.  The overall shortage of housing is pushing more units out of the affordable supply, through rent and price escalation and conversion of rental units to condominium ownership. The third is the increase in the number of low-income households who need these units. But these households are being squeezed out of the remaining affordable supply.  This is a version of musical chairs where in each round some chairs are taken away at the same as when higher-income households are grabbing up whatever is left.

Although most of the housing in the County is in relatively good repair (and much of it is of relatively recent construction), there are some cases of lead paint exposure. The protection of public health has always been a primary priority in responding to housing problems. 

Fair and equal access to the housing market is a statutory protection provided in the Fair Housing Act and in the Fairfax County Human Rights Ordinance. With current market pressures contributing to a severe shortage of affordable housing, as well as a shortage of all housing, it is of urgent importance to protect consumers’ rights to fair access.

3. Describe the basis for assigning the priority given to each category of priority needs.

Homeless Persons and Families; Persons with Disabilities; VLI and LI Renters and Owners Paying 50%+ for Housing Costs; Elderly

Obviously, low-income households, particularly those below 50%MFI, are the most disadvantaged in finding and keeping housing in this market. Despite concerted efforts on the part of service providers and housing advocates to prevent homelessness, the current market dynamics can be expected to increase homelessness, including among families with workers who simply cannot make enough money to pay the rent even when working as much as possible.

The severity of the housing problem for the homeless and need for renewed vigor in providing basic shelter warrants placing the highest priority on the homeless.

The housing needs of low-income elderly households and persons with disabilities require special attention.  Low-income elderly households with severe cost burdens include a significant number of homeowners.  Severe cost burdens could be the result of high utilities, property taxes, and insurance costs.  These households are also the targets of predatory lending practices. In addition, the American Disabilities Act (ADA) and the Olmstead decision provide legal protections for persons with disabilities that must be honored.

Increase supply of affordable workforce housing; Preservation of affordable rental housing; Governmental regulations

The housing crisis in Fairfax County is largely a crisis of housing supply.  These priorities address key impediments to increasing the overall supply of housing as well as the supply of affordable housing. 

Non-housing community development priorities 

Although housing supply is the primary problem affecting Fairfax County, income enhancement for low-income households also is an important priority.  The County’s economy continues to produce jobs, including a good number of low-skill jobs.  Many of these jobs, however, provide wages that are insufficient to meet the high and escalating cost of housing. Consequently, community economic development strategies (such as micro-enterprise, job training, and social capital development) that contribute to income growth and wealth creation enable low-income families to achieve economic success within the County.

4. Identify any obstacles to meeting underserved needs.

Obstacles to meeting underserved needs include:

· Inadequate funding

· High rate of foreign immigration

· Increase in low-income housing needs

· NIMBY

· Reduced supply of lands for development

· Challenges of redevelopment (land assembly, costs, neighborhood resistance)

Housing Market Analysis (91.210)

1. Based on information available to the jurisdiction, describe the significant characteristics of the housing market in terms of supply, demand, condition, and the cost of housing; the housing stock available to serve persons with disabilities; and to serve persons with HIV/AIDS and their families.

Housing Demand and Supply Analysis

Based on recent population projections prepared by Fairfax County, the Center for Housing Research projects total households (Table 1) to increase by nearly 29,000 (8.2%) between 2000 and 2005 and by another 40,000 between 2005 and 2010 (10.4%).  This represents continued strong growth in housing demand in Fairfax.  If housing production is inadequate for this increase in households, housing shortages will increase and prices will continue to rise at an exceptionally rapid pace.  Growth between 2010 and 2020 is projected to slow considerably to an increase of only 37,000 households for the decade (8.8%).

More than two-thirds of the projected growth is among family households, particularly married-couple families.  Families headed by householders without a spouse present account for only 12% of total households in Fairfax and are projected to increase at a slower rate than other household types.  Nationally other family households account for 16% of total households.
 

Non-family households account for nearly 30% of total households.  Non-family households include persons living alone and two or more unrelated individuals living together.  These include a variety of household types, including unmarried couples without children.

A comparison between the 2003 American Community Survey results for Fairfax County and the Center’s housing model (Table 2) indicates that the difference between the estimates from the ACS and the housing model are not significant
. The ACS does report a much higher rate of growth for other family households (11.6% over three years) and a lower growth rate for married-couple households.  
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Our review of the level of annual housing production in the County from 2000 and 2003 indicates that production has not kept up with projected demand associated with household growth alone.  Between 2000 and 2005, households are projected to increase by an annual rate of nearly 5,800.  The average number of building permits issued in Fairfax County for 2000 to 2003 averaged 5,500 units per year. Assuming a 5% vacancy rate, production would appear to be falling at least 10 percent below projected demand from population growth
.  However, the 2003 American Communities Survey reported an owner vacancy rate of only 0.5% and a renter vacancy of 3.6%. This suggests a continued tightening of the housing market and could be one reason for the rapid increase in housing prices during this period. Even more units would be needed to accommodate replacement of units lost to demolition or conversion to nonresidential uses.  

Based on householders’ ages and household types, the Center for Housing Research projects more rapid increases in the lower-income ranges (below $50,000) and in the higher ranges (above $100,000) than in households with incomes between $50,000 and $100,000 (Table 3).  If the income trend established during the 1990s (when the bottom 30% of incomes lost real income and incomes above the median increased significantly) continues (Table 4), the increase in the number of households at the lower and higher income categories will probably be greater than projected in Table 3 and the increase in the number of households in the middle categories less than projected.

According to the Center for Housing Research, demand for owner-occupied housing is projected to increase more quickly than for renter-occupied housing across each period (Table 5).  Demand for owner occupied housing is influenced by the age of householders, household types, incomes, and interest rates (among other factors). Between 2000 and 2020 owner-occupied units are projected to increase by 80,000 units while renter demand is projected to increase by only 26,000 units.  Based on this projection, the ownership rate by 2020 would increase to 72%.  The low interest rate environment since 2000 has stimulated ownership among households that could otherwise not afford to purchase a home.  The Center’s 2005 estimates are, nonetheless, well on target with the numbers of owners and renters estimated in the 2003 ACS (262,017 and 104,834, respectively).

Once interest rates rise again, the inability to afford homeownership likely will become more acute and may affect the demand for affordable rental housing.

Tables 6 and 7 provide the Center’s preliminary projections of owner and renter demand by income categories published by the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  The categories are based on a percentage of Area Median Family Income (AMFI) categories.  The 2005 and 2010 projections indicate growth across the income range, including among extremely low-income (families earning less than 30 percent of the AMFI), very low-income (families earning 30-50 percent of the AMFI), and low-income (families earning 50-80 percent of the AMFI) owners and renters
.  

These projected changes in owners and renters by AMFI category are further disaggregated by household type and age of householder, which allows more detailed assessment for demographic categories for the Consolidated Plan.  It bears stressing that any increase in low-income housing needs will further exacerbate an already serious imbalance between the need for housing assistance and the available supply of that assistance.

Table 8 provides the ratio of rental housing costs to renters’ incomes.  This table identifies a significant shift upward in rental cost burdens, with decreases in renters with cost burdens below 35% of income and a very large increase in renters with cost burdens of 35% of income and higher.  If this trend continues, more than half of the renters in Fairfax County will soon be paying in excess of 30% of their incomes for rent, with most of these paying in excess of 35%.  As indicated in the CHAS data from Census 2000, many of the latter devote more than half of their incomes to housing costs.

The increased cost burden problems of renters between 2000 and 2003 shown in Table 8 could be due to the ownership market siphoning off renters with higher incomes and lower rental cost burdens or due to a reduced supply of housing. In order to examine the possible impact of changes in the affordable housing supply, Table 9 estimates the number of rental units with gross rents below the maximum level affordable incomes at 30%AMFI, 50%AMFI, and 80%AMFI.

Affordable Housing Gap Analysis

As can been seen, the housing supply affordable at 30%AMFI and at 50%AMFI increased between 1990 and 2000.  The increase in the supply of units affordable at 30%AMFI was less than the increase in renters below this income level, consequently the net deficit in units increased. The net deficit in units affordable at 50%AMFI was eliminated during the 1990s due to a substantial increase in affordable units.  But the supply of units affordable at either 30%AMFI or 50%AMFI decreased between 2000 and 2003 (by nearly 1,000 units in the lower category and 8,000 units affordable at 50%AMFI). At the same time, the number of renters with incomes below these levels continued to increase. As a result, the deficit of units affordable at 30%AMFI increased to nearly 9,000 units and the slight surplus of units affordable at 50%AMFI became a deficit of nearly 7,000 units. (Both units and households shown in Table 9 are cumulative.)  In addition, the excess supply of units affordable at 80%AMFI decreased by about 2,600 units.

An excess supply of units at 80%, which is dwindling, cannot be interpreted as an overabundance of available affordable units.  Households with higher incomes often occupy many of the units affordable to households at the 30%AMFI, 50%AMFI or 80%AMFI.  The market sorts the occupancy of the housing supply based on a variety of factors that result in a “mismatch” between affordable units and the households most in need of those units.  This mismatch is documented in Table 10 based on CHAS data for 2000.  There were nearly 9,000 rental units affordable to the 13,000 renters below 30%MFI, leaving a deficit of 4,000 units.  But households with incomes above 30%MFI occupied 5,000 of the 9,000 units affordable to renters below 30%MFI, resulting in an actual deficit of 9,000 units.  The nominal supply-demand balance in the 30-50%MFI category suggests nearly 2,000 surplus affordable units, but renters with higher incomes occupied over 8,000 of the units affordable to this category, resulting in an actual deficit of more than 6,000 units.  A small gross deficit of units, adjusted for actual occupancy, of 4,300 units existed in the 50-80%MFI category, although the nominal surplus was nearly 31,000 units. The aggregate deficit of affordable rental units in 2000 was over 15,000 units.

If the occupancy patterns shown in Table 10 are applied to the 2003 data, the gross deficit in affordable rental housing units has increased to over 17,000 units and the progress made during the 1990s in increasing the supply of affordable units has reversed.

The gap in the affordable supply for owner occupancy is presented in Tables 11 and 12.  Estimates of the affordable owner supply assume a 95% loan to value ratio, a 30-year loan, a maximum ratio of mortgage payment (principal and interest) to income of 30%, and the national average interest rate and points for a 30-year fixed mortgage based on the Freddie Mac interest rate survey.  Points were amortized over the life of the loan to calculate the effective interest rate.

Despite significant price escalation, the decline in interest rates made homeownership more affordable since 1990.  In 1990 the effective interest rate was 10.38%, which dropped to 8.16% in 2000 and to 5.89% in 2003. The decline in interest rates expanded the amount of housing affordable for low-income homeownership, from less than 5,000 units in 1990 to over 30,000 units in 2000.  This resulted in a reversal of a 13,000 unit deficit in affordable low-income ownership (<80%MFI) supply to slight surpluses in 2000 and 2003.

As with the affordable rental supply, a significant proportion of the affordable housing supply for low-income homeowners is occupied by owners with higher incomes.  In 2000, there were almost enough affordable units for owners with incomes below 50%MFI and there was a surplus of affordable units for owners between 50-80%MFI.  But owners above these income levels occupied about three-fourths of the affordable supply, resulting in a deficit of approximately 20,000 units for low-income owners (Table 12).

2. Describe the number and targeting (income level and type of household served) of units currently assisted by local, state, or federally funded programs, and an assessment of whether any such units are expected to be lost from the assisted housing inventory for any reason, (i.e. expiration of Section 8 contracts).

Figures for the number of affordable housing units in Fairfax County during 2002-2003 showed a total of 10,646 units.
  If one adds the number of housing vouchers available to residents (3,168)
 to this figure, the total becomes 13,814 units.  The types of units fall into seven categories: 1) Public Housing, 2) Fairfax County Rental Program units, 3) Supportive Housing Program units, 4) Privately-Owned Federally Assisted Rental Units, 5) Privately-Owned Non-Federally Assisted Rental Units, 6) Rental Affordable Dwelling Units, and 7) Proffered Rental Affordable Units.

None of the units owned by the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority will be converted and leave the affordable housing stock. However, HUD uncertainties in the Housing Choice Voucher Program, especially regarding HUD formula allocation changes, could mean the possibility that some affordable housing units will be lost.
  Also, during the five-year period, FY 2006 through FY 2010, seven housing developments in Fairfax County have Section 8 contracts expiring, which may or may not be renewed.  Within those seven developments are 863 Section 8 housing units.

3. Indicate how the characteristics of the housing market will influence the use of funds made available for rental assistance, production of new units, rehabilitation of old units, or acquisition of existing units.  Please note, the goal of affordable housing is not met by beds in nursing homes.

The supply of affordable housing was simply inadequate to meet demand by renters at the 30%MFI level in 2000 and the supply affordable to renters with incomes between 30% and 50%MFI was only adequate if not occupied by higher income households.  Since the market can not impose occupancy standards that restrict the affordable supply of units to the renters who need them, in a tight market such as Fairfax County the gross deficit of units balloons due to a mismatch of affordable units and renters. Rental units with site based assistance can impose occupancy standards, but the supply of assisted units for renters below 30%MFI has been stagnant or dwindling and market pressures have been creating an even greater scarcity of affordable units.  Although the supply of units relative to demand expanded at the 50%MFI level between 1990 and 2000, this trend reversed between 2000 and 2003. The Center for Housing Research estimates a gross deficit of rental units affordable to renters below 80%MFI of over 17,000 units in 2003, with at least half of this deficit below the 30%MFI level.

The inadequate supply of affordable housing can only worsen with a scarce supply of housing across the market.  Unless the aggregate supply of housing is expanded, the loss of affordable housing will become even more extreme. The existing supply of units restricted to low and moderate income occupancy will likely dwindle, including the supply of Low Income Housing Tax Credit units as their occupancy requirements expire.  Fewer and fewer landlords are likely to accept tenant-based housing subsidies (vouchers and certificates) in this market.  

The impact at the very bottom of the market is also likely to be severe, as fewer and fewer units are available for people with incomes below 30%MFI.  More of these households can be expected to be homeless more often and for extended periods of time.

Consequently, Fairfax County will focus on:

1. Expanding the overall supply of housing regionally and locally

a. Zoning sufficient property for single-family and multi-family build-out between a 10-15 year horizon

b. Including affordable housing in commercial redevelopment through mixed-use and mixed-income development

2. Maintaining the existing supply of units restricted to low and moderate income occupancy and expanding the period units are kept as affordable housing

3. Expanding the supply of moderate income owner occupancy units

4. Expanding the supply of occupancy restricted rental units

5. Expanding the income target of Low Income Housing Tax Credit units toward the 30%MFI level

6. Adopting source-of-income protections for housing vouchers and certificates

7. Maintaining and expanding the supply of shelters, transitional housing and permanently supported housing for persons and families who become homeless
8. Supporting the County’s Affordable Housing Preservation Action Committee initiative to preserve the County’s diminishing supply of affordable housing

· Pending the outcome of the Single Resident Occupancy (SRO) Task Force proceedings, SRO’s would also have incentives to encourage tenants to make their occupancy temporary.

· Although homeownership units are not envisioned to be a part of incentive housing, Moderate Income Direct Sales (MIDS) and ADUs would be good targets for tenants of incentive housing.

Priority:  Ensure equal opportunity and affirmatively further fair housing.

There are over 7,000 families on the FCRHA’s combined HCV and Public Housing waiting lists that have an immediate unmet need for subsidized housing units.  The FCRHA’s Public Housing Program, consisting of 1,063 units available for housing, and the HCV Program, which pays rental subsidies to over 3,000 families, do not have sufficient housing and financial resources to meet this unmet housing need.  Because the annual unit turn over rate for these programs is about 10 percent, the FCRHA will continue to focus during fiscal year 2006 on the self-sufficiency and asset development of families living in public housing and HCV households.  

The FCRHA also plans to analyze strategies, such as focusing coordinated services upon clients with extremely low incomes.  To improve the quality of assisted housing, the FCRHA will assess the financial viability of the FCRHA public housing inventory and develop a strategy for the overall inventory and each individual property which may include disposition, redevelopment, private investment/ownership or private management at selected sites.

Barriers to Affordable Housing (91.210 (e) and 91.215 (f))

1. Explain whether the cost of housing or the incentives to develop, maintain, or improve affordable housing are affected by public policies, particularly those of the local jurisdiction.  Such policies include tax policy affecting land and other property, land use controls, zoning ordinances, building codes, fees and charges, growth limits, and policies that affect the return on residential investment.

There are several barriers to the development, preservation, maintenance, and improvement of affordable housing in Fairfax County.  These include economic barriers, federal funding barriers, language and cultural barriers related to recent immigrants, and regulatory barriers.  

The primary economic barrier is the cost of housing, including the cost of developable land.  Housing costs have accelerated rapidly in Fairfax County, causing increased problems with affordability as noted in the Housing Needs and the Housing Market Analysis sections. Previously affordable units have been affected by higher sales prices and rents and have “filtered up” to occupancy by households with higher incomes. These economic barriers have become even more pressing in the past four years as housing costs escalated by more than 60%, more than double the increase in incomes.  In addition, builders in the current market have mainly produced expensive housing, for which there is strong demand.

Inadequate federal funding for rental assistance or for developing affordable housing has become a more significant barrier as housing costs have increased and low-income households have found it increasingly difficult to find affordable housing.

The level of foreign immigration into Fairfax County presents its own specialized barriers. The County is now an important port of entry into the United States and even exceeds Westchester County, New York.  Between 2000 and 2003, the Bureau of Census estimates net foreign immigration into Fairfax County of nearly 37,900 people (which was completely offset by a net domestic out-migration of 40,500 people).  Net foreign immigration exceeds the County’s estimated population increase by nearly 25 percent. While foreign immigration is important to the regional and national economies, many of these immigrants have limited skills in speaking English and rely on low-wage jobs.  Affordable housing opportunities are virtually nonexistent for this population.

The primary land barrier for affordable housing development other than land cost is the limited amount of developable land and the need for higher density redevelopment.  Opportunities for low-income and moderate-income ownership are very limited.  There are extremely limited opportunities for in-fill housing or for affordable renovation of older housing units, as most of the housing in the County was built in the past 30 years. 

Land use planning and building regulations can impede affordable housing development through overly restrictive land use requirements, the application of extensive fees and through unnecessary delays. In addition, NIMBY reactions can be a problem when affordable housing is not required.
2. Describe the strategy to remove or ameliorate negative effects of public policies that serve as barriers to affordable housing, except that, if a State requires a unit of general local government to submit a regulatory barrier assessment that is substantially equivalent to the information required under this part, as determined by HUD, the unit of general local government may submit that assessment to HUD and it shall be considered to have complied with this requirement.

The Fairfax Board of Supervisors has adopted the following Affordable Housing Goal:  Opportunities should be available to all who live or work in Fairfax County to purchase or rent safe, decent, affordable housing within their means. Affordable housing should be located as close as possible to employment opportunities without adversely affecting quality of life standards. It should be a vital element in high density and mixed-use development projects, should be encouraged in revitalization areas, and encouraged through more flexible zoning wherever possible.

In implementing this goal, the Board of Supervisors has adopted several objectives (and accompanying policies) to promote the development of affordable housing. These policies are stated here in detail because they demonstrate the breadth and depth of the County’s commitment to creating affordable housing and to removing regulatory impediments. 

Objective 1 is to increase the supply of affordable housing units each year by an amount that is equal to at least 12 percent of the total housing production in the County for the previous year. These units should serve the full range of incomes of households needing affordable housing and should include units for the disabled and handicapped.  Policies implementing this objective include:

· Providing bonus densities in exchange for affordable housing. 

· Residential rezoning should not be approved above the low end of the Plan range unless an appropriate commitment of land, dwelling units, and/or a cash contribution to the Housing Trust Fund is provided.

· Capitalize the Housing Trust Fund so that it can be used as a mechanism to fund the development of affordable housing.

· Encourage affordable housing as a development option for infill sites, particularly in commercial areas and near employment concentrations.

· Give priority for the use of County and other government-owned buildings and land as sites for the provision of affordable housing.

· Promote and facilitate innovative site design and construction techniques, as well as encourage the use of manufactured housing and manufactured housing components, when aimed at providing affordable housing.

· Support the efforts of the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority in producing a portion of these affordable housing units through the provision of County resources and the approval of suitable housing sites.

· Encourage and facilitate home sharing as one mechanism for lowering housing costs.

Objective 2 is to encourage the provision of affordable housing in all parts of the County. Policies implementing this objective include:

· Expand housing opportunities in or near mixed-use Centers as a way of providing the opportunity for persons employed in the County to live near their jobs.

· Promote the development of multifamily housing in both mixed-use Centers and existing residential areas, as appropriate, in an effort to diversify the housing stock and expand lower cost housing options. To this end, the County has adopted Locational Guidelines for Multifamily Residential Development as part of the Countywide Land Use.

· Promote affordable housing opportunities throughout the County, particularly in areas where existing supply is low.

· Encourage the creation of accessory dwelling units as a means of increasing the supply and distribution of affordable housing. (Details on the County’s Accessory Dwelling Unit policy are provided later.)

Objective 3 is to conserve stable neighborhoods and encourage rehabilitation and other initiatives that will help to revitalize and promote the stability of older neighborhoods. Policies implementing this objective include:

· Improve and maintain existing housing and neighborhood quality by upgrading substandard housing and improving physical community facilities (e.g., streets, sidewalks, lighting) in existing neighborhoods.

· Maintain housing quality in existing neighborhoods and preserve neighborhood stability through the abatement of “spot” blight.

· Facilitate improvement and maintenance of existing neighborhoods by initiating community development programs, in communities where needed, with as little displacement as possible; and incorporating affordable housing units as part of all major housing rehabilitation efforts.

· Retain existing below market rental housing through acquisition, rehabilitation assistance and other subsidies.

· Facilitate the retention of existing mobile home parks which are identified in the Area Plans as appropriate for mobile home park use. To this end the County has adopted Guidelines for Mobile Home Retention as part of the Countywide Land Use.

Objective 5 is to increase the supply of housing available to special populations, including the physically and mentally disabled, the homeless, and the low-income elderly. Policies implementing this objective include:

· Locate housing resources for special populations in all parts of the County as a way of improving accessibility to employment opportunities, County services, as well as cultural and recreational amenities.

· Facilitate the development of shelters and single room occupancy residences for homeless persons and families, as well as others in need of these housing options.

· Enforce fair housing laws and nondiscriminatory practices in the sale and rental of housing to all citizens.

· Promote multifamily housing for the elderly and the handicapped that is conveniently located to public transportation and community services.

· Encourage the creation of handicapped accessible housing units or units that can be easily modified for use by the disabled.

Several specific initiatives to promote affordable housing deal directly with regulatory barriers. Fairfax County’s Affordable Dwelling Unit (ADU) Ordinance was adopted to assist in the provision of affordable housing for persons of low and moderate income whose income is seventy percent or less of the median income for the Washington Standard Metropolitan Statistical Area. Where the affordable dwelling units differ in design and unit type from the other units in a development the affordable units should be integrated within the development to the extent feasible and where the unit type is the same the affordable units should be dispersed throughout the development.

The ADU Ordinance applies to all developments which are subject to rezoning, special exception, site plan or subdivision plat approval where:

· The site is to be developed at a density greater than one (1) dwelling unit per acre,

· The site yields fifty (50) units or more,

· The site is located within an approved sewer service area.

The Fairfax County ADU program effectively avoids NIMBY problems by requiring affordable housing to be included in nearly every new residential development in the County and by specifying that the design and placement of affordable units must be properly integrated into the development.

Residential projects for which these criteria are not applicable may still provide affordable dwelling units at the developer’s option in order to take advantage of zoning district regulations applicable to affordable dwelling units. All affordable dwelling units must be of the same structure type as the rest of the units in such developments. 

The Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority have the right to lease 1/3 of the affordable single-family attached or detached units. In multiple family developments, 1/3 of the affordable units are to be leased to eligible households at rents affordable to households with incomes up to 50% of the Metropolitan Statistical Area median, with state or local subsidies, and the balance of the affordable units to those who meet program income criteria (70% of median). The leasing program provides greater dispersion of affordable renter-occupied housing.

The County augments the ADU program with its First-Time Homebuyers Program (FTHB), the SPARC Program (Sponsoring Partnerships and Revitalizing Communities), and Home Stride (both of the latter are operated in conjunction with the Virginia Housing Development Authority). 

The Housing Trust Fund, established by the Board of Supervisors in 1988, further attests to the County’s commitment to affordable housing. The Trust Fund has provided more than $18 million to produce more than 1,000 units of affordable housing. On behalf of the County, the FCRHA administers the Housing Trust Fund, and periodically accepts and reviews applications from non-profit corporations and private developers for contributions from this source.

In FY 2005, Housing Trust Fund revenues are estimated to be $1,507,838, an increase of $500,427 or approximately 50 percent over the FY 2004 Adopted Budget Plan due to increased housing development activity; including $1,365,000 in anticipated proffered contributions and $142,838 in investment income, based on historical experience.

The County’s Accessory Dwelling Unit Policy is to accommodate accessory dwellings in all residential districts that allow single family detached dwellings in order to provide the opportunity and encouragement for the development of a limited number of small housing units designed, in particular, to meet the special needs of persons who are elderly and/or disabled. Furthermore, it is the purpose and intent of this provision to allow for a more efficient use of dwellings and accessory buildings, to provide economic support for elderly and/or disabled citizens and homeowners, and to protect and preserve property values in accordance with the overall objectives of the Fairfax County Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Ordinance.

The residential option to the Expedited Building Plan Review Program establishes an optional and separate processing procedure for the review of residential townhouses and detached single family dwellings. The purpose of the residential option is to expedite the County's review of certain qualified residential plans, provided such plans meet the requirements of the Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code. The residential plans are reviewed by a County-designated residential peer reviewer prior to submission to the County for permit issuance. The County processes these plans on a priority basis cutting the normal review time by at least one-half.

Fairfax County has also been a national leader in the application of innovative approaches to eliminating regulatory overlap and duplication. Not only has the County participated as a member of the National Conference of States on Building Codes and Standards (NCSBCS) Streamlining the Nation’s Building Regulatory Process project, the County’s One-Stop Shop and Customer Ombudsman program in the Department of Environmental Management (DEM) is promoted by NCSBCS as a national model for streamlined review. DEM coordinated involved departments into a centralized, one-stop shop to improve the speed and efficiency of the regulatory process. An ombudsman position, complete with decision-making authority, was also created to assist customers through the permit process.

The review of all permits applications and plans, coordination of review by other agencies, and issuance of permits are performed through DEM’s "one-stop shop," the Permit Application Center. At the Center, staff consolidates review comments, helps with resolution of conflicting requirements, and makes decisions regarding final approval. Permit applications are accepted and reviewed and permits are also issued at the Center. Although there are instances where customers must visit the Health Department or Fire Marshal’s Office, the need for such visits is kept to a minimum.

The Permit Application Center is staffed with cross-trained permit technicians who process building, electrical, mechanical, plumbing, and small appliance (household appliance) permits using a computerized permit tracking system. The computer system also provides access to land ownership and addressing records. Most permit review agencies, i.e., contractor licensing, zoning, site approval (for grading, soils, flood plains, easements, etc.), building plan review, and portions of the Fire Marshal’s office are located in the Center. Permit review by the Department of Public Works (sewer approval) and the Health Department (septic system and well approval) is available via facsimile although, on occasion, a permit applicant must visit these offices in person to resolve a permit issue. After all permit and plan reviews are complete, the permit technicians record the approvals into the computer system. The permit is issued at the Cashier’s Office upon payment of permit and any other related fees.

Other customer service initiatives provided at the Center include an information desk to help customers fill out applications and to provide information on the permit process, a communications desk staffed by a permit technician solely to answer telephone calls, and a "green dot" program to help identify first time customers to staff so they can provide a higher level of service. 

DEM also established a customer ombudsman position to assist applicants who, because of the nature of the project or lack of familiarity with the process, require specialized assistance. The ombudsman continually looks for new methods to simplify the process while ensuring that individual projects comply with construction codes. The ombudsman also serves as the Chief of the Permit Application Center, giving the ombudsman authority to make decisions and direct staff in the most beneficial way to resolve customer problems. Freeing the ombudsman from administrative duties to enable him/her to provide a high level of customer service required that the assistant section chief assume some of these tasks. The assistant chief also serves as an ombudsman at times of high traffic or in the absence of the regular ombudsman. 

Prior to implementation of the Center, it took an average of 4 hours and 13 minutes to process a building permit for a typical single family dwelling with public sewer and private well. The improved system significantly reduced the number of required steps and, in some cases, reduced permit processing times to 47 minutes. The ombudsman program has resulted in fewer incomplete applications and staff time savings that would otherwise be spent revisiting submissions. 

Fairfax County is also a leader in the application of Information Technology to improve the administration of development regulations. LDSnet provides access to information in the Fairfax County Land Development System (LDS). LDSnet is comprised of two systems: the Zoning and Planning System (ZAPS) and the Plan and Waiver System (PAWS). Through LDSnet, it is possible to search for individual zoning applications and or plans and studies submitted to the County to perform land-disturbing activities. In addition, the LDS database can be searched for zoning applications or construction plan submissions meeting any combination of the thirty-one search criteria.

Section III – Homeless 

Homeless Needs (91.205 (b) and 91.215 (c))

The needs of homeless persons and homeless families with children have been identified in the Fairfax County community through an annual point-in-time count for at least the last eight years.  The count includes collection of information about the homeless population which helps to describe the nature and extent of homelessness in the community.  This data, coupled with waiting list information for programs serving the homeless, and information on best practice approaches for addressing identified needs, is used to assess the needs for different types of facilities and services.

Historically, about 60% of the homeless population is in families, and about 40% is persons not accompanied by children under 18 years of age.  In the 2004 count, there was a slight shift in percentages from families to individuals, with unaccompanied individuals accounting for 42% of the homeless and persons in families accounting for 58%, while 36% of the total homeless population was children under age 18.  Nearly 40% of all homeless adults are employed, including 27% of single adults and 65% of adults in families.  These percentages, and those mentioned below, are based on the total 2004 count of 1,926 homeless persons, including 816 unaccompanied individuals, and 1,110 persons in 325 families with 698 children and 412 adults.  These counts are from all programs serving the homeless:  emergency shelter, transitional housing, permanent supportive housing for persons homeless on entry, and outreach to street homeless and drop-in programs. 

There are significant other differences between homeless individuals and homeless persons in families in the characteristics and needs of these populations.  Among homeless individuals, 70% are male and 30% are female, and nearly 37% are chronically homeless.  Another 22% of individuals were unsheltered on the day of the point-in-time count, including 20% of the total who were both unsheltered and chronically homeless.  A total of 88% of individuals were identified as seriously mentally ill, chronic substance abusers, or both, 30% have chronic health problems, and 10% are physically disabled.  Only 8% were identified as veterans, and 6% were victims of domestic violence, while 7% were in a language minority (primary language is not English), and 6% had no identified category.

The average size of homeless families with children was 3.42 persons (1,110 people), and 37% of persons were adults (412) while 63% were children (698).  These households are predominately single female headed families (78%); four out of five adults were female, although the children are nearly evenly distributed between male and female.  Overall, 63% of persons in families are female and 37% are male.  Among homeless families, 29% (including children) are victims of domestic violence and 28% are language minority (primary language not English).  Only 6% were identified as having chronic health problems, and 3% each had either a physical disability or a combination of serious mental illness, chronic substance abuse, or dual diagnosis.  However, 44% do not fit into any sub-population category listed in the survey.  Although income data was not collected as part of the survey, casework information suggests that many of these families become homeless due to economic situations, including low-income, loss of job, high rent, excessive debt, and similar circumstances.  An assessment of specific factors contributing to homelessness and preventing the family from securing permanent, stable housing is made for all families participating in emergency shelter and transitional housing programs.  Only three families were identified as having been homeless for a year or more (excluding families enrolled in transitional housing programs), and none were found to be unsheltered, although some 50 families were in very temporary arrangements or a limited motel placement waiting for admission to a family shelter.

The differences between the individual and family populations lead to different priorities and services for addressing their needs.  Because very few families have a disabling condition necessary to be eligible for permanent supportive housing, the historical priority for serving homeless families has been the development of an inventory of transitional housing.  The need for an additional family shelter was identified in a study in 2000, and that shelter is now in development with occupancy anticipated in 2006.  Maintenance of the transitional housing inventory is a priority for serving homeless families.  There is growing interest in developing a “housing first” approach with families, however, the limited funding available for rental assistance through the Housing Choice Voucher Program presents a substantial challenge to this approach in an area where the average rent for a two-bedroom apartment was $1,222 per month in January 2003.

For homeless individuals, the Fairfax Continuum of Care has pursued development of new permanent supportive housing units each year since 1999, and a 36-bed assisted living facility, which serves about 12 homeless persons, has been opened.  The community has one safe haven, operated by a non-profit, and seeks to develop additional safe haven capacity.  In addition, a task force has been working since 2003 to identify program models, locate potential sites, and recommend policy changes to facilitate the development of Single Resident Occupancy (SRO) housing, not only for homeless and disabled persons, but for any low-income single individual.  Although the bed gap for individuals was largest in the shelters, this need is identified, in part, because no permanent housing was available.  The community is seeking longer-term solutions by exploring “housing first” options for single individuals placing higher priority on developing more permanent supportive housing, including development of SRO’s in Fairfax County to help meet this housing need. 

Racial and ethnic information has not been collected in the annual point-in-time surveys, but some data is available for the sub-set of persons served through the emergency shelter system.  The emergency shelter program reports for FY 2004 show that 36% of persons served were white, nearly 54% were Black/African-American, less than 2% were Asian or American Indian/Alaskan Native, and just over 8% were multi-racial.  Less than 7% of the population was identified as Hispanic.  It should be noted, however, that the shelters have a capacity to serve only about 15% of the total number of homeless at any point in time, and are not fully representative of persons served in all programs.  Better data is expected from the Homeless Management Information System being implemented in 2004 and 2005.

Table 1A below includes the Gap Analysis and Subpopulation Data from the 2004 point-in-time survey used in the 2004 HUD Homeless Assistance grant applications for the Fairfax-Falls Church Continuum of Care, with revisions to include persons and families who are considered “sheltered” under the definition used for the Consolidated Plan, although not all were served in the County’s full-service Emergency Shelter program as defined in the HUD grant application.

Sources and Methods for Data
The data for the Gap Analysis Chart and Homeless Population and Subpopulations Chart in Table 1A above, and the data for the Housing Activity Chart below, were collected during the January 21, 2004, point-in-time survey, with follow-up documentation and clarification from service providers.  The following specific information is provided.

(a) The survey was conducted on January 21, 2004.

(b) The survey was done under the guidance of the Point-in-Time Committee of the Fairfax-Falls Church Continuum of Care, with staff support provided by the Fairfax County Department of Systems Management for Human Services.  Data collection forms were completed by case managers, direct service providers, and outreach workers in known provider agencies throughout the community.

(c) The purpose of the survey was to:

· Provide an unduplicated count of homeless persons in the community

· Identify basic characteristics (including subpopulations) of the homeless population

· Identify homeless services needed

· Provide an inventory of beds and services available to serve the homeless

· Identify gaps in capacity and services to homeless persons.

· It should be noted that the survey was not designed to explain causes of homelessness or collect information on age, race/ethnicity, education, income level, or details on family status or history of homelessness.

(d) The geographic area covered was Fairfax County (including the Towns of Herndon, Vienna, and Clifton), the City of Fairfax, and the City of Falls Church.

(e) The time period covered was the 24 hour period from 12:00 a.m. to 12:00 midnight on Wednesday, January 21, 2004.  Persons who were served by homeless facilities and programs, or know to be homeless “on the street”, were counted.

(f) Locations included were all emergency shelters (including overflow), transitional housing programs, permanent supportive housing, outreach programs that maintain contact with the street homeless, drop-in centers, mobile food programs, and alcohol/drug and mental health programs serving homeless persons.

(g) Procedures to ensure against duplicate counting are twofold.  Homeless persons are only counted in one facility-based program (such as shelters or supportive housing) on any one day.  The count of persons in non-facility based programs or services was coordinated by outreach workers, who maintain liaison with these programs as well as regular contact with persons who are living on the streets, in parks or wooded areas, under bridges, in abandoned buildings, etc.  Names are cross-checked prior to submitting the data for tabulation to avoid duplication.  The PATH outreach workers are part of the mental health, alcohol and drug services system, and were also able to cross-check case numbers within that system to ensure against duplication.  Any corrections needed are made on a case-by-case basis to validate the data prior to completing the final tabulation.

Priority Homeless Needs

The highest priority for serving the homeless continues to be the need for an adequate supply of safe, decent, affordable, accessible, stable housing for individuals and families who experience homelessness.  This broad priority translates into a number of more specific priorities designed to address this need.  The County Board of Supervisors has endorsed a strategy to preserve existing affordable housing which may be at risk due to market pressures for redevelopment of older neighborhoods and conversion of affordable apartments to upscale rental or condominium units.  Concurrently, the County’s Affordable Dwelling Unit (ADU) ordinance and language in the Comprehensive Plan seek to encourage development of additional affordable units.  It is also recognized that production of affordable units beyond just the ADU requirements is needed to address the need.  The Continuum of Care community has established a priority to preserve the existing transitional and permanent supportive housing inventory, while seeking to add to the number permanent supportive housing units.  Priority has also been given to development of Single Resident Occupancy (SRO) housing and additional safe haven capacity to provide appropriate housing for the single homeless adult population, persons with disabilities, and low-income single working individuals.

Continuum of Care Service Activity Chart

A key to accessing components of the Fairfax CoC system is the integration of public sector and social services programs with programs of private service providers.   The Fairfax community provides a flexible system of homeless support services that can be accessed directly by families and individuals or through multiple referral sources, including non-profit community-based organizations, ecumenical community groups, hospitals, or public safety and human service providers.  The Fairfax County Human Services system offers universal access to public and non-profit services through a Coordinated Services Planning system using a widely publicized assessment, information and referral telephone number, with a separate Spanish line and walk-in availability.  In addition, information on human services programs is advertised through Information Kiosks in local malls and is also accessible on the Internet and at County Libraries.  The provider network also shares written and verbal notices of openings in programs on a regular basis.  Information and assistance is provided in 14 languages.  The co-location of multiple programs in regional offices on public transportation routes promotes easy access to services.  The chart on the following pages outlines the component services, sample providers, and avenues of access.

	Component:  Prevention
Services in place: 

Rent/utilities assistance:

Rent, mortgage and utility assistance, together with short-term case management is available to individuals and families through a partnership between non-profit community- and faith-based organizations, the Department of Systems Management’s Coordinated Services Planning unit (CSP), and the Department of Family Services (DFS). In 2003, CSP received 3,418 requests for rent, security deposit, mortgage or utility assistance, which were met primarily with funds from community organizations serving residents of one or more regions of the County (listed below) or from DFS emergency assistance funds. Because of the diverse array of non-profit organizations meeting this need across the County, CSP coordinates access to this resource for County residents, providing front-door screening, assessment, eligibility determination, advocacy and linkage with one or more service providers to meet the need, short-term case management and referral to other needed services.

	Legal assistance: 
Legal assistance is provided by Legal Services of Northern Virginia and the Fairfax Bar Association. Individuals may self-refer or may be referred by CSP, DFS, or other service providers.

Crisis case management/eviction prevention and intervention:

A collaborative effort among three Human Service agencies (DFS, CSP, and the Department of Housing and Community Development - DHCD) prevents evictions through assistance with emergency funds and development of a service plan to stabilize the family prior to court action being filed to initiate the eviction.  The Department of Family Services’ Homeless Intervention Program, administered by Northern Virginia Family Services (NVFS), provides emergency assistance through case management and loans to prevent eviction or assist in securing affordable housing.  Individuals and families are referred to CSP for screening for the program by CSP, DFS, CSB, DHCD or a non-profit service provider.

Community-based prevention programs:

Several community groups offer ongoing mentoring and financial assistance to families and individuals at risk of becoming homeless, such as the Western Fairfax Christian Ministries Residential Assistance Program.  The DFS Healthy Families program provides ongoing social work assistance to strengthen at-risk families and prevent destabilizing situations such as eviction. Families and individuals may be referred to these programs by the DCHD, DFS, CSP, health care providers, local churches or community groups.  



	Prevention Services planned: 

· Department of Family Services will continue the Homeless Prevention Program, which links financial assistance to prevent eviction with ongoing case management activities to improve the family's or individual's overall economic status and prevent repeated requests for assistance. 

· Prevention programs provided by many non-profit agencies will continue with two-year funding through the County’s Community Funding Pool for County fiscal years 2005-2006. 

· PRS, Inc. plans to continue expansion of the Mental Health Homeless Prevention Program to adults with serious mental illness living in public housing and Section 8 apartments.  It includes a psychiatric and vocational rehabilitation program in the evenings, and tenant-education workshops conducted onsite at targeted public housing locations. 

· DCHD will continue to utilize a federal ROSS grant to implement tenant-education workshops at a public housing location.


	How persons access/receive assistance: 

Access to prevention services is coordinated by the Fairfax County Department of Systems Management for Human Services through Coordinated Services Planning (CSP), a one-stop service assessment, information and referral system for the community.  CSP conducts an initial assessment to determine needs and connects the client with appropriate service providers.  To ensure this connection, CSP forwards eligibility information to the appropriate organizations to expedite services delivery, often calls to ensure services are available and sets appointments when necessary.  Detailed directions, transportation services and financial assistance are also available to ensure clients meet scheduled appointments.   The computerized Human Services Resource Guide is available on the Internet for access to all persons in the community, including homeless persons and service providers in the Continuum of Care system.  CSP staff collaborates with a network of public sector programs, How persons access/receive assistance (continued) non-profit agencies, and ecumenical groups to provide a wide range of homeless prevention services such as rental assistance, utility payments, medical expense payments, transportation, emergency food, and payments to families and individuals for miscellaneous emergency needs.  An extensive network of private non-profit and ecumenical organizations is involved in providing these services. 


	Component:  Outreach
Outreach in place primarily for persons living on the streets: 

· The Fairfax-Falls Church Community Services Board provides outreach to persons living on the streets, in parks, or in emergency shelters through both Mental Health and Alcohol and Drug Services staff.  The PACT team (Program of Assertive Community Treatment) serves consumers who are seriously mentally ill and homeless, living in the streets, in shelters, or in CoC housing. PATH workers regularly visit emergency shelters and other areas where homeless individuals are present. The CSB’s Emergency, Mobile Crisis, & Detoxification units are also equipped to provide outreach to homeless individuals and link them with appropriate services and housing in other CSB or community-based outpatient or residential services. 

· The emergency shelters have outreach staff who work to connect homeless individuals with case management, supportive services, and housing.  

· The Winter Program of Outreach by Churches provides safety to homeless persons living on the streets who choose not to engage in a shelter program. The First Christian Church of Falls Church and the Glencarlyn Road Baptist Church open two days a week in the winter to provide safety, encouragement, hot lunch, and networking with CSB mental health workers.

· FACETS provide outreach to single adults living on the streets, in the woods and under bridges in Fairfax.
· Year-round community drop-in programs are offered by the Lamb Center, the Mt. Vernon Mental Health Center, Bailey’s Community Shelter, and Embry Rucker Community Shelter.  These centers provide a variety of services to homeless individuals, including laundry, shower, phone and mail services.  They also serve as an important point of contact for accessing case management and other CoC services.
The following neighborhood outreach programs are also available to homeless youth and other homeless persons:

· Alternative House – the Abused and Homeless Children’s Shelter – provides neighborhood-based outreach to at-risk youth.  Emergency supplies and food are distributed to families of youth they serve. The program offers a drop-in teen center and a mobile outreach van.  Alternative House also provides outreach to pregnant and parenting teens between the ages of 16 and 21 to prevent homelessness and support stability.

· FACETS provide outreach and services to homeless families and singles living in motels or other temporary housing arrangements.   

· Residential Youth Services has a LIFT Outreach Worker providing outreach to runaways and older youth who are living apart from their families or on the streets. They also provide outreach to young mothers and pregnant teens.
· The Herndon Neighborhood Resource Center provides walk-in access to a variety of mental health, substance abuse, and social services and provides a base for outreach activities in the Herndon community.
· The Inova Juniper program, the Whitman-Walker Clinic, and the Northern Virginia AIDS Ministry provide outreach and connection to services for persons with HIV/AIDS.


	Outreach planned: 

· Reston Interfaith received funding through the Consolidated Community Funding Pool to provide food, clothing, and services linkage for homeless individuals in the Herndon area of the County, and will continue implementing this program as the Herndon Homeless Outreach program. 

· Addition of a second Program for Assertive Community Treatment (PACT) team.
· Implement a unified Outreach Team with mental health, substance abuse, and co-occurring disorder specialists.
· Educate, engage, and involve law enforcement and other first responders to domestic violence on homeless services available.
Build a liaison role with the Sheriff through the jail diversion project to connect homeless individuals with mental illness with appropriate housing and services in lieu of inappropriate incarceration. 


	Component:  Supportive Services
Services in place:

A wide array of supportive services is provided by County agencies, non-profit providers, and community organizations to homeless families and individuals to assist them in achieving greater self-sufficiency and improving their quality of life. Supportive Services include case management, life skills, alcohol and drug abuse treatment, mental health treatment, AIDS-related treatment, education, employment assistance, child care, transportation, and other social services.  In many cases organizations provide access to many or all of these services in one place or in partnership with other providers; other organizations provide more specialized services.  Services are provided at housing sites, emergency shelters, and other locations throughout the County.

Case Management and comprehensive support services:

· Some of the larger comprehensive service providers include: Department of Family Services, the Community Services Board, Pathway Homes, PRS Inc., NVFS, Reston Interfaith, Shelter House, New Hope Housing, Christian Relief Services, Homestretch, United Community Ministries, FACETS and Good Shepherd Housing and Family Services.  Several organizations target services to refugees, immigrants and victims of human trafficking including Kurdish Human Rights Watch and the Center for Multicultural Human Services.  Opportunities, Alternatives and Resources (OAR) provide comprehensive services to ex-offenders and their families.

Information and Referral and Coordinated Services Planning:

· The Department of Systems Management’s Coordinated Services Planning unit provides telephone access in 14 languages to the full array of public and private supportive services. Last year, CSP answered over 58,000 calls from persons seeking assistance with basic needs, housing, child care, medical care, transportation, and a variety of other human service needs.  

· The Hispanic Committee is a private non-profit providing similar information and referral and linkage to community services for Spanish-speaking individuals.
· The Vietnamese Resettlement Association, Inc. provides access to health, mental health, and social services to recent immigrants.

Housing counseling and placement services:

Housing counseling services are often a component of case management and are provided by the organizations listed above. Other specific services designed to assist individuals on housing-related issues include:

· Coordinated Services Planning (CSP) offers access to assistance with rent, utilities and security deposits; helps callers identify community and personal resources to stabilize their housing situation, distributes the Low and Moderate Income Housing Guide; and assists with registrations for subsidized housing programs. In 2003, CSP responded to over 10,700 requests for housing counseling services or assistance.

· Housing & Community Services of Northern Virginia provides comprehensive housing counseling services to low-income persons, and the Center for Housing Counseling Training, Inc., provides a structured training curriculum to certify housing counselors.

Health Care services:

· The Fairfax County Health Department has low-cost health care clinics for maternal and child health, the Women, Infants and Children (WIC) program, vaccinations, communicable disease care, and testing for HIV/AIDS.  The Health Department provides RNs and PHNs to the emergency shelters, as well as a family nurse practitioner with prescribing authority to provide primary and preventive care services.  

· The County’s Community Health Care Network has three primary medical care sites and access to a network of specialists for low-income persons without health care coverage.  

· The Northern Virginia Dental Clinic provides dental care upon referral from other human service providers and sees residents directly from the emergency shelters.

· The private non-profit hospital system in the Fairfax-Falls Church community provides millions of dollars of non-reimbursed care to homeless and low-income individuals annually. 
· The Inova Juniper program provides low-cost HIV/AIDS testing, treatment, case management, medication management, and primary medical care to persons living with HIV and AIDS.

· The Whitman-Walker Clinic of Northern Virginia provides medical and other services to persons with HIV/AIDS.

· The Health Access Team is a partnership between several public and private organizations to provide streamlined eligibility determination and enrollment in the most appropriate medical coverage home (Medicaid/SCHIP/FAMIS, the Medical Care for Children Partnership, or the Community Health Care Network).
Mental Health Services and Substance Abuse Treatment: 

· The Fairfax-Falls Church Community Services Board provides a full array of mental health and substance abuse treatment services to children, youth, adults and families. Services include: outreach, intake and assessment, residential services, outpatient and day treatment services, case management, detox and medication management, emergency services, and day support and vocational services. Services are directly-operated or provided through contracts with community-based partners, including Pathway Homes, PRS Inc., and Service Source. Services are provided at the shelters, at regional mental health centers, and at agency sites.
· Several community providers provide mental health treatment targeted to immigrants and refugees, including the Center for Multicultural Human Services, Boat People SOS, and Kurdish Human Rights Watch.

Immigration/Legal Services

· Legal Services of Northern Virginia, the Women’s Center, the Fairfax Bar Association and the Fairfax Law Association provide a wide range of legal services to low-income persons, homeless individuals, and immigrants. Floris United Methodist Church, Mapavi, the Tahirih Justice Center, Progresso Hispano, the Center for Multicultural Human Services, the Virginia Justice Center for Farm and Immigrant Workers, the Just Neighbors Ministry, Hispanos Unidos, and Ayuda, Inc. all provide legal advice and services for immigration. 

Education

Education and instructional services are available on a variety of topics from public and private providers.  Life skills and money management are often taught as a component of comprehensive case management or housing counseling programs. Other options include:

· Such as ESL classes provided through the public schools, the Literacy Council of Northern Virginia, FACETS  (provided specifically for homeless persons), a number of area churches, Progresso Hispano, MAPAVI, Hispanos Unidos, the Korean-American Association, and most of the major non-profit social service providers.

· GED preparation classes and citizenship classes are available from many of the providers listed above.

· Head Start, Early Head Start, and Nurturing Parenting programs are available throughout the County for children and their families.

Emergency Assistance for Basic Needs
· There is a strong network of emergency and basic needs assistance providers in the Fairfax-Falls Church area.  Last year, CSP responded to over 5,530 requests for basic emergency needs, which were met almost exclusively with non-profit community resources.  All of the providers listed in the Prevention section under rent/utility assistance also provide assistance with food, clothing, transportation, and medical expenses. Several focus primarily on serving homeless persons, such as FACETS’ program to provide hot meals to homeless families living temporarily in motels without access to cooking facilities. Many organizations have walk-in food pantries or limited-time food delivery services. Many of the case management and social service agencies also provide basic needs assistance for the individuals they serve. Most area houses of worship provide walk-in assistance and linkage to faith community and public resources.

Job Training and Employment Services
· Employment Services targeted to specific populations and to the general public are available throughout the Fairfax-Falls Church area.  Public resources include the Virginia Employment Commission, the Department of Rehabilitative Services, and the area’s Workforce Investment Board partnership. The Fairfax County Department of Family Services provides welfare-to-work services for TANF and VIEW participants. Private, non-profit, and partnership programs include the Job Corps, Training Futures, Fairfax Opportunities Unlimited, the Microenterprise Business Development Center, LSS Refugee Works, and the Construction Opportunities Training Program. The Laurie Mitchell Employment Center provides drop-in employment services to persons with Job Training and Employment Services (continued) mental illness who may be homeless.  Most of the mental health and mental retardation service providers include an employment/job readiness component in their programs.
· Individual Development Accounts (IDA) is available through Kurdish Human Rights Watch and other case management providers to support low-income clients in saving money for a specific educational or entrepreneurial goal.  KHRW has a partnership with the Small Business Administration office at a local university to assist clients in creating business plans. IDA accounts provide matching funds for clients’ savings.

Transportation

· Transportation assistance in the Fairfax-Falls Church area is available through the Fairfax Connector, bus tokens and Metro passes, cab/taxi vouchers, FASTRAN paratransit services, emergency car repair assistance, and the Ride Serve program.  Many providers of housing and comprehensive case management include rides or transportation assistance as part of their service. Many non-profit emergency assistance providers and County social workers offer rides by staff or volunteers for medical appointments and other needs. NVFS offers a Family Loan program for car purchase to enable persons to get to work or school.  The Northern Virginia Aids Ministry provides transportation and emergency grants for persons affected by AIDS.



	Services planned:

· The Fairfax-Falls Church Community Services Board is establishing a unified CSB service delivery team made up of mental health and substance abuse staff at each of the emergency shelters to provide MH, ADS, and dual-diagnosis services to consumers.

· The CSB is also establishing medication clinics at each shelter where a psychiatrist and a nurse see consumers at the shelter weekly, in lieu of referring shelter residents to off-site services. This new approach increases access to services, improves the providers’ ability to prescribe and monitor medication compliance, and gives staff working at the shelter direct access to the psychiatrist for questions and consult.
· Through the County’s Consolidated Community Funding Pool, United Community Ministries (UCM) will continue to provide microenterprise, job development, computer training and job placement; and UCM will expand its Family Renewal Program to assist homeless families living in motels, Housing Choice Voucher, and tenant shared housing. 

· In collaboration with the Women’s Center, Shelter House is developing a therapeutic counseling program for children and families in the shelter. A licensed therapist will work one-on-one with the children and parents to resolve psychological issues resulting from their homeless situation.

· The Jail Diversion task force is working to develop services for persons who are at risk of inappropriate incarceration, often due to mental illness, substance abuse, and/or homelessness.

· The Special Committee on Medically Fragile Homeless Persons is working to develop shelter-based and health facility-based specialized services for homeless persons who have medical needs ranging from skilled nursing care to monitoring medications and supportive recuperation.

How homeless persons access/receive assistance:

· Residents of shelters and transitional and permanent supportive housing participate in the development of their service plan, which includes comprehensive case management, assessment, referrals, as well as ongoing support to help move toward self-sufficiency.  Support services include housing placement, employment and training, child care, mental health services, substance abuse services, financial counseling, education, medical care and transportation.  Regular meetings are scheduled with counselors and other professionals to monitor progress on the service plan and coordinate the transition from the shelters to transitional supportive housing, permanent supportive housing, or to permanent housing.  To meet their educational and employment goals, residents participate in on-site and off-site programs.  To meet their health care needs, residents in the emergency shelters have onsite access to nurse practitioners and public health nurses.  Referrals are made to a variety of employment and training services, including Fairfax County Public Schools Adult Education, the Fairfax welfare-to-work and workforce investment programs, and Northern Virginia Family Service’s Training Futures program.  Shelter residents also may be referred to GED preparation and ESL classes.  

· Unsheltered homeless persons access services via telephone or walk-in access to the Coordinated Services Planning unit or neighborhood non-profits. The CSP number (in English and Spanish) is widely publicized.
· Area houses of worship and faith community organizations provide walk-in assistance and linkage to public and community resources for homeless individuals or families.

· Public and private outreach workers provide linkage and access to services to homeless individuals throughout the County. 

· 24-hour access to the Human Services Resource Guide (HSRG) is available via computer and at local information kiosks and the County’s public libraries. HSRG staff provides regular training on the use of the on-line guide to staff of public, private and non-profit service delivery providers. To simplify access to housing, DHCD has implemented a new on-line application process for several subsidized housing programs, including Housing Choice Vouchers and public housing.

Homeless Strategy (91.215 (c))

During calendar year 2004, the homeless services planning process for the Fairfax-Falls Church Continuum of Care was restructured under the new Community Planning Collaborative on Homelessness (CPCH).  The leadership and governance for this collaborative is vested in a Council on Homelessness.  The Council has received information on significant current issues and initiatives in addressing homelessness, and has begun to revise goals and strategies developed through the previous Continuum of Care planning process.  This work is ongoing.  The Council has adopted core values to guide its decision-making process, and has drafted High Level Goals to guide the development of strategies to end homelessness.  Both chronic homelessness and the prevention of homelessness for individuals and families with children are encompassed within these High Level Goals.

Goal 3b: Reduce barriers to the delivery of support services for homeless persons. 

 

Policy and Planning

Goal 4a:  Increase availability of expertise and improve coordination within the community to address homelessness.  

Goal 4b.  Identify and develop sufficient, sustainable resources to prevent and end homelessness.

 

Communication

Goal 5:  Implement a communication strategy which educates public awareness, facilitates interagency collaboration and advocates for solutions to homelessness.

As the Five-Year Consolidated Plan for FY 2006-2010 is being developed, the Council on Homelessness is also working to define more specific objectives and actions to be taken to achieve the high level goals listed above.  The items listed below are an initial draft of proposed objectives for review in conjunction with the Draft Five-Year Consolidated Plan, and are subject to further revision.  The specific objectives addressing chronic homelessness are listed in the next section.

Objective 1.1:  Work with the FCRHA on its objective to acquire or design and develop small scale family housing (12-15 units) for victims of domestic violence.

Objective 2.1:  Work with the Domestic Violence Policy and Prevention Council and the Network Against Family Abuse to increase awareness in emergency services through community education and training for police and first responders to domestic violence.

Objective 2.2:  Work with the Board of Supervisors, County and community-based agencies to maintain and enhance existing eviction prevention and emergency assistance programs.

Objective 3.1:  Work with County agencies, family shelters, and faith communities to identify mentoring needs for families leaving shelter and transitional housing programs, and to ensure seamless connection to mainstream services.

Objective 4.1:  Develop a “Best Practices Exchange” to highlight and share successful strategies and exemplary agency practices.

Objective 4.2:  Continue to support implementation of the Homeless Information System, including development of full reporting capability to facilitate enhanced program coordination and outcome measurement for service providers.

Objective 4.3:  Encourage and support agencies seeking new resources to support homeless services and programs.

Objective 5.1:  Interact with and provide information to members of the Board of Supervisors to educate them on homeless issues and advocate for resources and program development.

Objective 5.2:  Identify and share information for teleconferencing and audio-conferencing opportunities on homeless issues and programs.

Objective 5.3:  Support development of a CPCH website to share information about meetings, upcoming events, and opportunities for involvement, grants, and partnerships.

Chronic Homelessness

HUD defines chronic homelessness as an unaccompanied homeless individual with a disabling condition who has either been continuously homeless for a year or more or has had at least four episodes of homelessness in the past three years.  To be considered chronically homeless, persons must have been sleeping in a place not meant for human habitation, such as living “in the streets”, and/or in an emergency shelter during that time.  A disabling condition is defined as a diagnosable substance use disorder, serious mental illness, developmental disability, or chronic physical illness or disability, including the co-occurrence of two or more of these conditions.  A disabling condition limits an individual’s ability to work or perform one or more activities of daily living.

The outline of a plan to end chronic homelessness was initiated through the Continuum of Care planning process.  The Council on Homelessness, as part of its review of existing strategies, will refine that plan and establish specific objectives and actions to be taken.  These objectives relate to the High Level Goals listed above.  An initial draft of proposed actions is included below for discussion in the review process for the Draft Five-Year Consolidated Plan for FY 2006-2010.  It should be noted that some of these objectives, such as development of SRO housing and addressing the needs of the medically fragile homeless, may also apply to persons who are not chronically homeless as defined by HUD.

Objective C1.1:  Support the identification of land and formation of partnerships to develop Single Resident Occupancy (SRO) housing in Fairfax County.

Objective C1.2:  Identify and support community-based partners to develop an additional safe haven program in Fairfax County.

Objective C2.1:  Review the recommendations of the Special Committee on Medically Fragile Homeless Persons and support recommendations to the Board of Supervisors that will address needs of chronically homeless persons.

Objective C2.2:  Follow the work of the Jail Diversion Work Group and support actions to address the needs of chronically homeless persons at risk of incarceration.

Objective C3.1:  Identify barriers and develop strategies to increase participation of homeless persons in employment and training programs.

Objective C3.2:  Support the expansion of the Program of Assertive Community Treatment (PACT) to reach unserved areas of the county.

Objective C3.3:  Attend HUD training and develop non-traditional ways for homeless persons to access mainstream services through drop-in centers and outreach programs.

Objective C4.1:  Conduct a comprehensive review of system-wide resources, gaps, and priorities to better inform the strategy to end chronic homelessness and to direct new program and resource development efforts.

Objective C5.1:  Develop presentations to educate faith-based, community, and business groups on homeless issues and seek involvement in developing long-term solutions targeted toward identified subpopulations.

Discharge Coordination Policy 
Fairfax County has proceeded with the establishment of policy and begun the implementation of practical steps to assure that individuals discharged from institutions or systems of care in Fairfax County are not discharged into a homeless situation.  The CPCH Community Planning Committee is evaluating discharge-planning policies and practices specifically related to the transfer of clients from public institutions and major not-for-profit hospitals to the predominantly private, not-for-profit Continuum of Care (CoC) programs.  Their work is coordinated with the work of the Jail Diversion project and the Special Committee on Medically Fragile Homeless Persons, which is also reviewing current practice and developing strategies to ensure appropriate resources for homeless individuals with chronic or emergent medical needs.

The Community Planning Committee focused first on the three largest discharging institutions in Fairfax County: the private, not-for-profit local hospital system; the County’s Adult Detention Center; and the state-funded Northern Virginia Mental Health Institute.  All three institutions provide case planning support, including discharge planning, to their populations.  Intrinsic to the case planning provided by public institutions and major not-for-profit hospitals is coordination, prior to discharge, with CoC programs that specifically offer post-discharge transition planning services as well as programs that provide housing.  As part of this review, the Committee is collecting successful practices as well as identifying areas where more formal agreements or explicit policies are needed.  The Committee has identified a number of successful practices in County/non-profit relationships that will serve as models for system-wide improvement.

Programs and providers in our community have already been collaborating in discharge planning.  Building upon these strengths, the Committee plans the following proposed actions for the upcoming year:

· Continue to catalog and disseminate current practices, including all state-level discharge policies that reference homelessness and those from locally-funded discharging institutions.

· Continue to collaborate with private, not-for-profit discharging institutions to expand the scope of the review and to reflect the array of community resources in Fairfax County.

· Identify components of our system in which more comprehensive discharge planning agreements need to be developed.

· Bring together discharge planning representatives from these public and private institutions to share local and national best practices, discuss gaps in the system, and adopt policies and formal agreements to ensure that that no one is discharged into homelessness in Fairfax County.

Section IV – Community Development
Community Development (91.215 (e))

In a broad view, community development needs can be categorized in three areas: 1) Community Services, 2) Employment and Economic Opportunities, and 3) Neighborhood Preservation, Residential and Commercial Revitalization.

Community Services

A significant portion of Fairfax County’s CDBG funds have been used for the County’s Consolidated Community Funding Pool (CCFP), along with County General Funds as well as federal Community Services Block Grant funds.  The following are the priority areas established for the County Fiscal Year 2005-2006 CCFP cycle, and projects meeting these priorities are expected to be funded in the future.

Priority Area : Safe, Appropriate and Affordable Housing

Is to provide safe, appropriate and affordable housing.  The needs indicator for this priority is the number of low-income renters and owners with housing problems in 2000, as reported in the CHAS data (Table 1).  There are 50,184 low-income households with housing problems (27,969 low-income renters and 22,215 low-income owners).  
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Of the 50,184 low-income households with housing problems, 6,569 have mobility and self-care limitations (Table 2).
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Some examples of how needs in Priority Area safe, appropriate, and affordable housing are addressed include:

· 
Housing counseling

· Budget counseling

· Legal services that help families and individuals obtain and maintain their housing

· Tenant education and good neighbor programs

· Transitional housing programs

· Rental assistance of an ongoing nature

· Adaptive housing efforts

· Enabling households to obtain housing in the private market
· Eviction Prevention
 Priority Area : Self-Sufficiency
Is to provide people the skills and supports they need to be self-sufficient. The needs indicator for this priority is the number of low-income, non-elderly households, as reported in the CHAS data (Table 3).  Non-elderly households are the most likely to include adults who are in or can enter the labor force. There were 54,707 low-income, non-elderly households in 2000, including 8,514 Blacks, 10,875 Asians, and 10,324 Hispanics.  These racial and ethnic minorities might have special needs for English-for-speakers-of-other-languages (ESOL) programs.
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Some examples of how needs in Priority Area self-sufficiency are addressed include:

· Employment services for all populations, such as skills training, job readiness, job-related life skills, job placement, and job retention

· Services to enable persons with disabilities to obtain or retain employment and skill training

· Educational services, such as employment-related English-for-speakers-of-other-languages (ESOL) programs

· 
Child care

· Transportation related to employment/education

· Case Management

· Small business development

· Programs to increase the economic health and capacity of communities

Priority Area: Empower Families and Individuals to become Healthy, Stable, and Independent

Is to empower families and individuals to become healthy, stable, and independent.  The needs indicator for this priority is the number of low-income households, as reported in the CHAS data (Table 4).  There were 69,782 low-income households in 2000.  This included 38,263 families, 15,075 elderly households, and 16,444 non-elderly unrelated individuals.  It also included 10,347 households with physical mobility and self-care limitations.
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Some examples of how needs in Priority Area families and individuals are healthy, stable and independent are addressed include:

· Mentoring and parenting programs

· Life skills oriented literacy programs and non-employment-related ESOL 

· Child abuse/domestic violence prevention services

· Legal assistance regarding family matters

· Leisure activities that promote health, well-being, and integration into the community

· Outreach, transportation, and other access services for the frail or persons with disabilities

· Home-based services - respite and personal care

· Health and dental services 

· Mental health and substance abuse services

· Cultural adaptation and orientation programs

· 
Immigration assistance and citizenship preparation programs

· Activities that increase cultural awareness and improved responsiveness to needs associated with diverse cultures

Priority Area: Youth

Is to empower youth to make safe, responsible decisions.  The needs indicator for this priority is the number of low-income families, as reported in the CHAS data (Table 5).  There were 38,263 low-income families in 2000, including 27,809 small families (up to 3 children) and 10,454 large families (3+ children).
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Some examples of how needs in Priority Area youth are addressed include:

· After school and summer activity programs

· Prevention programs that work directly with youth

· Tutoring and other educational programs

· Mentoring programs

· Inter-generational communication and second generation parent acculturation programs

· Peer mediation

· Conflict resolution and anger management

· Substance abuse prevention

· Dropout and delinquency prevention

· Youth community service projects

· Social readjustment from institutional settings

· Education and skill development through recreational activities

· Transportation to youth programs and training for youth in use of public transportation

Priority Area: Basic Needs

Is to help families and individuals meet their basic needs.  The needs indicator for this priority is the number of low-income households, as reported in the CHAS data (Table 6).  There were 69,782 low-income households in 2000, including 15,075 elderly households, 38,263 families, and 16,444 non-elderly unrelated individuals.
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Some examples of how needs in Priority Area basic needs are addressed include:

· Emergency food assistance

· Clothing

· Furniture donations

· Short-term or emergency financial assistance

· Financial and consumer-related legal assistance

· Consumer education to prevent future crises

· Prevention efforts, including emergency assistance and crisis intervention to prevent homelessness

Summary of Non-Housing Community Development Priorities

Table 7 provides a summary of the needs indicators by Priority Area.  The magnitude of need ranges from 38,263 households for youth to 69,782 households for families and individuals.
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Employment and Economic Opportunities
Job Skill Training and Development and Employment Programs

The Employment and Training program is part of Fairfax County Department of Family Services’ Self-Sufficiency Division. Services are designed to meet the needs of two primary customers: individuals seeking employment, and employers. Jobseekers in this area cross over several ethnic groups and speak various languages. More than one million people call Fairfax County home, of which thirty percent are minorities.  Fairfax County is diverse not only in ethnicity, but also in types of businesses. The nearly 9,000 businesses located in Fairfax County account for fifty percent of all businesses in Northern Virginia. Businesses in high-growth industries such as Healthcare, Telecommunications, and Business Services are based throughout Fairfax County. 

Programs are delivered at one-stop employment centers called SkillSource Centers. The centers partner with agencies such as Fairfax County Public Schools, Virginia Employment Commission, and the Department of Rehabilitative Services to provide services such as: GED preparation and testing, work-readiness training, unemployment insurance filing, and customized computer training.  Individuals from every level of the workforce access services at these SkillSource Centers, including families seeking to earn a living wage, dislocated workers from entry-level to highly specialized occupations, and youth looking to enter the workforce.  Fairfax County DFS operates three of the seven SkillSource Centers in this region at South County in Alexandria, Falls Church, and Lake Anne in Reston.  

Through the SkillSource Centers, jobseekers can expect to obtain assistance in job search, resume writing, career assessment, access to labor market information, and unemployment insurance. Additional services that address more specific needs such as career development and occupational skills training are also available. 

Employer services include screened job applicant referrals, onsite recruitment and interview events, and job placement matches.  Business start-up and expansion services are available to small businesses through the Center for Business Planning and Development, which is co-located with the SkillSource Center at the Falls Church site.

Current Programs and Strategies

Workforce Investment Act -- Adults and Dislocated Workers Program 

Program Description
The Adult and Dislocated Worker Program, under Title I of the Workforce Investment Act of 1998, is designed to provide quality employment and training services to assist eligible individuals in finding and qualifying for meaningful employment, and to help employers find the skilled workers they need to compete and succeed in business. 

Services

Services are provided through SkillSource One-Stop Career Centers. There are three levels of service available to all jobseekers: 

· Core services - includes outreach, job search and placement assistance, and labor market information; 

· Intensive services - includes more comprehensive assessments, development of individual employment plans and counseling and career planning; and 

· Training services - available to those who have been unable to find employment through intensive services. Customers are linked to job opportunities in their communities, including both occupational training and training in basic skills. Participants use an "individual training account" to select an appropriate training program from a qualified training provider. 

Additional Services

· “Supportive” services such as transportation, childcare, dependent care, housing and needs-related payments are provided under certain circumstances to allow an individual to participate in the program. 

· “Rapid Response” services at the employment site for employers and workers who are expected to lose their jobs as a result of company closings and mass layoffs are also available. 

Workforce Investment Act-Youth Workforce Development Program (YWDP)

YWDP is a program designed to assist youth 14 though 21 years of age who are experiencing difficulties that place them at risk of: not completing school, being influenced by a negative environment, and facing difficulties to obtain employment.

The YWDP program accepts referrals from school personnel, social services, community organizations, self-referrals and a variety of other sources throughout the year. 

The YWDP works in conjunction with local employers to develop a relationship between businesses and participants of the program. This bridge ensures that the business community receives qualified applicants who are assessed and prepared for employment. The program works to develop and maintain a variety of job placement possibilities in the community.

Food Stamp Employment and Training (FSET) – job search assistance for Food Stamp recipients.

Virginia Initiative for Employment not Welfare (VIEW) - Fairfax County VIEW participants benefit from an array of employment, training and social services that support their transition to successful employment and independence. These include vocational and educational assessment, intensive job readiness workshops, customized job search guidance, English classes, education and vocational training, and screening and evaluation for hidden disabilities.  Frequently used supportive services include transportation assistance, child care assistance, emergency services, clothing and equipment needed for the workplace, and medical services that impact employment such as eyeglasses and dental work that are not covered by Medicaid.  VIEW participants also enjoy immediate and full access to the services available at the DFS-operated SkillSource employment centers.

In Fiscal Year 2004, Department of Family Service employment and training programs served over 5,800 County residents.

 

Gaps and Priorities 

 

Each year, the diversity among the families living in the county increases. This diversity is related not only to culture, language spoken and level of education, but to other factors such as the increased number of aging adults and people with disabilities. Diversity has enriched County communities and has also added a new level of complexity to the work of the County departments such as the Department of Family Services (DFS). To provide equal access to services, and maintain excellence in public service, DFS continues to invest in attracting, developing and retaining a highly skilled and diverse workforce. 

 
While there is an increased demand for workforce programs, Federal funding continues to decline for the Workforce Investment Act.  The 2004 U.S. Department of Labor allocations to the State resulted in a local reduction in Workforce Investment Act funding by 16.2%.  Also expected is the elimination of funding for an information technology training program specifically designed to assist laid-off Information Technology workers.

 
Microenterprise Programs

 

The Ethiopian Community Development Council's Economic Development Group (EDG) is a non-profit organization with a mission of promoting opportunities for self-sufficiency to the underserved population through economic and community development initiatives.  EDG's target population is low-to-moderate-income people who desire to start or expand their existing businesses.  Several personal and environmental constraints need to be addressed to assist residents of Fairfax County interested in starting or expanding their own businesses.

Challenges include:

· Limited access to formal credit markets because of poor or no credit history;
· Insufficient business track records;
· Lack of equity investment or other forms of collateral;
· Community lenders being unlikely to make loans in amounts less than $35,000, with some bankers not accepting loan applications under $100,000.

The Community Business Partnership cites more consistent funding sources – consistency in both operational support and loan pools – as a need for micro enterprises.  Operational support is seen as more difficult to attain, since loan pools may be created by banks to meet Community Reinvestment Act (CRA) requirements. 

 

Microenterpreneurs require long-term technical assistance that is very labor-intensive but is crucial to the long-term success of the business.  Providing additional services also requires additional funds.  ECDC, Community Business Partnership, and the Business Development Assistance Group (BDAG) have been able to provide training, counseling, and workshops for business clients.

 

BDAG has identified challenges for low and moderate income language minority entrepreneurs who wish to start or expand a business.  Among the barriers they identify are
:

 

·        Cultural and language barriers.

·        Lack of appropriate skills and understanding of how to do business in
     Fairfax County.

·        Lack of knowledge of where to go for help.

 

 Current Programs and Strategies
 

With Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding received from the County, the Ethiopian Community Development Council (ECDC) administers a Microenterprise Development Project countywide.  The project provides microloans, training, and on-going technical assistance to low- and moderate-income persons/businesses.  ECDC uses Small Business Administration (SBA) funds for loan funds to Fairfax County microentrepreneurs.  In addition to administrative costs for the program, CDBG funds are used for loan loss reserves on loans disbursed to Fairfax County entrepreneurs.

The Community Business Partnership is located in southern Fairfax County and was established to promote business and economic growth primarily in the Richmond Highway commercial corridor.  The Community Business Partnership is responsible for the operation of the South Fairfax Business Resource Center, whose activities include comprehensive business counseling and training.  Utilizing $1,000,000 in Section 108 Loan funds and $150,000 in federal Economic Development Initiative grant funds awarded by the County and HUD, the Community Business Partnership administers a small and minority business loan program to eligible businesses, primarily in the Richmond Highway commercial corridor.  This program is being expanded Countywide.

 

The Business Development Assistance Group (BDAG) provides assistance to income-eligible small business entrepreneurs in the forms of start-up planning and market analysis; business start-up assistance such as assistance in obtaining a business license, choosing a business location, and preparing promotional materials; assistance with business expansion, in the form of assistance with bookkeeping and cash management, applying for a small business loan, and bidding on small government and private contracts; and one-on-one counseling on specific issues related to the small business.  Most workshops and instructional materials are in more than one language.
 

 

The United Community Ministries (UCM) operates a micro enterprise program that serves low-income, self-employed people.  It has four main goals for clients: stabilize income, increase income, increase assets, and increase network of contacts.  Services include microenterprise counseling, case management, basic and advanced business classes, and technical assistance in a variety of areas such as marketing, licensing and linkage to loans. Success is measured by the impact on the family rather than business survival.

 

The Small and Minority-Owned Business Division of the Fairfax County Economic Development Authority (FCEDA) provides assistance to small, minority and women-owned firms with a goal of facilitating the attraction, growth, development and expansion of these firms in Fairfax County.  The program helps them gain access to valuable information, new market opportunities, and financial resources.

The Fairfax County Chamber of Commerce also provides resources to assist small and minority businesses.  The Chamber provides advocacy, networking opportunities, free professional development programs, free business advice to members from experts, and an Executive Forum program, where business leaders learn from their peers in a confidential setting.
  

 

The overall goal of microenterprise programs within the County is to provide business skills training and access to capital.  Specifically, these programs:

 

·  work with existing service providers in Fairfax County to promote small business development and outreach to individuals and businesses in need;

 

· offer business skills training to low-to-moderate income persons and businesses through workshops and one-to-one counseling both prior to and following the receipt of loan funds;

 

· provide access to capital, usually direct loans up to $25,000 for startup and expansion of businesses that do not meet the conventional bank lending criteria.

 

Strategies to meet priorities identified in gaps and priorities below include:

 

· Work with organizations providing services to microentrepreneurs to streamline and simplify reporting formats so that the gathering of data needed for government loan programs will require less time and less duplication of information.

 

· Promote the recognition of Microenterprise Development as a legitimate and valuable economic development tool.  Along with this recognition, provide the resources for organizations serving microentreprenuers to provide crucial services such as training and technical assistance. 

 

· Encourage community-based organizations to deliver these services, as these organizations can deliver more precisely the types of services their clients need, and can be more flexible than a government agency in changing direction as new needs are identified.

 

· Provide forums for organizations providing services to microentrepreneurs for discussion on how to coordinate efforts to expand services without duplicating them.

 

· In developing public housing, including some developments designed as mixed zoning with commercial zoning included.  The low-income entrepreneurs living there could have their businesses in proximity, solving a transportation problem.

 

Gaps and Priorities
 

Assisting low-to-moderate income Fairfax County residents in their entrepreneurial efforts to achieve self-sufficiency is a priority.  Self-employment increases both the income and assets of low-to-moderate income residents, in turn, reducing the need for public assistance as well as increasing economic independence.  Greater self-employment also benefits the County by creating jobs not only for the entrepreneurs but also their families and other residents, and by providing the County with additional products and services, thus increasing the local tax base.

 

Specific gaps in the services needed by microentrepreneurs include:

 

· Accessible and free or very inexpensive child care for microentrepreneurs undergoing training and/or starting businesses.

 

· Accessible and free or very inexpensive transportation for microentrepreneurs to get back and forth from training, and, once they have begun their business, accessible and affordable transportation to conduct their business.

 

· A relaxation of the income limits for business owners who are coming off public assistance and earn enough money from their businesses to lose benefits before they reach stable income levels that would pull them out of poverty.

 

· Lack of programs to address cultural and language barriers.

· Lack of a coordinated effort to include business development assistance in County revitalization areas where there are large concentrations of minorities.

 

Priorities for helping microentrepreneurs include:

 

· Establishment of ongoing, long-term, consistent funding sources for organizations providing services to microentrepreneurs.

 

· Provision of the means and incentives for organizations serving microentrepreneurs to partner and broaden the base of clients served without competing with each other and/or duplicating services.

 

· Provision of the means and incentives for microentrepreneurs to get the child care and transportation they need for training and in their business.

 

·  For government-funded loan programs, simplification of the reporting process.  Replace onerous reporting requirements with simpler ones that do not force organizations serving micro entrepreneurs to pull valuable resources away from providing actual services to clients who need them.

 

· For government-funded loan programs, a decrease in the turnaround time to approve loans.  Delays in getting approval on a loan for a small business can be crippling to the business.

 

· Make the County procurement policy and process more friendly and accessible to micro entrepreneurs to increase their opportunities for doing business with the County.

 

· Create specific advantages, such as tax or financial incentives and zoning waivers, for microentreprenuers wishing to do business in County revitalization areas.

 

· Create a network or program to assist microentrepreneurs to do business in the high-tech environment, e.g., e-commerce.
 

Job Market and Employment Opportunities

 

A survey was conducted for the Northern Virginia Regional Partnership, Inc. between March and June of 1998 in response to a technical workforce shortage in Northern Virginia.  The Northern Virginia Regional Partnership represents more than 1.6 million residents within four counties (Arlington, Fairfax, Loudon, and Prince William), five independent cities (Alexandria, Fairfax, Falls Church, Manassas, and Manassas Park), and four towns (Dumfries, Herndon, Leesburg, and Vienna).

 

Surveys were sent to a random sample of 1,600 technology firms, and 110 surveys were completed.
 Some of the results concerning technical workforce employment in Northern Virginia are as follows
:

 

· The region’s technology firms continue to experience a workforce shortage, with an estimated 22,987 vacancies.

 

· Within the technology firm industry, software engineers and programmers are in greatest demand, with 3,270 vacancies for software engineers and 1,160 vacancies for programmers.

 

· The technology firms report a significant demand for workers with programming skills and data base administration skills.

 

· The technology firms anticipate that the demand for information technology customer services and management and engineering services will double and in some cases triple by the end of the year 2000.

 

· Over 70 percent of the respondents indicated they are interested in partnering with educational institutions to solve workforce development needs and fill technical employment vacancies.  They find this particularly appealing when the educational institution tailors the design of its program to industry-specific criteria.

 

· The most common reasons the respondents gave for the difficulty they are experiencing in recruiting employees are that the candidates do not have the required experience and the salaries requested of potential employees is outside of the hiring range.

 

· The most difficult positions to recruit are:  information technology and telecommunications; professional, technical, and paraprofessional; and information technology customer service-related positions.

· The general technical workforce skills in short supply in Northern Virginia include Technical Skills (including environmental science, advanced math/science/engineering, blueprint reading, and statistical processing control); Global Understanding Skills (including understanding world geography, and diverse cultures and people); and Critical Thinking Skills (including problem solving, creativity, and learning how to learn).

 

· Future major training needs include supervisory/management training; computer literacy training; job-specific technical contract training; and human relations skills.  

 

Current Programs and Strategies
 

During 2003, the Fairfax County Economic Development Authority worked with 130 companies that indicated they planned to add 7,838 jobs to the County’s economy.
  The total number of jobs in Fairfax County as of the second quarter of 2003 stood at 531,555, an increase from five years previous when job totals were reported at 473,757.

Of the 28,936 businesses reported in the County during the second quarter of 2003, 61% of them were in the Services industry, 15% in Trade, 9% in Finance, Insurance and Real Estate; 8% in Construction; and the remaining 7% in Other sectors, including 1% in State, local, and federal government.
 The FCEDA works with local businesses and organizations including George Mason University to increase the skills and availability of the workforce.  By working with other groups, the FCEDA supports the development of a workforce to meet the demands of rapidly growing companies.

 

Gaps and Priorities
 

The Northern Virginia Regional Partnership collaborated with the Northern Virginia Technology Council, a regional technology industry association with over 1,000 business members.  Together, they developed The Northern Virginia Technology Workforce Development Initiative, which has the goal of developing a “world-class, knowledge-based workforce that will attract other businesses to locate in Northern Virginia.”
   The following are some key elements of the Regional Partnership’s Strategic Plan that they have acted to implement:

 

·         Attract and train new workers into the region’s technology industries.

·         Expand opportunities to make career transitions toward technology jobs.

·         Begin to develop the region’s future technology workforce.

 

Employment Centers and Corridors

 

The need for economic growth is recognized in the Fairfax County Comprehensive Plan as fundamental to the health and vitality of the community.  Both human service advocates and developers have recognized the advantages of locating housing in proximity to employment opportunities:  reduced commuting and traffic congestion, less travel time, stress and expense for workers, opportunities for increased leisure activities and an improved quality of life.  The availability of affordable housing near employment centers facilitates movement of low-income and homeless people toward greater self-sufficiency.  Accessibility of this housing for elderly and persons with disabilities increases their potential to earn income and live independently.  

 

Current Programs and Strategies
 

The Fairfax County Policy Plan volume of the Comprehensive Plan identifies employment centers and corridors that were planned for greater economic development and business growth.  These included the Tyson’s Corner Urban Center, various Suburban Centers, and Transit Station Areas, as well as special areas such as the Route 28 Corridor and the Dulles Access Corridor.  In the 1996 update to the Policy Plan, a new section was added for Economic Development.  

 

This section appears in the 2003 Edition of the Policy Plan, along with the goal approved by the Board of Supervisors to provide direction and guidance for economic development in the County.  The adopted goal is as follows:

 

Economic Development and Employment Opportunities – Fairfax County should maintain its prosperous economic climate and varied employment opportunities by continuing to develop and pursue a broad range of actions, including public/private partnerships, designed to enhance its long-term competitive position in regional, national, and international economic development.  At the same time, the County should enhance those systems that support the employability of the population for its economic betterment.

 

This section of the Policy Plan also lists five objectives and numerous policies related to the promotion of a flourishing business environment, emphasis on the Information Technology and Telecommunications industry, support for essential transportation infrastructure, comprehensive and quality educational system, and a superior quality of life.
 
 

Gaps and Priorities
 

While policies encouraging co-location of housing and employment are in place and some mixed use development has occurred, greater priority for affordable and accessible housing is needed to ensure that lower-income and special populations also benefit.  Revitalization and redevelopment activities provide opportunities to implement these policies for the benefit of all.

Neighborhood Preservation, Residential and Commercial Revitalization

Revitalization

During the 1980s, some of the older commercial areas throughout the County were identified as experiencing stages of economic stagnation and decline.  Major problems facing these older commercial areas include poor physical appearance and image, obsolete physical patterns and traffic congestion, lack of visual and functional amenities such as landscaping, public places and walkways.  These problems, along with inadequate promotion and marketing, led to a cycle of disinvestment where owners and merchants neglected to reinvest in and maintain their properties and establishments.

Current Programs and Strategies

In 1988 Fairfax County citizens approved a bond referendum to be used for improving and revitalizing several older commercial areas in the County, with the idea that public expenditures would encourage private investment in rehabilitation and new business.  Six areas were identified at that time: Annandale, Bailey’s Crossroads, Springfield, Vienna, McLean and the Route 1 Corridor.  Since then, Seven Corners, Merrifield, and Lake Anne in Reston have been identified as areas in need of revitalization. 
[136]
Among the improvements, streetscape concepts were developed which include ideas to beautify and differentiate the pedestrian areas from automobile zones.  These plans include landscaping, special street lighting, brick crosswalks and sidewalks, improved signage and entryway signs providing a sense of identity and community to each area; and, distinguishing the different areas to motorists as they pass through each district. Complementing the streetscape improvements are on-going service oriented pedestrian and transportation projects.  A Pedestrian Task Force consisting of citizens, appointed commission members, and multidisciplined staff are reviewing, and making recommendations to improve Fairfax County pedestrian programs and activities.  To ensure adequate public transportation service, Fairfax County Department of Transportation (FCDOT) is completing an inventory of all Fairfax Connector and Metro bus service. 

The overall goal of the Commercial Revitalization Program is to restore economic vitality to the older business districts, or suburban downtowns, and surrounding residential communities within Fairfax County.  At this time the following initiatives are either underway or being developed for the following Commercial Revitalization Districts:

· Annandale – The Board of Supervisors initiated a Boards Own Motion to rezone an area west of the current Annandale Commercial Revitalization District (CRD) to increase Annandale’s CRD boundaries.  Meetings geared to gauge Lincolnia residents and business owner interests in establishing a Lincolnia CRD is ongoing.  A consultant has been retained to draft a Façade Improvement Program (FIP) report detailing guidelines for a pilot FIP program in the Annandale CRD.  The Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) is conducting a feasibility study to evaluate a one-way paired street system through the community business center.
· Bailey’s Crossroads – A Southeast Quadrant Study detailing the consultant’s findings is pending release.  VDOT TEA-21 Enhancement Program letter of award pending; March, 2005.  The Façade Improvement Program (FIP) is being actively promoted by revitalization staff with applications under review.
· McLean – The streetscape project designed to assist with traffic control in highly congested areas of Chain Bridge Road from Westmoreland to Cedar Lane is on track.  The McLean Revitalization Corporation (MRC) VDOT has received a $650,000 streetscape enhancement grant to facilitate planned improvements.  Pedestrian services include a MRC feasibility study to purchase two bus shelters; and, the placement of bus stop benches which have been acquisitioned. The McLean Utilities Project to relocate aerial utilities underground is on-going. 
· Route 1 – The Façade Improvement Program (FIP) pilot success has lead the way for acceptance of more FIP projects to enhance structural appearance of older buildings on the Route One corridor.  Several applications and proposals are currently under review.  Public-Private partnership efforts have successfully laid the ground-work for two major mixed use developments which will advance area revitalization.
· Springfield – The Virginia Department of Transportation continues a massive construction project redesigning the intersection of routes I-95, I-395 and I-495.  New highway lanes, exit ramps, and overpasses intrude into the Springfield district, and are considered in the revitalization efforts.  An anchor hotel project which will spur revitalization activity in the area is under review.
· Vienna – Plans are currently being developed in conjunction with community input.
· Seven Corners – Plans are currently being developed in conjunction with community input.
· Merrifield – Plans are currently being developed in conjunction with community input.  The Fairfax County Park Authority research to obtain key parcels to acquire an urban park is on-going.  A pilot Streetscape Demonstration Project to design streetscape improvements to Gallows Road between Dunn Loring Metro and Route 29 in the Merrifield Commercial Revitalization area is underway with a landscape architecture firm selected to design detailed streetscape guidelines.  Rezoning application is under review to develop two multi-family and retail use buildings on the south side of Strawberry Lane at the intersection of Gallows Road.
· Lake Anne – Plans are currently being developed in conjunction with community input. A consultant has been selected to conduct economic and market analysis of Lake Anne Village Center with draft report of findings in progress.

Gaps and Priorities

In the early to mid 1990’s progress was slowed due to budget constraints. However, in 1995 the County created a Revitalization Division within the Department of Housing and Community Development, and since 1997 implementation of the plans has increased.  In the Annandale, Bailey’s Crossroads, and Springfield areas projects are under construction and plans for further projects are being developed.
Neighborhood Preservation and Infrastructure

Conservation and Redevelopment Areas

Conservation and Redevelopment Areas are neighborhoods which have been identified by the Board of Supervisors as in need of preservation, rehabilitation, or reconstruction, and for which a Conservation or Redevelopment Plan has been formally adopted by the Board of Supervisors.  The adoption of a Conservation or Redevelopment Plan for a neighborhood enables the County or the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority to undertake specific activities in that neighborhood, as outlined in the adopted Plan.

Title 36 of the Code of Virginia provides the legal authority for the establishment of Conservation and Redevelopment Areas.  In general, these districts represent a hierarchy of conditions and treatment required addressing those conditions.  Establishment of a Redevelopment Area is appropriate for those areas characterized by conditions of blight and deterioration, and other conditions preventing proper development which require major land acquisition, clearance, and reconstruction.  

 

Conservation Areas are those areas characterized by less severe conditions of blight and deterioration than Redevelopment Areas, but may nevertheless require some land acquisition, clearance, and reconstruction.  However, the emphasis in a Conservation Area is on preserving and improving most existing land uses and buildings, rather than clearance and redevelopment.

 

A third designation, Rehabilitation District, may be used for areas adjacent to approved Conservation Areas which are deteriorating or are likely to deteriorate to a condition similar to that which existed in the Conservation Area.  The purpose of a Rehabilitation District is to provide public action by the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority within the district to prevent further deterioration and the spread of blight.

 

At this time, the County has not established additional Conservation Areas, Redevelopment Areas, or Rehabilitation Districts, since plans for the existing areas are not yet completed. To date, twelve of fifteen established Conservation Areas are currently designated; three Redevelopment Areas and three Rehabilitation Districts have been established in Fairfax County:
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A number of improvements have been completed in the various Conservation Areas.  Funds have been used from the Home Improvement Loan Program (HILP) to maintain and improve the existing housing stock in these older communities.  Other improvements include the construction and/or expansion of community centers in the Huntington, Bailey’s, Lincoln-Lewis-Vannoy, James Lee and Gum Springs Conservation Areas.  Additional improvements range from the implementation of a sanitary sewer system in a rural neighborhood to the construction of road, storm drainage, sidewalk, and utility upgrade improvements throughout eight of those areas.

Planned improvements as detailed in the adopted Conservation Plans are continuing or pending in three of these areas:

Periodic additional improvements have been requested by these communities, and funded by the Board of Supervisors through the annual budget process.
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Major activities detailed in the Redevelopment Plan for Woodley Hills Estates and Gum Springs are basically complete.  The County-owned site of the former Groveton School was developed as a commercial office building.  The project, approved by the Board of Supervisors in early 2000, was a part of a public/private partnership that also included the construction of a new County office building in the Woodlawn area.
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The primary activity in all three Rehabilitation Districts is the provision of loan funds under the County’s Home Improvement Loan Program, which will continue through the foreseeable future.  No additional public improvement needs were specifically identified when these areas were designated by the Board of Supervisors.

Community Improvement Programs

In 1978, the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors initiated the Community Improvement Program to improve the quality of moderate-income neighborhoods in the County that are threatened by deterioration.  Through a partnership between the County and individual neighborhoods, public improvements are provided to improve the conditions and appearance of each participating neighborhood.  Property owners in the neighborhoods share the cost of some of the improvements with the County, while other improvements are paid for entirely with County or State funds.  Sidewalks, curbs and gutters, driveway entrances, storm drainage systems, roads, trails, street lights, streetscape improvements, traffic management, and upgrading to include utilities, water services and fire protection are among the improvements that may be constructed.  Each neighborhood decides what improvements should be installed, where they should be built, and in what order they should be constructed.  These three elements are spelled out in a Community Plan drawn up by the neighborhood.

The Board of Supervisors has adopted Community Improvement Plans for 33 neighborhoods.  To date 46 project phases have been constructed in 30 (see table on page 141) of these communities.  Planning is currently underway in two neighborhoods.  Expenditures have totaled approximately $76 million since 1979. 

 

In addition to the above-mentioned projects, there are currently 30 neighborhoods on the waiting list.  Preliminary cost estimates, prepared about five years ago, indicate that approximately $130 million (adjusted to 2000 dollars) would be needed to implement all of the projects on the waiting list.  The waiting list is updated periodically as additional neighborhoods express an interest in the program.

 

The source of funding for improvements in Community Improvement Program neighborhoods is primarily Fairfax County General Obligation Bonds.  Bonds totaling $76 million have been approved by County residents in four bond referenda in 1980, 1984, 1986, and 1989.  County general funds totaling approximately $2.1 million were allocated to the program as well.  Federal funding has not been used nor is it anticipated for the continuation of these improvements.

Home Improvement Loan Program (HILP)

The Home Improvement Loan Program administers low interest loans to eligible residents of Fairfax County, the City of Fairfax, and the Towns of Herndon, Clifton, and Vienna, for home repairs, including rehabilitation assistance and technical advice to loan recipients.  This program is administered by the Fairfax County Redevelopment & Housing Authority, through the Fairfax County Department of Housing and Community Development.  Eligible homes are those that do not meet health and building code requirements and are owned or lived in by low- and moderate-income persons.  The primary sources of funding for the HILP program are CDBG funds, public funds from the County, and some private funds as well.

The amount of older housing stock (20-50 years in age) continues to increase, and the need for HILP loan funds is expected to expand as well.  In addition, most septic fields in the County are reaching and surpassing their life expectancies of 30-40 years and are beginning to fail.  Many wells are also failing because of lower water tables.  As a result, more of the older communities are in need of connections to the public water and sewer systems.

Regardless of how well the economy is growing, and how fast new homes are being built, older homes will continue to deteriorate.  Homeowners are finding it much easier than in the past to borrow against their home equity for other debts, leaving less equity available for home maintenance.  This activity contributes to the pattern of deferred maintenance as homes continue to age.  

Activities focused on revitalizing neighborhoods and reducing potential blight are underway in Herndon, Springfield and Reston and are discussed in other sections of this report.  Annual production is estimated to approach $1 million in loans for this period in all the targeted areas and for spot loans in other areas of the county.

Home Repair for the Elderly Program (HREP)

HREP is a program providing labor and materials required for minor repairs, at no cost to the homeowner, for homes of eligible low- and moderate-income elderly and disabled residents of the County.  The program also makes minor accessibility modifications that allow disabled homeowners or family members to remain in their homes.  

The elderly is the fastest growing age group in the County.  Even though more facilities for the elderly are being built in Fairfax County, a majority of elderly residents want to remain in their own homes.  Typically, elderly residents also live in older homes.  The number of residents eligible for HREP funds will continue to increase.  Once elderly residents are eligible for HREP funding, they stay eligible on a continuing basis for the remainder of their lives.  HREP is targeted to provide repairs to 110 to 120 homes per year.

Blight Abatement

Prior to 1996, Fairfax County did not have an effective mechanism for addressing residential and commercial properties with structures in a deteriorated condition, abandoned, dilapidated or otherwise kept in an unsafe state.  When the Blight Abatement Program was created, there were at least 60 properties initially identified by staff from several County agencies as meeting the definition of blight.  However, additional properties throughout the County not included on this preliminary list were also considered to be in blighted conditions.  A means for addressing the safety, health, and neighborhood concerns regarding blighted properties was needed.

Current Programs and Strategies

In November 1996, the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors authorized the creation of a Blight Abatement Program, which is operated by the Fairfax County Department of Housing and Community Development.  The Blight Abatement Program addresses citizen concerns about specific properties (residential and commercial) in their communities that are abandoned, dilapidated, or otherwise kept in an unsafe state.

Properties are considered blighted in accordance with Section 36-49 of the Code of Virginia, as amended, due to “dilapidation, obsolescence, overcrowding, faulty arrangement of design, lack of ventilation, light and sanitary facilities, excessive land coverage, deleterious land use or obsolete layout, or any combination of these or other factors.”  These properties must also be shown to be “detrimental to the safety, health, morals or welfare of the community.”  Potential blighted properties are identified from referrals by Supervisors, recommendations from community groups and properties listed by the Health Department as vacant and/or unfit for habitation.  In order to be considered for the Blight Abatement Program, a property must meet ALL of the following conditions:

· It has been vacant and/or boarded for at least one year.
· It has been the subject of documented complaints.
· It is no longer being maintained for useful occupancy.
· It is in a dilapidated condition or lacks normal maintenance or upkeep.

Once a property is reported and added to the list of potentially blighted properties, the Blight Abatement Program will inspect it to see if the property appears to be blighted.  If the inspector determines that a property appears blighted, County files are reviewed for a history of violations and complaints.  The property owner is then contacted and requested to eliminate the blight through voluntary compliance.

If this less formal process is not successful, the Blight Abatement Program will begin a series of steps leading to elimination of the blight through a detailed process:

· The property is referred to the Neighborhood Enhancement Task Force (NETF) to determine whether the property meets the definition of blight and what documentation supports the finding.
· The owner is informed of a preliminary determination and is required to eliminate the blight or to develop a plan to eliminate the blight within 30 days.
· If the owner does not develop an acceptable plan and then carry it out, the Blight Abatement Program staff will develop a blight abatement plan for the property.  One of three available remedies may be selected:

1.  Demolish the blighted structure(s) and charge the owner for the cost.

2.  Make repairs to the blighted property and charge the owner for the cost of 

     repairs.
3.  Acquire the blighted property by eminent domain and then repair, clear or 

     sell the property with the requirement that the new owner eliminate the  

     blight.

· The Board of Supervisors then holds a public hearing.
· The blight abatement plan is then carried out through the Department of Housing and Community Development and the owner is charged for the costs, including direct administrative costs incurred by the County.

Throughout the entire process, the Department of Housing and Community Development continues to work with property owners to gain voluntary compliance to eliminate the blight.  Other alternatives, offered by the County to assist property owners include:

· Demolition loans
· Rehabilitation loans
· Redevelopment loans
· Tax Abatement for Rehabilitation

Gaps and Priorities

A total of 758 properties have been referred to the Blight Abatement Program since its inception. 480 of these properties were determined to meet the program guidelines with 333 abated, mostly through owner compliance. In the calendar year 2004, 228 inspections were conducted by staff with 43 properties abated and/or remediated. There are currently 154 cases being investigated by program staff and staff continues to receive and field approximately 15 new complaints about blighted properties each month from citizens, other departments and from the County Board of Supervisors.  Due to the aging housing stock and aging population in Fairfax County the complaints about blighted properties and the lack of property maintenance will only continue to grow. The Blight Abatement Program will continue to be a necessary and needed program that the citizens and County Board of Supervisors rely on to address the above concerns.

Public Facilities
 

The County has provided a number of neighborhood facilities, including community centers and other recreational facilities in various locations throughout the County.  CDBG funds have been used to construct new community centers in the Bailey’s Conservation Area and the Town of Herndon.  Community centers in other Conservation Areas (Huntington, Gum Springs, Burgundy, Lincoln-Lewis-Vannoy, and James Lee) have been improved, and in some cases expanded, through the use of CDBG funds.  More recently, the FCRHA has financed construction of a facility, the Mott Community Center in Lincoln-Lewis-Vannoy, and major renovation and expansion of the centers serving the Bailey’s and Gum Springs Conservation Areas.  CDBG funds have also been used for playground development in some neighborhoods, the conversion of a portion of a former school to the Annandale Senior Citizen Center, and the design of the Herndon Senior Center.  Construction of the Center is being financed by the FCRHA.  The 23,000 square-foot Herndon Senior Center is currently under construction, and is scheduled to be completed in April, 2005.
 

Recently the County, through the FCRHA, restored the James Lee Community Center in Falls Church.  It was funded by local public funds, and the new facility includes restorations to the original James Lee Elementary School and construction of the 57,000 square-foot facility.  The center houses the community center, the Fairfax County Park Authority Cultural Resources Protection Branch, and the Literacy Council of Northern Virginia, as well as a new senior center, teen center, day care center, fitness center, arts and crafts area, community theatre, multipurpose recreational complex, commercial kitchen, administrative offices, and storage space.  In addition, site improvements have been provided, including additional parking, landscaping, exterior lighting, road frontage improvements along School Lane, renovation of the athletic fields, tennis courts, multipurpose court, and tot lot.

Current community centers in need of rehabilitation, replacement, or expansion include Woodley Hills Estate Community Center, Briarcliff Computer Center, Mott Community Center and Southgate Community Center.

2. Describe the basis for assigning the priority given to each category of priority needs.

Non-housing Community Development Priority Areas: Income enhancement for low-income households; revitalization of older communities while preserving their character and affordability 

Income enhancement for low-income households is an important priority.  Many of the jobs provided by the County provide wages that are insufficient to meet the high and escalating cost of housing. Consequently, priorities that focus on enabling low-income families to achieve independence and economic success within the County can contribute to or the lack thereof can diminish its vitality.

3. Identify any obstacles to meeting underserved needs.
The following are obstacles to meeting underserved needs:

· Language barriers.  With new immigrant populations settling in the County, County service providers are learning how to serve them and members of these populations are learning how to access services.

· Transportation system

· Magnitude of needs compared to resources

· Lack of adequate information for clients to access services

· Lack of child care.  Related to this is the lack of affordable child care and child care at hours needed for those working jobs with non-traditional hours.

· Increase in low-income housing needs

· New design and code requirements make it difficult for low-income homeowners to improve their properties and bring them up to current standards.

· The “hot” housing market in Fairfax County is putting pressure on affordable communities and low income residents who can least afford high housing costs.

· Not In My Back Yard (NIMBY)

· Meeting community facility needs for an increasing population both in size and age

· Inadequate federal funding

· High rate of foreign immigration

· Diminishing supply of land for development

· Challenges of redevelopment (land assembly, costs, neighborhood resistance)

· Competing demands for public services
4. Identify specific long‑term and short‑term community development objectives (including economic development activities that create jobs), developed in accordance with the statutory goals described in section 24 CFR 91.1 and the primary objective of the CDBG program to provide decent housing and a suitable living environment and expand economic opportunities, principally for low‑ and moderate‑income persons.

The following represents the long-term objectives of the three broad community development areas:

COMMUNITY SERVICES  

 

Long-term Objective

· Improving the cooperation of residents with inspection efforts, provide ongoing linkage between the Neighborhood Specialist and inspectors assigned to the target area by Zoning Enforcement and the Health Department and provide for joint inspection efforts.

· In coordination with affected Civic Associations, conducting outreach activities for the identified neighborhoods to include annual neighborhood cleanup days and developing standard packages for such improvements as landscaping, replacement windows, siding and doors, etc.

· Assisting families and individuals, including those with special needs, in finding safe, accessible housing that they can afford.

· Developing, preserving, and maintaining affordable housing.

· Helping families and individuals remain in housing that they have secured.

· Improving skills and behaviors necessary to manage finances and succeed as tenants and neighbors.

The Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority (FCRHA), the Fairfax County Department of Family Services (DFS), and the Community Action Advisory Board (CAAB) share responsibilities in combating poverty.

The Public Housing Authority (FCRHA) entered into a cooperative agreement with the TANF Agency (DFS), to share information and/or target supportive services.  The FCRHA/HCD and the Fairfax County Department of Family Services (DFS) have been collaborators in self-sufficiency programs, such as Project Self-Sufficiency, and Operation Bootstrap prior to the current Family Self-Sufficiency (FSS) program.  The DFS and HCD are two departments within the Fairfax County government structure and the service collaboration predates cooperative agreements.  Representatives of DFS and other agencies sit on the FSS Coordinating Committee.  FSS participants’ service plans include the use of a Release of Information that permits the exchange of information between the agencies.  

Other coordination efforts between the PHA and TANF agency include client referrals; information sharing regarding mutual clients (for rent determinations and otherwise); coordinate the provision of specific social and self-sufficiency services and programs to eligible families; and jointly administer programs.  In addition to this the PHA and TANF agency administer a special program to award HCV for homeless families in conjunction with supportive services and the Family Unification Program.

Several anti-poverty services and programs are offered to residents and participants in FCRHA programs. The PHA employs several policies to enhance the economic and social self-sufficiency of assisted families.  These policies include:

· Public housing rent determination policies

· Public housing admissions policies (Working Preference)

· HCV admissions policies (Working Preference)

· Preference/eligibility for HCV homeownership option participation

· Housing and Community Development Corporation and FCRHA Resolutions Implementing Economic Uplift and Self-Sufficiency

· Adoption of Moderate Income Direct Sales (MIDS) Homebuyers Eligibility Requirements

· Adoption of Policies and Regulations Concerning the Sale and Rental of Affordable Dwelling Units (First Time Homebuyers’ Program)

· Authorization to Enter into an Agreement with The Housing Opportunities Foundation to Assist Moderate Income Homebuyers

· Authorization to Establish a New Family Self-Sufficiency Program

· Authorization to Formalize Current Practices for Economic Uplift and Self-Improvement Initiatives

The PHA coordinates, promotes, and provides programs to enhance the economic and social self-sufficiency of residents. These programs include:

· Resident Management Aides

· Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Homeownership

· First Time Homebuyer’s Program & Moderate Income Direct Sales Program-Homeownership

· Sales/Program Purchaser’s

· Down payment & Closing Cost Program

· Fairfax Area Christian Emergency and Transitional Services, Inc.:  Pre-employment Program; Household Mgmt.; ESL; Parent/Child Enrichment Program; Resident Employment Opportunities.

· Center for Multi-Cultural Human Services-Kingsley Park: Career and employment workshops; Family Support Services: Career and employment workshops; Family Support Services

The PHA also coordinates, promotes and provides family self-sufficiency programs including:

· Public Housing (PH)

· Housing Choice Voucher (HCV)

The PHA is not maintaining the minimum program size required by HUD, and the most recent FSS Action Plan does not address the steps the PHA plans to take to achieve at least the minimum program size.  This is due to the fact that the FCRHA has a waiver on the mandated number of FSS participants.

In regard to Welfare Benefit Reductions, the PHA is complying with the statutory requirements of section 12(d) of the U.S. Housing Act of 1937 by:

· Adopting appropriate changes to the PHA’s public housing rent determination policies and training staff to carry out those policies

· Informing residents of new policy on admission and reexamination

· Actively notifying residents of new policy at times in addition to admission and reexamination

· Establishing a protocol for exchange of information with all appropriate TANF agencies

The Community Action Advisory Board (CAAB) serves as an advisory body to the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors. The CAAB advises the Board on the needs, concerns and aspirations of low-income persons and recommends policies that promote meaningful change. The following are goals established by CAAB:

· Review and develop new policies as they relate to low-income residents.

· Oversee the disposition of Community Service Block Grant funds, to include:

· researching and assessing community needs;

· facilitating public hearings for low-income families and individuals; 

· allocating funds; and

· approving programs and contracts with community organizations serving low-income persons.

· Communicate with the Board of Supervisors and other County officials, other agencies and civic groups, the low-income community and citizens of Fairfax County in support of our Board and its mission. 

Community Action Programs (CAPs) are public-private partnerships, locally managed and controlled by volunteer boards of directors, for the purpose of reducing poverty and promoting self-sufficiency of the poor. The following is a list and brief description of programs offered through the Community Service Block Grant (CSBG).

Program: Adult Health Partnership Direct Medical Assistance Services

Organization: Northern Virginia Family Service

Northern Virginia Family Service programs encourage, teach and empower people to improve their lives. This creates life-changing opportunities and helps establish the foundation for a strong Northern Virginia community. Their programs include housing services, early childhood, foster care, teen services, life counseling, financial services, and job training.

Program: Dual Diagnosis Supported Housing Options Program

Organization: Pathway Homes, Inc.

Pathway Homes, Inc., is a non-profit organization which provides housing and supportive services to adults with serious mental illness in Northern Virginia.  The vision of Pathway Homes is to provide a broad base of the highest quality homes and individualized services for all adults with serious mental illness in Fairfax County.

Program: Fairfax Accessible Medication Program

Organization: Northern Virginia Family Service

Provides low-income, uninsured adults taking medications for chronic illnesses with assistance in applying to pharmaceutical companies’ patient assistance programs. Serves adults with incomes below 200% of the federal poverty level. Through participation in a patient assistance program, individuals can obtain their chronic medications either free or at a greatly reduced cost from the drug manufacturer.

Program: Fairfax Resource Mothers Program 

Organization: Northern Virginia Urban League

Provides support and intervention to pregnant and parent teens, keeping them connected to health services, school and employment opportunities.

Program: Family Assistance Program

Organization: Bethany House of Northern Virginia

Bethany House of Northern Virginia, under its Family Assistance Program, provides crisis intervention, safe housing, food, clothing, emotional support and guidance to spouses who have been abused, physically and psychologically, and to their children who accompany them.

Program: Family Renewal Program

Organization: United Community Ministries, Inc.

In 1967, a group of concerned community members and numerous, local faith organizations started a grass roots movement to assist low-income families and individuals in southern Fairfax County. They recognized the fact that no single group had the resources to meet the need but that together, they could help establish and provide on-going support to a non-profit agency that would meet the community's needs. Today, United Community Ministries (UCM) continues to partner with the community, serving the needs of our community.

Program: Food for Others/Fairfax
Organization: Food for Others, Inc.

The Food for Others organization obtains and distributes free food to the hungry of Northern Virginia, supports food programs of other community-based organizations, and provides a channel for people to help their neighbors by actively volunteering their service.  

Program: Health, Mental Health and Social Services

Organization: Vietnamese Resettlement Association, Inc.

This program provides health and mental health counseling services to Vietnamese newcomers throughout Fairfax County. Clients are assisted to access County health, mental health and social services to become self-sufficient.

Program: Housing Counseling and Case Management Services

Organization: Housing & Community Services of Northern Virginia

HCSNV staff helps individuals and families develop, monitor and evaluate goals which stabilize their housing situation. HCSNV staff work with participants using a case plan model which attempts to resolve the crisis, stabilize the housing situation, determine the root of the crisis, implement strategies to prevent crisis recurrence, define goals which lead to self-sufficiency, monitor progress towards self-sufficiency, evolve goals as necessary, and gradually reduce HCSNV involvement with each participant. 

Housing Counseling and Case Management may be short-term or long-term in duration based on individual circumstances, but will continue for a period that insures the greatest potential for stability and self-sufficiency.

Program: Living Independently for Tomorrow

Organization: Residential Youth Services, Inc.

LIFT provides supervised, apartment-based living, life skills training, vocational and educational training, and community networking to help homeless (LIFT One) and foster care (LIFT Two) youth, ages 17-21, transition to self-sufficiency.  LIFT One also helps non-residential homeless youth secure housing, medical, or social services.  LIFT One is 90% funded by a grant from the US Department of Health and Human Services.

Program: Mental Health Homeless Prevention Program

Organization: PRS, Inc.

PRS Residential Services makes permanent housing and an array of support services available to adults with mental illness through Northern VA.  PRS Residential Services include case management, community living skills training, supportive counseling, and crisis intervention.

Residential Services staff provides supports to consumers who live in homes directly operated by PRS, in County-subsidized housing, and with family members or other caregivers. 

Program: Multicultural Housing Services

Organization: Center for Multicultural Human Services

The Center for Multicultural Human Services is a non-profit organization staffed by multi-ethnic, multilingual social workers, psychologists, psychiatrists, counselors, education specialists, art therapists and graduate interns from local universities.  CMHS offers a broad range of mental health, social, educational, health and language services geared to the unique values and characteristics of individuals and families from diverse cultures.

Program: Northern Virginia Dental Clinic

Organization: Northern Virginia Dental Clinic, Inc.


The Northern Virginia Dental Society helped to establish a central volunteer clinic in Falls Church, Virginia. Dental care is not entirely free, but patients with limited resources are able to receive dental services at substantially reduced rates. The clinic is staffed by volunteer dentists who donate their personal time to serve the public. Not all services are available, and there are eligibility requirements. The modern clinic is equipped with some of the latest technologies.

Referring Agencies will determine patient eligibility according to their standard of need. Family income should be at or below 200 % of the Family Poverty Guideline. Adults (18 +) who are residents of Arlington, Fairfax, Loudoun, and Prince William Counties, or the cities of Alexandria, Fairfax, and Falls Church may be screened for eligibility.

Program: Services for Self-Sufficiency

Organization: Lincoln-Lewis-Vannoy Communities for Assistance & Improvement, Inc.

The program provides needy residents with emergency food and job counseling to allow residents to become self-sufficient. Transportation is provided to job-related appointments, and particularly for the elderly and disabled clients who have difficulties getting to and from grocery stores and medical appointments. Direct financial assistance (emergency assistance) will be provided to families who require financial aid for utility bills and/or rent.

The elderly and frail elderly group is composed of those people that are low-income (LI) with mobility and self care limitations and housing problems.  It was assumed that all LI elderly and frail elderly with mobility and self care limitations and with housing problems need supportive services.

The physically disabled category is composed of those LI households with mobility and self-care limitations.  

The data for the alcohol/other drug addicted category came from the Creating Opportunities and Promoting Independence Fiscal Year 2003 Annual Report.  Alcohol and Drug Services (ADS) provided care for 6,323 people.

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Non-housing services offered through the Fairfax Department of Family Services for the elderly (see www.co.Fairfax.va.us) include:

Guardians/Conservators- volunteers serve as court-appointed guardians/conservators dealing with personal and/or financial decisions for at-risk clients in the DFS Adult and Aging Program. 

Long-Term Care Ombudsman - volunteers serve as advocates for the rights of residents in long-term care facilities in the five Northern Virginia jurisdictions. 

Meals on Wheels - volunteers transport meals to homebound elderly persons Monday through Friday throughout the area. Limited weekend service is also available. All meals are picked up at 11:00 a.m. These efforts are coordinated by community-based groups driving over 38 routes. Other needs include schedulers, group coordinators and treasurers. 

Virginia Insurance Counseling and Assistance (VICAP) - trained volunteers assist clients who are in need of help in filing medical and insurance claim forms and provide counseling when they need help understanding information about Medicare or long-term care insurance. 

Nutritional Supplement Program - volunteers pick up nutritional supplement product once a month at a predetermined site for a designated client and deliver supplement to client’s home within 2-3 days of pick-up. Six-month minimum commitment (2-3 hours per month). 

Pets on Wheels - involves trained volunteers and their pets visiting residents of area nursing homes to provide companionship and affection. Contact may be weekly or monthly. 

Friendship, Senior - volunteers serve in a one-to-one match with homebound isolated senior adults.  Contact is weekly and ideally is within the same community. A one-year commitment is required. 

Telephone Reassurance - volunteers make a weekly social telephone call to elderly persons who live alone. The service is available on a short-term or long-term basis. 

Volunteer Home Services for Seniors - volunteers provide a variety of services which may include grocery shopping, light housekeeping, minor home maintenance, transportation (to medical appointments or for groceries or errands), yard work, and various other needed services. Volunteers may commit to short-term projects or be “on call.” 

Care Network for Seniors - State-funded program providing case management (coordination) of services for Virginia seniors 60 and over. This program is designed to help individuals determine, plan for, and receive appropriate services, with the ultimate goal of helping them remain as independent as possible while staying in their communities. 
Identified Gaps with Regard to Housing Needs for the Elderly and the Disabled

· Affordability

· Inadequate supply of providers of housing-related services

· Enabling legislation necessary to increase auxiliary grants for residents living in Adult Care Residences

· Strategies to help older residents remain independent, including strategies geared toward income related concerns regarding affordable housing in the County
Youth

Research indicates that youth leaving the foster care system due to aging out are at greater risk of becoming homeless because they lack the skills necessary to adequately transition from the foster care system to independent living.  Older youth are often required to emancipate from the foster care system lacking the education and professional training to obtain and retain gainful employment.  Many of the older youth in the foster care system have emotional or behavioral impairments that require long-term treatment. Further complicating these matters is the lack of family support necessary to create stability during the transition from foster care to adulthood.  Older youth tend not to return to their families, but enter into independent living arrangements.

According to the Fairfax County Department of Family Services, the number of older youth being served by foster care has increased.  Departmental statistics indicate, as of June 2003, 39% of children in foster care were age 16 and over, an increase of 6 percent over the previous fiscal year.

States must use some portion of their funds for assistance and services for older youths who have left foster care but have not reached age 21. 

States can use up to 30 percent of their Independent Living Program funds for room and board for youths ages 18 to 21 who have left foster care. 

States may extend Medicaid to 18, 19 and 20-year-olds that have been emancipated from foster care. Access to the new independent living funds is not contingent upon states exercising that option. 

Offers states greater flexibility in designing their independent living programs.

Establishes accountability for states in implementing the independent living programs.

	Services that may be provided under the CFCIP include, but are not limited to, assistance in obtaining a high school diploma, career exploration, vocational training, preparation for post secondary education, job placement and retention, training in daily living skills, training in budgeting and financial management skills, substance abuse prevention, preventive health programs, mentoring, housing assistance, and counseling.




2. Identify the priority housing and supportive service needs of persons who are not homeless but require supportive housing, i.e., elderly, frail elderly, persons with disabilities (mental, physical, developmental, persons with HIV/AIDS and their families), persons with alcohol or other drug addiction by using the Non-homeless Special Needs Table.

In testimony provided by a member of the Fairfax Area Disability Services Board (DSB) for the November 9, 2004, Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee Annual Public Hearing on Housing and Community Development Needs, it was noted that the DSB established a subcommittee that worked with staff from the Fairfax County Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD) to develop recommendations to increase affordable handicapped accessible housing.  Among the recommendations of the committee were that the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority and HCD consider accessible housing in all their programs and consider the availability of accessible public transportation options when developing accessible housing. 
 

During the public comment period relating to the prior years’ Public Hearing on Housing and Community Development Needs, two other members of the Disability Services Board offered insights into special needs.  The Vice-Chair of the Disability Services Board focused on the needs of individuals with physical and sensory disabilities.  It was stated that one in eight Fairfax area residents has a disability, and that one in three residents over the age of 65 has a disability, which amounts to over 112,000 people.
  The Vice-Chair indicated that people with disabilities are in need of knowledge in order to make living with independence and dignity possible.  He also stated that affordable accessible housing is a need.

The need for accessible housing was echoed by the testimony of another member of the Disability Services Board. This member indicated that more funds are also needed for accessibility modifications to build ramps, widen doorways, improve lighting, and for other ways to make affordable housing accessible.

The Consolidated Community Funding Pool Funding Priorities and Data for FY 2005-2006 document stated that the impact of the lack of affordable housing as well as the financial instability that results from high housing costs is especially great for certain populations such as victims of domestic violence, individuals with disabilities, the elderly, and resettled refugees.  Specifically the report indicates that the numbers of disabled individuals who will need alternative affordable and accessible housing will increase when their aging parents and caregivers will be no longer able to provide care and housing for them.  The County was also bracing itself for the possibility of another influx of refugees due to the conflict in the Middle East.  County reports show that there are an increased number of resettled refugees who cannot afford the rent of where they live once their re-settlement assistance expires.

According to Anticipating the Future: A Discussion of Trends in Fairfax County with a Focus on Seniors, Fairfax County’s elderly population has increased steadily between 1970 and 2003, with the number of persons 65 years and older increasing six times from 13,674 persons in 1970 (which was 3.0% of the total population) to 82,996 persons in 2003 (8.4% of the population).  In the coming years, the number of persons 65 years and older is expected to increase both in total number and in proportion of the County’s total population.  By 2010, this age group will account for 9.2% of the County’s population and total approximately 104,400 persons.
 

With an increasingly aging population comes an increase in the special needs of this population.  Programs serving the elderly will be impacted with the increase in clients.  The types of programs that will need to accommodate the elderly include transportation, geriatric mental health, adult day care, senior recreation, senior center programs, and medication assistance.  Trends are also showing that, with increased life expectancy, more of the working-age population will find themselves caring for both children and elders.  And those of the “baby-boomer” generation (who will make up the increase in the elderly population) had fewer children than their parents and many of them remained childless meaning that there will be fewer family caregivers available to care for this generation.  This also means that there will be a growth in the demand for programs that provide support and respite for caregivers and actual care for those elderly who do not have family caregivers.  Also, longer life expectancies may also mean that there will be a growing number of “young” elderly caring for the very old, and this will bring with it a need for different types of support services than for younger caregivers.
  

The Consolidated Community Funding Pool Funding Priorities and Data for FY 2005-2006 document points out the need for programs that assist language minorities in improving their language skills and helping them find and maintain employment that leads to independence.  Statistics showed that adults who lacked good English language skills were more likely to be very low income.  Of all persons age 5 or older who were at or below 200% of poverty, only half spoke English “very well,” and over 20% of those persons spoke English “not well” or “not at all”.  Regarding the County’s unemployment rate, it is higher for language minorities.  At the end of 2000, the rate was 2.5% for men who speak English at home, but 4.6% for men who speak only another language at home.  For women, the rate was 2.6% for those who speak English at home and 10% for those who speak only another language at home.

Employment concerns are magnified for persons with disabling conditions as well.  The Consolidated Community Funding Pool Funding Priorities and Data for FY 2005-2006 document cites that, in 2000, 11.7% of area households reported one or more members with some type of long-lasting disabling condition such as vision or hearing impairment or physical limitations.  Individuals with disabilities are half as likely to work full-time and twice as likely not to be in the labor force as compared to all other persons.  They are also twice as likely to live at or below poverty or at or below 200% of poverty.
 

Health care is a continuing need in Fairfax County.  According to the Consolidated Community Funding Pool Funding Priorities and Data for FY 2005-2006 document, approximately 8.3% or 82,100 persons in Fairfax County do not have health insurance, and the figure is closely related to household income.  Of persons at or below 200% of poverty, 37% lacked health insurance.  While Medicaid enrollments grew in Fairfax County during the early 2000’s, inconsistency and confusion about the renewal process contributed to more than 50% of Medicaid recipients dropping after one year to having no health insurance again.  The relationship of language minorities and health care statistics is also striking.  Nearly 30% of persons living in households where no English is spoken have no health insurance coverage.  The percentage for English-only households was only 3.3%.
 

The document also indicated that there are racial and ethnic disparities in health-related indicators such as incidence of diabetes, heart disease, and breast and prostate cancer.  The disparity points out the need for more outreach, education, and acculturation services to help families understand and access health care systems.  It also indicates the need for more recruitment, outreach, and cultural training for providers to better serve these populations.
   

3. Describe the basis for assigning the priority given to each category of priority needs.

The basis for assigning priority to non-homeless supportive services to the elderly, disabled and youth is based on the severity level and frequency of need.

4. Identify any obstacles to meeting underserved needs.

Obstacles to meeting underserved needs include:

· Inadequate funding

· High rate of foreign immigration

· Increase in low-income housing needs

· NIMBY

· Reduced supply of lands for development

· Challenges of redevelopment (land assembly, costs, neighborhood resistance)

5. Describe the facilities and services that assist persons who are not homeless but require supportive housing and programs for ensuring that persons returning from mental and physical health institutions receive appropriate supportive housing.

Discharge planning is becoming an essential strategy to reduce, and finally to eliminate, the likelihood of persons released from mental and other health institutions, as well as correctional facilities, becoming homeless. Discharge planning includes coordinating institutions and others working on providing supportive housing options for these populations.  The Fairfax Continuum of Care plan identifies the County’s already established momentum for enhancing and implementing practical steps towards discharge planning.  Particularly, the CPCH Community Planning Committee has focused on the three major discharging institutions in the County: the private, not-for-profit local hospital system; the County’s Adult Detention Center; and the State-funded Northern Virginia Mental Health Institute, all of which provide discharge planning for their populations to secure their post-release transition.  The Committee has started, and is planning through the local Continuum of Care (CoC) program, to sign formal memorandums of agreement to further regulate and secure a smooth post-discharge transition.  In addition, the local CoC is planning to conduct a planning conference to review best practices within that context.

6. Justify the need to use HOME or other tenant based rental assistance to assist one or more of these subpopulations. 

Since 1980, the percentage of residents under the age of 45 has slowly decreased.  In addition, the percentage of persons 65 and older increased from 4.5% in 1980 to 8.4% of the total population in 2003.  The elderly are the fastest growing age segment in Fairfax County and are projected to comprise 9.2% of the County’s population by the year 2010.  It should be noted, however, that while the percentage of children and youth under age 20 decreases slightly, the actual number is projected to increase by over 20,000 from 2005 to 2010.

With an aging population comes the need for assistance with daily living activities.  Daily living activities are those activities that an individual would perform to take care of oneself and include bathing, eating, dressing, using bathroom facilities, and walking.
  A 1998 estimate shows that, at that time, 8,750 elderly persons were in need of assistance.  The projection for 2010 stands at 13,360 persons.

As the total elderly population increases in Fairfax County so, too, does the need for housing for the elderly.  The number of congregate housing units for the elderly stood at 2,768 units in 2000, but the projected need in 2010 is for 4,500 units.  Also growing is the need for assisted living beds.  Year 2000 figures showed 3,209 beds needed for the elderly, while 2010 figures project a need of 4,200 beds.

In the year 2000, almost 5,000 low-income elderly renters and owners had severe housing cost burdens, paying over 50% of their income toward housing costs.
  Activities such as the provision of tenant-based rental assistance for the elderly as well as acquisition and development of housing and facilities designed specifically for seniors will help address these needs.
Housing Opportunities for People with AIDS (HOPWA) 

1. The Plan includes a description of the activities to be undertaken with its HOPWA Program funds to address priority unmet housing needs for the eligible population.  Activities will assist persons who are not homeless but require supportive housing, such as efforts to prevent low-income individuals and families from becoming homeless and may address the housing needs of persons who are homeless in order to help homeless persons make the transition to permanent housing and independent living.  The plan would identify any obstacles to meeting underserved needs and summarize the priorities and specific objectives, describing how funds made available will be used to address identified needs.

Fairfax County currently is not accepting new applications for the HOPWA program. The County has 109 persons on the waiting list, which have been referred to the Northern Virginia Regional Commission (NVRC) for consideration in the Section 8 voucher program in the metropolitan area. As tenants go off of the program, new tenants are not added. 

2. The Plan must establish annual HOPWA output goals for the planned number of households to be assisted during the year in: (1) short-term rent, mortgage and utility payments to avoid homelessness; (2) rental assistance programs; and (3) in housing facilities, such as community residences and SRO dwellings, where funds are used to develop and/or operate these facilities.  The plan can also describe the special features or needs being addressed, such as support for persons who are homeless or chronically homeless.   These outputs are to be used in connection with an assessment of client outcomes for achieving housing stability, reduced risks of homelessness and improved access to care.

Fairfax County currently has 24 families being assisted through the rental assistance program. The families are housed throughout Fairfax County in privately owned housing. Fairfax County does not have short-term rent, mortgage and utility payments, community residences or Single Room Occupancy (SRO) dwellings for this population. If other services are needed such as counseling, food stamps, Medicaid, etc. the tenant is referred to social service agencies that can handle their needs.

3. For housing facility projects being developed, a target date for the completion of each development activity must be included and information on the continued use of these units for the eligible population based on their stewardship requirements (e.g. within the ten-year use periods for projects involving acquisition, new construction or substantial rehabilitation).

Fairfax County does not have any HOPWA housing projects being developed.

4. The Plan includes an explanation of how the funds will be allocated including a description of the geographic area in which assistance will be directed and the rationale for these geographic allocations and priorities.  Include the name of each project sponsor, the zip code for the primary area(s) of planned activities, amounts committed to that sponsor, and whether the sponsor is a faith-based and/or grassroots organization.

The funds in Fairfax County are allocated between 24 families to provide rental assistance. The families live throughout Fairfax County. The fund also supports one part-time position, which monitors the cases and conducts the office interviews for recertification.

5. The Plan describes the role of the lead jurisdiction in the eligible metropolitan statistical area (EMSA), involving (a) consultation to develop a metropolitan-wide strategy for addressing the needs of persons with HIV/AIDS and their families living throughout the EMSA with the other jurisdictions within the EMSA; (b) the standards and procedures to be used to monitor HOPWA Program activities in order to ensure compliance by project sponsors of the requirements of the program.

In November of 2004, the Northern Virginia Regional Commission (NVRC), acting as administrative agent for Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS (HOPWA) funds in the Virginia portion of the metro Washington Eligible Metropolitan Area (EMA), sought an Applicant or Applicants to provide services to establish and maintain low-income Persons Living with AIDS/HIV (PWAs) in housing who are living in 16 cities/counties in Virginia.  Specifically, services were sought (1) to assist PWAs to assess their eligibility and apply for applicable public and private benefit programs that are funded by sources other than HOPWA or the Ryan White CARE Act, (2) to help PWAs who are experiencing short-term needs for housing financial assistance to fund security deposits, first month’s rent, and rental, mortgage and utility payments, and (3) to administer tenant-based rental assistance (TBRA) to PWAs.  

6. The Plan will include the certifications relevant to the HOPWA Program.

Specific HOPWA Objectives

1. Describe how Federal, State, and local public and private sector resources that are reasonably expected to be available will be used to address identified needs for the period covered by the strategic plan.

Some of the HOPWA services being solicited now are being sought for the first time based on newly identified needs and emerging trends, while others are designed to diversify the pool of HOPWA vendors.
Overall housing need in the PWA community in Suburban Virginia was described in a recent Suburban Virginia HIV/AIDS Housing Plan.  It showed that many PWAs in Suburban Virginia: 

· Earn little or no income, spend half or more of what they earn on housing costs, and believe that more available, affordable, and accessible housing units and rental assistance vouchers are needed to meet the growing demand.

· Have experienced barriers to finding and maintaining stable housing, including:  poor or non-existent credit and rental histories; histories of incarceration, domestic violence, mental health and substance abuse; unemployment or underemployment; inadequate income; and/or insufficient transportation.

· Have either been homeless in the past, are currently homeless, and/or are currently at risk of becoming homeless.

· Would prefer to move from their current housing situations and/or to live independently with ready access to support services as needed at their chosen places of residence, and, in most cases, not to live exclusively with other people living with HIV/AIDS.
Benefits Assessment:  Applicants are sought to provide HOPWA-eligible individuals assistance in gaining access to private, and local, State and Federal government benefits and services so as to ensure that HOPWA and Ryan White CARE Act funded services are provided as a last resort.  (The Ryan White CARE Act provides companion funding to HOPWA which is used in our region to fund a wide variety of health care and support services.)  The successful applicant(s) will catalog key benefits/entitlements programs available to HOPWA-eligible individuals, including those that vary by jurisdiction of residence.  The successful applicant(s) will then propose strategies for assessing eligibility for Medicaid, Medicare, State-Local Hospitalization, Food Stamps, TANF, and local health care program eligibility, Section 8 housing, public housing and other Federal/State/Local housing program eligibility, state and local MH/MR/SAS program eligibility as well as the benefits and limitations of entering into or maintaining current private health insurance.  The applicant(s) will make these services available to PWAs already accessing HOPWA or Ryan White services as well as to those who are new to care and who may be awaiting entry into HOPWA or Ryan White funded programs.  

The Applicant will employ or arrange for contractual access to staffers on this project who are knowledgeable about health insurance policies, AIDS health care programs, Medicaid, Medicare, pharmaceutical companies’ free and reduced fee drug programs, and other local/state/federal public health/mental health/substance abuse benefits, as well as non-HOPWA funded housing programs.  Memoranda of Agreement (MOAs) or subcontracts with organizations and service practitioners who demonstrate programmatic expertise in the aforementioned areas are strongly encouraged.  A MOA/subcontract between the successful applicant and the regional HOPWA Renter Support vendor, Homestretch, Inc. will be required to facilitate access to housing eligibility information.

As part of this work, the successful applicant(s) will document numbers of applications submitted and approved, as well as the characteristics of persons various programs cannot serve (and the reasons services where not provided), a measure of unmet need and support for funding priority decision-making, grant proposals, etc. 

Short-term Rental Assistance & Security Deposits:  Applications are sought to provide short-term rent, mortgage and utility (STRMU) assistance and security deposits/first month’s rent to HOPWA-eligible PWAs.  First month’s rent and security deposits are classified as Project- and Tenant-Based Rental Assistance.  

The purpose of STRMU is to prevent the homelessness of the tenant or mortgagor of a dwelling.  As discussed in the directive, STRMU assistance may be provided for a benefit period of up to 21 weeks in any given year.  These 21 weeks of assistance may be sequential or accrue throughout the year.  The successful applicant will be administering STRMU to a clientele that may have already accessed STRMU assistance but not yet exhausted its 21 weeks of STRMU assistance yet this year.  The successful applicant will be expected, using a regional database describing STRMU assistance already provided to HOPWA clients, to assure that service seekers receive necessary assistance without violating HUD’s 21-week rule.  

Applicants are also sought under this service category to provide security deposits and first month’s rental payments to HOPWA-eligible individuals who need one-time financial assistance in order to establish housing.  This sub-service requires the Applicant to maintain records on assistance provided and seek out repayments when recipients move and all/part of their security deposit is returned to them.  

Tenant-Based Rental Assistance:  The successful Applicant will be administering ongoing assistance to approximately 37 HOPWA-subsidized households located in two separate localities within the south-eastern part of the region, while at the same time creating a new program that will feature a limited number of regional subsidies (3-6 total) available to new recipients to establish residences anywhere within the 16-city/County area.  

Among the existing HOPWA-funded tenant-based rental assistance households, the Applicant will be responsible for (1) paying the non-tenant portion of the rent to participating landlords, (2) at least annually, or when income changes, re-certifying recipients’ eligibility to continue in the program, (3) monitoring recipients’ adherence to program requirements, providing counseling to correct inappropriate behaviors, and if necessary, removing residents that violate the rules.  As funding permits, the Applicant will refill slots that become vacant due to death, change in eligibility, moves out of the area, eviction, etc. with new recipients selected per waiting list specifications the Applicant has developed.  

The new program will require the successful Applicant to administer tenant-based rental assistance for a limited number new recipient who will be free to establish residences anywhere within the 16-city/County area.  The Applicant will be responsible for (1) creating waiting list criteria and maintaining a regional waiting list from which HOPWA-eligible households will be chosen to use these new regional slots, (2) establishing housing assistance payments contracts with the landlord, (3) certifying eligibility (e.g., HIV-status and income adjusted for family size and legal immigration status), (4) determining appropriate unit size subject to family composition, (5) determining Fair Market Rents/payment standards, and the appropriate amount of housing assistance payments, taking into account specifications of the HOPWA regulations, (6) paying the non-tenant portion of the rent to participating landlords, (7) at least annually, or when income changes, recertifying recipients’ eligibility to continue in the program, (8) at least annually, and at move-in, inspecting the unit for compliance with housing quality standards, (9) monitoring recipients’ adherence to program requirements, providing counseling to correct inappropriate behaviors, and if necessary, removing residents that violate the rules.  As funding permits, the Applicant will refill slots that become vacant due to death, change in eligibility, moves out of the area, eviction, etc. with new recipients selected per waiting list specifications.  

Section VI – Certifications 
In accordance with the applicable statutes and the regulations governing the consolidated plan regulations, the jurisdiction certifies that:

Affirmatively Further Fair Housing --The jurisdiction will affirmatively further fair housing, which means it will conduct an analysis of impediments to fair housing choice within the jurisdiction, take appropriate actions to overcome the effects of any impediments identified through that analysis, and maintain records reflecting that analysis and actions in this regard. 

Anti-displacement and Relocation Plan --It will comply with the acquisition and relocation requirements of the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970, as amended, and implementing regulations at 49 CFR 24; and it has in effect and is following a residential anti-displacement and relocation assistance plan required under section 104( d) of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, in connection with any activity assisted with funding under the CDBG or HOME programs. 

Drug Free Workplace --It will or will continue to provide a drug-free workplace by: 

1. Publishing a statement notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensing, possession, or use of a controlled substance is prohibited in the grantee's workplace and specifying the actions that will be taken against employees for violation of such prohibition; 

2. Establishing an ongoing drug-free awareness program to inform employees about –(a) The dangers of drug abuse in the workplace; (b) The grantee's policy of maintaining a drug-free workplace; (c) Any available drug counseling, rehabilitation, and employee assistance programs; and (d) The penalties that may be imposed upon employees for drug abuse violations occurring in the workplace; 

3. Making it a requirement that each employee to be engaged in the performance of the grant be given a copy of the statement required by paragraph 1; 

4. Notifying the employee in the statement required by paragraph 1 that, as a condition of employment under the grant, the employee will -
(a) Abide by the terms of the statement; and 
(b) Notify the employer in writing of his or her conviction for a violation of a criminal drug statute occurring in the workplace no later than five calendar days after such conviction; 

5. Notifying the agency in writing, within ten calendar days after receiving notice under subparagraph 4( b) from an employee or otherwise receiving actual notice of such conviction. Employers of convicted employees must provide notice, including position title, to every grant officer or other designee on whose grant activity the convicted employee was working, unless the Federal agency has designated a central point for the receipt of such notices. Notice shall include the identification number( s) of each affected grant; 

6. Taking one of the following actions, within 30 calendar days of receiving notice under subparagraph 4( b), with respect to any employee who is so convicted -
(a) Taking appropriate personnel action against such an employee, up to and including termination, consistent with the requirements of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as 
amended; or  (b) Requiring such employee to participate satisfactorily in a drug abuse assistance or rehabilitation program approved for such purposes by a Federal, State, or local health, law enforcement, or other appropriate agency; 

7. Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug-free workplace through implementation of paragraphs 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6. 

Anti-Lobbying --To the best of the jurisdiction's knowledge and belief: 

1. No Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of it, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with the awarding of any Federal contract, the making of any Federal grant, the making of any Federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement; 

2. If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with this Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement, it will complete and submit Standard Form-LLL, "Disclosure Form to Report Lobbying," in accordance with its instructions; and 

3. It will require that the language of paragraph 1 and 2 of this anti-lobbying certification be included in the award documents for all sub awards at all tiers (including subcontracts, sub grants, and contracts under grants, loans, and cooperative agreements) and that all sub recipients shall certify and disclose accordingly. 

Authority of Jurisdiction --The consolidated plan is authorized under State and local law (as applicable) and the jurisdiction possesses the legal authority to carry out the programs for which it is seeking funding, in accordance with applicable HUD regulations. 

Consistency with plan --The housing activities to be undertaken with CDBG, HOME, ESG, and HOPWA funds are consistent with the strategic plan. 

Section 3 --It will comply with section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, and implementing regulations at 24 CFR Part 135.

The aggregate use of CDBG funds including Section 108 guaranteed loans during program year( s)  Fairfax County Fiscal Year 2006, (a period specified by the grantee consisting of one, two, or three specific consecutive program years), shall principally benefit persons of low and moderate income in a manner that ensures that at least 70 percent of the amount is expended for activities that benefit such persons during the designated period; 

3. Special Assessments. It will not attempt to recover any capital costs of public improvements assisted with CDBG funds including Section 108 loan guaranteed funds by assessing any amount against properties owned and occupied by persons of low and moderate income, including any fee charged or assessment made as a condition of obtaining access to such public improvements. 

However, if CDBG funds are used to pay the proportion of a fee or assessment that relates to the capital costs of public improvements (assisted in part with CDBG funds) financed from other revenue sources, an assessment or charge may be made against the property with respect to the public improvements financed by a source other than CDBG funds. 

The jurisdiction will not attempt to recover any capital costs of public improvements assisted with CDBG funds, including Section 108, unless CDBG funds are used to pay the proportion of fee or assessment attributable to the capital costs of public improvements financed from other revenue sources. In this case, an assessment or charge may be made against the property with respect to the public improvements financed by a source other than CDBG funds. Also, in the case of properties owned and occupied by moderate-income (not low-income) families, an assessment or charge may be made against the property for public improvements financed by a source other than CDBG funds if the jurisdiction certifies that it lacks CDBG funds to cover the assessment. 

Excessive Force --It has adopted and is enforcing: 

1. A policy prohibiting the use of excessive force by law enforcement agencies within its jurisdiction against any individuals engaged in non-violent civil rights demonstrations; and 

2. A policy of enforcing applicable State and local laws against physically barring entrance to or exit from a facility or location which is the subject of such non-violent civil rights demonstrations within its jurisdiction; 

Compliance With Anti-discrimination laws --The grant will be conducted and administered in conformity with title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 USC 2000d), the Fair Housing Act (42 USC 3601-3619), and implementing regulations. 

Lead-Based Paint --Its activities concerning lead-based paint will comply with the requirements of 24 CFR Part 35, subparts A, B, J, K and R; 

Compliance with Laws --It will comply with applicable laws.

APPENDIX 2 TO CERTIFICATIONS

RESALE / RECAPTURE GUIDELINES FOR HOMEBUYER ACTIVITIES USING HOME FUNDS:

When using HOME funds in any FCRHA program involving homebuyer activities, the program will incorporate the following provisions as appropriate:

RECAPTURE

If the HOME recipient decides to sell the house within the affordability period at whatever price the market will bear, the FCRHA will require recapture of all or a portion of the direct HOME subsidy as follows:

· Sharing of the net proceeds: when the net proceeds are insufficient to repay the direct HOME subsidy and the homebuyer’s investment, the net proceeds may be shared in either of two ways:

1) Recapture of the HOME funds may be based on the ratio of the HOME subsidy to the sum of the homeowner’s investment (down payment and any capital improvement investment made by the owner since purchase), plus the HOME subsidy:

2) The homebuyer’s investment may be repaid in full before any HOME funds are recaptured. The FCRHA may choose to use the available proceeds from the resale to repay the homeowner’s investment first. The HOME subsidy is then repaid to the extent that proceeds are available.

· Excess Proceeds: When net proceeds exceed the amount necessary to repay both the homeowners investment and the HOME subsidy, the excess proceeds may be paid to the homeowner, retained by the FCRHA, or shared by both parties.

· Exception: Development subsidies are not subject to recapture. For properties that receive development subsidies only, and there is no direct financial assistance to the homebuyer, the resale requirements below will apply.
RESALE

Under certain FCRHA programs, the HOME-assisted units must remain affordable over the entire affordability term, and therefore those units will be designated as “affordable units.”    If a unit is so designated, and is sold during the affordability period, the sale must meet the following criteria:

· The new purchaser must be low-income, meeting the HOME Program definition, and occupy the property as the family’s principal residence.

· The sales price will be controlled by the FCRHA so as to be “affordable” to the new purchaser.

· The original homebuyer, now the home seller, must receive a “fair return” on their investment, as defined by the FCRHA.

· The FCRHA will use deed restrictions, land covenants or other similar legal mechanisms to enforce the resale restrictions.

	Area Median Family Income, the median income estimated by HUD for a family of four within a specified geographic area. Used as a reference for income eligibility for housing programs.


	BEA
	Bureau of Economic Analysis, Department of Commerce


	Block Group
	A statistical subdivision of a census tract (or, prior to Census 2000, a block numbering area). A block group consists of all tabulation blocks whose numbers begin with the same digit in a census tract.  The block group is the lowest-level geographic entity for which the U.S. Census Bureau tabulates sample data from a decennial census.


	CDBG
	Community Development Block Grant Program 


	Census Tract
	A small, relatively permanent statistical subdivision of a county or statistically equivalent entity, delineated for data presentation purposes. Designed to be relatively homogeneous units with respect to population characteristics, economic status, and living conditions at the time they are established, census tracts generally contain between 1,000 and 8,000 people, with an optimum size of 4,000 people.


	CHAS
	Comprehensive Housing Affordability Strategy data are special tabulated census data used by HOME and CDBG jurisdictions to prepare their consolidated plans.


	CoC
	Continuum of Care - A program to help the homeless Americans get housing, job training, childcare, and other services.


	Cost Burden
	The fraction of a household's total gross income spent on housing costs. For renters, housing costs include rent paid by the tenant plus utilities. For owners, housing costs include mortgage payment, taxes, insurance, and utilities.


	ELI
	Extremely Low Income - Income that does not exceed 30 percent of area median income.


	Family
	A family is a group of two people or more (one of whom is the householder) related by birth, marriage, or adoption and residing together; all such people (including related subfamily members) are considered as members of one family.


	FMR
	Fair Market Rent - Rent Schedules published in the Federal Register which establish maximum eligible rent levels allowed under the Section 8 program by geographic area.


	Gross rent
	Rent plus utilities.


	HMDA
	Home Mortgage Disclosure Act - This law (P.L. 101-73), as implemented by the Federal Reserve Board's Regulation C, requires the reporting of census tract number along with other information in order to identify areas with possible discrimination in providing mortgages.


	HOPWA
	Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Program makes grants to local communities, States, and non-profit organizations for projects that benefit low income persons medically diagnosed with HIV/AIDS and their families.


	Householder
	The householder refers to the occupant in whose name the housing unit is owned or rented (maintained) or, if there is no such person, any adult member, excluding roomers, boarders, or paid employees. If the house is owned or rented jointly by a married couple or roommates, the householder may be either person.


	LI
	Low Income - Income that does not exceed 80 percent of area median income.


	LIHTC
	Low Income Housing Tax Credits - A way of obtaining financing to develop low-income housing. Government programs provide dollar-for-dollar credit toward taxes owed by the housing owner. These tax credits can be sold, or used to back up bonds that are sold, to obtain financing to develop the housing.


	MSA
	Metropolitan Statistical Area - An area defined by the Office of Management and Budget as a Federal statistical standard. An area qualifies for recognition as an MSA if it includes a city of at least 50,000 population or an urbanized area of at least 50,000 with a total metropolitan area population of at least 100,000.



	NIMBY
	Not In My Back Yard



	Non-Family
	A nonfamily consists of a householder living alone (a one-person household) or where the householder shares the home exclusively with people to whom he/she is not related.



	Other Family
	A family headed by a householder with no spouse present.



	VLI
	Very Low Income - Income that does not exceed 50 percent of Area Median Family Income. When used with other income categories, VLI represents the incomes between 31% and 50% of Area Median Family Income.



	Worst case housing needs

Purpose of the Citizen Participation Plan

As an Urban County, Fairfax County, Virginia is eligible to apply for funds under the federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), Emergency Shelter Grants (ESG), HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME), and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS (HOPWA) which are provided to the County through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  Federal regulations were revised in 1994 to provide for the consolidated submission of documents (the Consolidated Plan) which cover the planning and application aspects of the CDBG, ESG, HOME, and HOPWA programs (federal funding sources).

Beginning Fiscal Year (FY) 2000, the Consolidated Plan will also include local funding sources and federal Community Services Block Grant (CSBG) funds appropriated by the Board of Supervisors.  In addition, the Consolidated Plan includes a description of the Continuum of Care for homeless services and programs, and may include federal funding for these programs at such time as these funds are made available through the federal funding allocation process for the Consolidated Plan.

The Fairfax County Citizen Participation Plan provides a guide for public input and participation in the Consolidated Plan process.  The purpose of the Citizen Participation Plan is to encourage citizen participation in the definition of housing, community development and public services needs; services to be provided by community-based organizations; the funding priorities for programs and target populations to be served through resources available in the Consolidated Plan, and in any amendments, as well as to the Consolidated Plan and the annual performance report as may be required by HUD.

The Citizen Participation Plan includes the following objectives and describes how each will be met to ensure compliance with federal regulations.  The objectives of the Citizen Participation Plan are to:

  •
Encourage citizen participation by providing citizens with adequate information concerning the amount of funds expected to be available for community development housing activities, public services and services to be provided by community-based organizations through federal and local funding sources, the proposed range of activities that may be undertaken with those funds, including the amount that will benefit very low and low income persons and the plans to minimize displacement and to assist any persons displaced, other important program requirements, and proposed and approved uses of funds;

  •
Provide for and encourage citizen participation from all sectors of the community, with particular emphasis on participation by persons below the federal poverty line, low and moderate income residents of blighted areas and of areas in which federal funds under federal funding sources are used or are proposed to be used; and for the participation of minority and non-English speaking residents, as well as persons with mobility, visual, speech or hearing impairments;

  •
Provide citizens, public agencies, and all other interested parties with reasonable and timely access to information and records relating to the County's Consolidated Plan, and the use of assistance provided by federal funding sources included in the Plan for the preceding five (5) years;

  •
Provide technical assistance to groups representing very low and low income persons and to interested residents that request such assistance in developing proposals for funding assistance under federal and local funding sources covered by the Consolidated Plan, with the level and type of assistance to be determined by the County;

  •
Conduct public hearings to obtain the views of citizens on housing, community development and public services needs, and needs for services to be provided by community-based organizations, proposed activities, and program performance, which hearings shall be held after adequate notice, at times and locations convenient to potential and actual beneficiaries, with accommodation for persons with disabilities and non-English speaking residents;

  •
Gather community input, through a variety of methods such as, community meetings, focus groups, surveys and other appropriate forums, regarding funding priorities for services provided by community-based organizations; 

  •
Prepare a summary of comments or views received from citizens in writing or orally through public hearings, focus groups, community meetings and other methods when preparing the final Consolidated Plan, and any amendments to the Plan, or the performance report and attach the summary to the final Plan or report.  In addition, provide for a timely written answer to written complaints and grievances within fifteen (15) working days, where practicable; and

 •
Provide criteria for determining what constitutes a substantial change in the planned or actual activities described in the approved Consolidated Plan which would require an amendment to the Plan.

Notice of Consolidated Plan Schedule

The County will encourage citizen participation by providing citizens with adequate information concerning the amount of funds expected to be available for community development and housing activities, public services, and services to be provided by community-based organizations through federal and local funding sources, the proposed range of activities that may be undertaken with those funds, including the amount that will benefit very low and low income persons and the plans to minimize displacement and to assist any persons displaced, other important program requirements, and proposed and approved uses of funds.

The annual Consolidated Plan schedule will be mailed to neighborhoods, groups, associations, non-profit, ecumenical, business and other community organizations and other interested individuals which have been involved in past funding cycles for each program.  Other neighborhoods, groups, associations, organizations, and individuals will be added to the list upon request to the Department of Housing and Community Development.

Information which will be available will include the amount of funding expected to be available under all the federal funding sources and programs in the Consolidated Plan, including estimated program income, program and application requirements, the proposed activities which will benefit very low and low income persons, plans for minimizing displacement caused by proposed activities and assistance opportunities for persons displaced, opportunities for citizen input, submission of project proposals, and schedules for proposed and final applications.  This information may be obtained from the Department of Housing and Community Development.

An advertisement of the Proposed Consolidated Plan will be published in a newspaper(s) of general circulation and a copy of the Proposed Consolidated Plan will be available to the public for review and comment at least 30 days prior to submission to HUD.  The proposed Consolidated Plan will be available for review 1) at the Department of Housing and Community Development, 2) at the information desk of the County Government Center at 12000 Government Center Parkway, Fairfax, Virginia 22035; and 3) at the information desk of all branches of the Fairfax County Public Library system.  The final submission to HUD will also be distributed to these locations.

Citizen Participation Process

The County will provide for and encourage citizen participation from all sectors of the community, with particular emphasis on participation by persons below the federal poverty line, low and moderate income residents of blighted areas and of areas in which federal funds are used or are proposed to be used; and for the participation of minority and non-English speaking residents, as well as persons with mobility, visual, speech or hearing impairments.

The County will provide citizens, public agencies, and other interested parties with reasonable and timely access to information and records relating to the County's Consolidated Plan, and the use of assistance provided by federal funding sources included in the Plan for the preceding five (5) years.

Citizens will have an opportunity to comment on housing, community development, public service needs and population and program priority needs identified to be addressed by community-based organizations and the proposed Consolidated Plan prior to its submission to HUD at public hearings, meetings, or by directly contacting the appropriate County agency.  Information on the Consolidated Plan schedule will be disseminated to local agencies and Non-profit organizations working with minority, non-English speaking, and physically impaired residents to afford as many people as possible the opportunity for full citizen participation.

The County will work closely with the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority (FCRHA) to encourage the participation of residents of public and assisted housing developments in the development and implementation of the Consolidated Plan.  The County will apprise the FCRHA of housing and community development activities related to its developments and surrounding communities so the FCRHA can make such information available at the annual public hearing on the Comprehensive Grant program. 

Citizen input on housing, community development, and needs for services to be provided by community-based organizations will be received annually at one or more public hearings to be held before the Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee.  The Committee is composed of one representative each from the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority (FCRHA), Human Services Council (HSC), Community Action Advisory Board, Fairfax-Falls Church Community Services Board, Homeless Oversight Committee, Fairfax-Falls Church United Way, Commission on Aging, Advisory Social Services Board, Fairfax Area Disabilities Services Board, Health Care Advisory Board, Fairfax County Alliance for Human Services, representatives from the business community, schools community, faith community, children younger than school age community, and youth needs and services community.  Membership may include representation from human services provider groups, consumer and community organizations and Boards, Authorities and Commissions, which relate to the Human Services Community, as appropriate. Members shall be appointed by the County Executive and shall serve for a term of three years. The role and responsibilities of the Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee will be to:

The Proposed Consolidated Plan will be submitted for review and comment to organizations and individuals on the mailing list.

Comments received will be addressed by the Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee and included with the submission of the Proposed Consolidated Plan to the Board of Supervisors.

A public hearing will be held by the Board of Supervisors on the Proposed Consolidated Plan. Final approval of program priorities and funding recommendations included in the Consolidated Plan will be made by the Board of Supervisors.

Reasonable and timely access will be given to citizens, public agencies, and other interested parties to information and records relating to previous funding applications and allocations for the programs included in the Consolidated Plan for the preceding five (5) years.

Technical Assistance

The County will provide technical assistance to groups representing very low and low income persons, as well as to community-based organizations and interested residents that request such assistance in developing proposals for funding assistance under any of federal or local funding sources covered by the Consolidated Plan, with the level and type of assistance to be determined by the County.

This technical assistance could include activities such as training on grant writing, small/minority business support offered through the Purchasing and Supply Management agency, Internet information links, pamphlets and brochures/information packets on resources available in the community. 

County staff will be available upon request to answer any questions concerning the requirements of federal and local funding sources included in the Consolidated Plan, such as available funding amounts, funding priorities, eligible activities, environmental review procedures, equal opportunity requirements, relocation provisions, citizen participation requirements and any other requirements of federal and local funding sources.  In cases where staff can not answer questions pertaining to federal HUD funds, assistance will be requested from HUD.

As part of the on-going citizen participation effort, County staff will meet with citizen groups in Fairfax County which represent very low, and low and moderate income residents such as neighborhood conservation and redevelopment areas, and with citizen groups in other areas of the County which express interest in participating in federal and/or local funding sources included in the Consolidated Plan, to explain program and application procedures.  These meetings will be held in facilities convenient to the neighborhood or groups requesting the meetings.

County staff will provide technical assistance when requested to neighborhood groups, minority groups, community-based organizations, and other residents interested in participating in federal and local funding sources included in the Consolidated Plan.  All such groups, including the disabled and elderly, and those serving non-English speaking ethnic/minority populations, will be encouraged and assisted as requested in submitting their views and proposals.  County staff will be available to provide assistance in the development and submission of program funding requests and other input.  Any persons requiring assistance should contact the Division of Real Estate Finance and Grants Management at HCD at 246-5170 or the TTY number 385-3578.
Public Hearings

The County will conduct public hearings to obtain the views of citizens on housing, community development and public services needs, and needs for services to be provided by community-based organizations, proposed activities, and program performance, which hearings shall be held after adequate notice, at times and locations convenient to potential and actual beneficiaries, with accommodation for persons with disabilities and non-English speaking residents.

A minimum of two public hearings will be held prior to the submission of the Consolidated Plan to HUD.

One or more public hearings will be held by the Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee at the beginning of the Consolidated Plan process to solicit citizen comments on housing and community development needs, needs for services to be provided by community-based organizations, proposed activities, and program performance.  Testimony received at this hearing will be considered by the Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee in preparing the Proposed Consolidated Plan.  In addition, the Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee may gather community input through a variety of means, such as forums and focus groups, in the development of funding priorities and criteria.

Prior to the submission of the Consolidated Plan to HUD, the Board of Supervisors will hold a public hearing on the Proposed Consolidated Plan as recommended by the Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee.

Public hearings will be held at times convenient to potential and actual beneficiaries of the programs to be funded.  Public hearings will be held in the Fairfax County Government Center Board Auditorium located at 12000 Government Center Parkway, or in other locations which are convenient to potential and actual beneficiaries, and which are accessible to persons with disabilities.  At public hearings where a significant number of non-English speaking residents are expected to participate, Fairfax County will address their needs by providing an interpreter.

Notice of public hearings on the Consolidated Plan will be advertised in a newspaper(s) of general circulation and at least one minority and non-English speaking publication 15 days prior to the date of the public hearing.  The notice will include sufficient information about the purpose of the public hearing to permit informed comment from citizens.

Notice of public hearings on the Consolidated Plan will also be advertised in all branches of the County Library system and press releases issued by the Fairfax County Office of Public Affairs.

Response to Citizen Comments

The County will prepare a summary of comments or views received from citizens in writing or orally through public hearings, focus groups, community meetings and other methods when preparing the final Consolidated Plan, and any amendments to the Plan, or the performance report and attach the summary to the final Plan or report.  In addition, provide for a timely written answer to written complaints and grievances within fifteen (15) working days, where practicable.

Written or oral comments received from citizens as a result of public hearings or other activities to gather community input held on the Consolidated Plan will be given serious consideration in the preparation of the final Plan document, amendments to the Plan, or the performance report.  A summary of the comments received from citizens, both accepted and not accepted, will be attached to the final Consolidated Plan, Plan amendments, or performance report.

Comments, complaints, or grievances concerning the Consolidated Plan should be addressed to the Division of Real Estate Finance and Grants Management, Department of Housing and Community Development, 3700 Pender Drive, Suite 300, Fairfax, Virginia 22030.

Every effort will be made to respond in writing to written complaints within 15 working days of receipt of the complaint.  If additional time is required, written notice will be provided.

Amendment of the Consolidated Plan

The County will provide criteria for determining what constitutes a substantial change in the planned or actual activities described in the approved Consolidated Plan which would require an amendment to the Plan.

The Consolidated Plan may be amended with the approval of the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors.  The County will amend the approved Plan whenever it makes one of the following decisions:

1)
To make a substantial change in its allocation priorities or a substantial change in the method of distribution of funds;

2)
To carry out an activity, using funds from any program covered by the Consolidated Plan (including program income) not previously described in the action plan; or 

3)
To substantially change the purpose, location, or beneficiaries of an activity.

In general, any substantial change or adjustment to a Consolidated Plan project budget will be treated as an amendment subject to public notice, review, and comment through the County's quarterly budget review process.  Adjustments required to Consolidated Plan project budgets will be included in the third quarter and carryover budget reviews, and will be subject to public comment during the public hearing process held on each of these reviews.

In some circumstances, Consolidated Plan program objectives may be addressed through the appropriation of funds outside of the quarterly budget review process for an activity not previously approved in the Consolidated Plan.  In such cases, public notice will be given before the Board of Supervisors is scheduled to take action on such an appropriation.

Substantive amendments to the Consolidated Plan will be publicly advertised at least 15 days prior to consideration of the amendments by the Board of Supervisors to allow time for public comment.

Adoption and Amendment of the Citizen Participation Plan

Proposed changes to the Citizen Participation Plan will be publicly advertised at least 15 days prior to the adoption or amendment of the Citizen Participation Plan by the Board of Supervisors to allow time for public comment.

The proposed revisions to the Fairfax County Citizen Participation Plan for the Consolidated Plan will become effective upon the date of the Board of Supervisors' approval for the planning and implementation process of the Consolidated Plan beginning with FY 2000.

Appendices E – Proposed CDBG Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy 
A Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy will be submitted for approval by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) in accordance with HUD’s Consolidated Plan Regulations at 24 CFR Section 91.215 (e) (2); HUD Rules and Regulations, 24 CFR Subpart C, 570.20, General Policies; 24 CFR Subpart C, 570.208, Criteria for National Objectives; and Notice CPD-96-01, CDBG Neighborhood Revitalization Strategies.   This appendix amends Section VII – Community Development and Neighborhood Development of the Five-Year Consolidated Plan and incorporates a CDBG Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy in accordance with the above regulations and guidelines.

Fairfax County’s Revitalization Program focuses on older business centers and their surrounding residential neighborhoods that have experienced physical and economic decline. Working closely with community revitalization groups in a public-private collaborative effort, the program assists areas in their return to neighborhood stability and economic competitiveness.  This Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy will address five specific areas:  Annandale, Baileys Crossroads & Seven Corners, Merrifield, Richmond Highway, and Springfield.  Two additional revitalization areas designated by the Board of Supervisors are not included as Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Areas: the Lake Anne Commercial Revitalization Area and McLean Commercial Revitalization District.  To be eligible as a Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Area, CDBG regulations state that the designated area must be primarily residential and, for Fairfax County, contain a percentage of low- and moderate-income residents that is not less than 51 percent.  These two areas did not meet the low- and moderate-income residential criterion.
The Investing in Communities Program (ICP) seeks to stimulate and leverage private-sector investment to improve public infrastructure, promote new business development and retain existing businesses to create jobs for community residents, reduce blight, enhance livability, and bolster the tax base. One of the funding sources for the ICP is the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program, which is administered by HUD to promote the revitalization of neighborhoods, the expansion of affordable housing and the increase of economic opportunities.

While the ICP has been developed to allocate CDBG funds, the program has been designed broadly to accommodate other future funding sources, as well as both public and private projects.  The ICP would be used in Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Area, and it can be used in other eligible areas.

Annandale, Bailey’s Crossroads/Seven Corners, Merrifield, Richmond Highway, Springfield Revitalization Areas

Fairfax County, Virginia

OVERVIEW

In recent years, HUD’s Office of Community Planning and Development has stressed a coordinated marshalling of resources to facilitate grantees’ abilities to engage in comprehensive community revitalization.  To this end, HUD encourages Community Development Block Grant entitlement grantees to develop comprehensive neighborhood revitalization strategies.  Through these strategies, HUD seeks to stimulate revitalization by offering certain incentives for entitlement cities and urban counties.  These strategies encourage partnerships among federal and local governments, the private sector, community organizations, and neighborhood residents, and it is through these strategies that opportunities are created that stimulate reinvestment of human and economic capital and economically  empower low-income residents.

Fairfax County’s five-year Consolidated Plan for FY 2006-2010 address revitalization program and strategies for five of the County’s commercial revitalization districts;  Annandale, Bailey’s Crossroads/Seven Corners, Merrifield, Richmond Highway and Springfield; and, Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy proposed use of funds and the Investing in Communities Program (ICP).

The County’s Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy joins the County’s revitalization policy, existing revitalization programs, and revitalization tools and incentives, described in the introduction below, to spur reinvestment in neighborhoods surrounding its revitalization districts and areas.

In order to avoid an unnecessary burden in describing its strategy in the Consolidated Plan, the County has only provided detailed information from County documents that HUD may not be familiar with so that HUD may determine that each of the criteria has been met.

INTRODUCTION

Background

Fairfax County has changed dramatically over the last 50 years.  What was once a rural community is now a major employment and economic center.  The County has been successful in attracting high-paying jobs and employees to fill those jobs.  Older areas of the County, that developed first, remain well-located, viable business centers, however, some of these older areas have become less competitive in today’s market because of aging infrastructure, small lots, less attractive buildings, visual blight, along with other factors, and their surrounding neighborhoods are also showing signs of their age.  Their adjacent residential neighborhoods were built before subdivision control ordinances were enacted and thus lack basic infrastructure and public facilities, such as sidewalks, curbs and gutters, storm sewers, upgraded utilities, and safe roadways.  As a result, these conditions contribute to the deterioration of neighborhoods, the loss of affordable housing, and the decline of property values. 

To address this, over the past 25 years, the County, in consultation with the community, has adopted policies and programs supporting efforts to revitalize its older commercial and residential areas.  The policies and programs in place underscore the County’s commitment to facilitating reinvestment in these areas, encouraging business development, promoting public and private investment and reinvestment, preserving affordable housing and preventing or eliminating the negative effects of deteriorating commercial and residential areas.  In an effort to remedy the deteriorating conditions in older, yet stable residential areas, the County has established two community and neighborhood improvement programs to preserve and improve the targeted areas by providing needed public improvements.  To date, the County has completed planned public improvements in approximately 45 of those neighborhoods. 

Revitalization Policy

The County recognizes that public-private partnerships for neighborhood revitalization are an important aspect of sustaining countywide social and economic vitality and for managing change, and, in 2002, with input from the community, the Board of Supervisors adopted a Revitalization Policy.  This policy joined earlier Board actions concerning the County’s older neighborhoods.

To achieve the goals outlined in the Revitalization Policy, the County is engaged in a variety of programs and initiatives designed to revitalize older commercial centers of the County.  Together these revitalization programs and initiatives seek to sustain the economic vitality and quality of life in older commercial centers and adjacent neighborhoods.  They are designed to improve the economic climate and encourage private and public investment and reinvestment in these areas.  In order to be successful, the revitalization efforts involve all segments of the community including businesses, property owners, residents, local revitalization committees and adjacent neighborhood and civic associations.  A strong neighborhood-serving commercial area will, in turn, ensure the continued viability of its surrounding residential areas.

Revitalization Programs

The programs in place to encourage revitalization include the Commercial Revitalization Program, Streetscape Improvement Program, Blight Abatement Program, Façade Improvement Program, and Tax Abatement Program, along with a host of regulatory and financial tools and incentives.  On the residential side, there are the Strengthening Neighborhoods/Building Communities, Blight Abatement, Community Improvement, Neighborhood Improvement, Home Improvement Loan, Home Repair for the Elderly, and First Time Home Buyers Programs, including the Neighborhood Revitalization Finance Program.

Commercial Revitalization Program.   The Commercial Revitalization Program provides technical and staff assistance to designated areas, and coordinates commercial revitalization policies, programs and projects among participating County agencies.  

Streetscape Improvement Program.   The Streetscape Improvement Program improves the image and appearance of the designated areas through provision of decorative sidewalks, street and pedestrian lighting, trash receptacles, plantings, and kiosks.  

Façade Improvement Program.  The Façade Improvement Program provides financial and technical assistance to property owners along the Richmond Highway to improve the appearance of their buildings and parking lots.  Utilizing information gained by the Richmond Highway pilot and subsequent façade improvement projects, guidelines are currently being developed for an Annandale Revitalization District Façade Improvement Project implementation.  The Tax Abatement Program encourages property owners of buildings older than twenty-five years in commercial revitalization areas to make physical improvements to their structures.

Blight Abatement Program.  The Blight Abatement Program (BAP) takes advantage of Virginia General Assembly legislation passed in 1995 empowering local jurisdictions to enact spot blight abatement programs to address conditions which meet the definition of “blighted” as defined in the Code of Virginia. In Virginia State Code 36-49.1:1 the term blight is very broadly defined.  To narrow the term “blight”, the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors established that a property must meet “ALL” of the following criteria to be considered blighted.

1.
It has been vacant and/or boarded for at least one year.

2.
It has been the subject of documented complaints.

3.
It is no longer being maintained for useful occupancy.

4.
It is dilapidated or lacks normal maintenance and upkeep.

Since the Blight Abatement Program’s inception in November of 1996, it has been amended one time on July 1, 1998, to streamline the process and the time it takes to process a case for blight and allow for the collection of the monies expended for blight abatement to be collected through the tax provisions.

The initial focus of the BAP was on the Route One corridor in areas that are included in the Richmond Highway Revitalization District.  A total of 46 blighted properties within the Revitalization District have been abated to date and there are two cases currently active.  There are currently four active cases in other Revitalization districts or areas.  Since inception, a total of 680 properties, county-wide, have been referred to the program, 480 were determined to meet program criteria and 333 have been abated.  Most of the abatements throughout the county have been the result of property owner compliance and very few properties have actually been demolished by the BAP. This proactive program ensures that neighborhoods with affordable housing remain viable attractive neighborhoods.

Community and Neighborhood Improvement Programs.  The Community and Neighborhood Improvement Programs have been in place in Fairfax County since the 1970’s in order to bring low-and moderate-income residential neighborhoods with affordable housing stock up to current codes and standards, to eliminate and prevent slums and blighted areas, to expand, improve, and provide needed public facilities, to provide handicap accessibility, and to provide and preserve the affordable housing stock.  The public improvement projects range from road and storm drainage improvements to community centers, group homes, senior citizens’ centers, recreational areas, and housing rehabilitation.

Home Improvement Loan Program.  The Home Improvement Loan Program (HILP), established in 1976, recognized that older neighborhoods were facing severe property maintenance issues.   Loans made through the program were initially available only in areas that had been designated as “conservation areas” by the Board of Supervisors.  The HILP program has been successful in the conservation areas not only by the direct provision of loans to low-and moderate-income citizens but, as a result of the rejuvenated appearance of the homes improved through HILP assistance, encouraging all the neighbors to renovate and improve their homes, thereby preserving affordable housing stock.  Although HILP efforts in the conservation areas have been largely successful over the past 27 years, the number of neighborhoods that have been addressed through this program is only a fraction of the neighborhoods in the county that are now over 25 years old. 

Strengthening Neighborhoods and Building Community.  The County’s Strengthening Neighborhoods and Building Community (SNBC) initiative was begun in 2001 when agency directors and other key agency representatives from 15 county agencies came together to analyze the issue of aging and changing neighborhoods and devise programs for addressing the major component issues.  A sub-group of the SNBC was formed to assess property maintenance issues (PMG). The PMG has delved into the complaints databases of the Health Department, Planning and Zoning, and the Office of the Fire Marshall.  GIS mapping of the complaints has resulted in the ability to identify those sub-census tracts that have a higher than average number of complaints.    

Neighborhood Revitalization Pilot Program.  The Neighborhood Revitalization Pilot Program targets six sub-census tracts contiguous to the Springfield Revitalization Area commercial core for a Neighborhood Revitalization pilot program.  The identified census tracts in Springfield are comprised of predominately single-family homes built in the 1960’s, but also contain some multifamily affordable housing. These neighborhoods are not part of a homeowners association. The selection of the Central Springfield area was based on the presence of a strong civic association, the age of the housing stock and the proximity to the Springfield Revitalization District.  The pilot program is designed to foster improved community relationships and resolve property maintenance issues within the target area. 

The Neighborhood Revitalization Pilot program involves several outreach and coordination efforts with the local community.  The program is designed to include meetings with community-based nonprofits and faith communities.  The Central Springfield area contains numerous faith communities.  Many of these churches have multiple congregations to serve the ethnically diverse population.  Outreach efforts are currently underway, in coordination with the Springfield Civic Association (SCA). A workshop on property maintenance was held in early 2004.  The workshop was jointly sponsored by the SCA and Fairfax County and was hosted by Grace Presbyterian Church.

The essential elements of the Neighborhood Revitalization Pilot Program outreach efforts are:   

· Promote the need for business community involvement with Neighborhood Revitalization to local lending institutions and cooperatively develop new lending approaches to provide revitalization funding to homeowners of all income levels.

· Work through the HCD staff to dialogue with the G-7, a community-based group that advises on commercial revitalization issues in the seven revitalization areas. 

· Work with the Department of Tax Administration to establish a five-year base trend line of property assessments in the target neighborhoods showing the values and appreciation relative to the county as a whole.

· Finalize a course on Home Maintenance (to be offered on a bi-lingual basis) with appropriate visual and physical aids and seek involvement of the home improvement contractor and supplier business community in this educational effort.

· Through the Strengthening Neighborhoods and Building Community (SNBC) Strategy Team, its Springfield Community Resource Team, and the Property Maintenance Workgroup, identify specific streets/micro neighborhoods with substantial records of complaints for property maintenance issues.

· Provide ongoing linkage between the Neighborhood Specialist and inspectors assigned to the target area by Zoning Enforcement and the Health Department and provide for joint inspection efforts.

· In coordination with the Springfield Civic Association, develop and implement outreach plans for the identified neighborhoods. These efforts will include supporting annual neighborhood cleanup days, developing standard packages for such improvements as landscaping, replacement windows, siding and doors, etc.

· Develop relationships with community-based nonprofit organizations to enhance county outreach efforts.

· Develop a targeted marketing program for the existing Home Improvement Loan Program using direct mail and a door to door approach by the new staff person.

The Community and Neighborhood Improvement Programs are driven by the communities themselves.  Successful implementation of the public improvement projects depends largely on the involvement, dedication, and hard work of the residents and/or property owners of each neighborhood.  Community participation is, thus, an integral part of the success and effectiveness of both programs.  Implementation of a project starts with an expression of interest from the community and moves through a number of stages, all of which involve active citizen participation – namely, project eligibility, neighborhood screening, project selection, community planning, detailed design and engineering, land acquisition, and construction.  Throughout implementation, from predevelopment through construction, County staff manages the projects in a collaborative, open process that relies heavily on citizen volunteers and active community involvement, building upon years of coordinated efforts between the County and the communities and/or nonprofit organizations. 

Revitalization Tools and Incentives

In spite of the programs in place, significant reinvestment was not occurring, so the County added incentives to attract investors, developers, and businesses to its older areas that may not otherwise attract investment, or that may not attract the level or quality development desired by the community.  The County, in consultation with the local revitalization organizations, identified incentives frequently used elsewhere to encourage revitalization.  This effort resulted in the development of financial and regulatory tools for use in the County’s revitalization areas.  Some of the tools are already in place and serve as effective revitalization instruments.  Others are in development and will come on line once developed. Reference www.fcrevit.org for detailed review of current and emergent financial, tax, and development revitalization incentives.

Together, the revitalization incentives stimulate business development, promote public and private investment and reinvestment and prevent or eliminate deterioration of affordable housing stock in surrounding residential neighborhood areas.  In concert with other community programs and infrastructure improvements, the incentives strive to foster a sense of place unique to the area and contribute to the social and economic well-being of the community and the County.

THE NEIGHBORHOOD REVITALIZATION STRATEGY

Relationship to Existing Strategies and Programs

The County’s commercial revitalization strategy is to provide incentives to developers to reinvest in the County’s targeted areas, thereby bolstering the neighborhood-serving commercial area, stabilizing the surrounding residential communities, preserving existing affordable housing stock and maximizing the leverage of limited public funds.  

Complementing the County’s commercial revitalization strategy is its residential revitalization strategy that encourages the preservation and improvement of older, yet stable, affordable residential neighborhoods that may be threatened by deterioration.  

To strengthen these existing programs and to make its approach more comprehensive, the County has developed a Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy.  This Strategy proposes that five commercial revitalization districts and their surrounding residential neighborhoods be designated as a Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Area for use of CDBG funds and HUD incentives to further enhance its comprehensive approach to the economic issues of these areas.   The Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Area includes the Annandale, Bailey’s Crossroads/Seven Corners, Merrifield, Richmond Highway and Springfield communities.  

The strategy provides a coordinated approach to the use of funds included in the County’s newly established Investing in Communities Program (See Appendix G.) in order to leverage limited resources and accomplish revitalization goals.  This strategy will also complement existing strategies and programs for residential and commercial revitalization including the First Time Home Buyer, Home Improvement Loan, Community Improvement, Neighborhood Improvement, and Property Pride Programs, the newly created Neighborhood Outreach Pilot Program created to identify a model for neighborhood preservation, improvement and resident involvement in neighborhoods without a homeowners’ associations and to encourage public-private partnerships and reinvestment in older neighborhoods.  

The neighborhood strategy will focus on using public funds to leverage private sector investment to improve public infrastructure, promote new business development and jobs, retain existing businesses, reduce blight, enhance livability, and bolster the tax base to ensure the County’s ability to provide public services.  The result will be the creation of meaningful jobs for the unemployed and low- and moderate-income residents of the area, preservation of affordable housing opportunities for nearby residents, as well as activities to promote the substantial revitalization of the County’s neighborhoods.

Purpose of the Strategy

The County’s Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy takes advantage of the final Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) rule published by the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) in November 1995 authorizing CDBG entitlement grantees to develop a comprehensive approach to address economic development needs in a particular neighborhood with their community.  Through approval of this plan by HUD, the County would make available funds in its newly approved Investing in Communities Program to leverage funds allocated to that program to achieve private reinvestment in revitalization areas, a key component of it neighborhood revitalization strategy.

The implementation philosophy behind the Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy is that well-planned community-supported public intervention actions in revitalization areas will result in a higher quality of life for the County’s citizens and encourage flourishing, vibrant communities.  By encouraging the highest quality mixed-use development in the County’s older community business centers, with the necessary public and private support systems, the full potential of the areas can be attained while preserving the affordable residential neighborhoods that surround the business districts and creating a full range of jobs for local residents.  The vision will result in communities in which people want to live, work, and walk to shopping and entertainment uses, all in an environment less dependent on vehicular transportation.  People in nearby contiguous residential areas will also benefit by having attractive walking access to their town centers where their retail and entertainment needs can be satisfied and their lives enriched by the provision of community activities and services.

Benefits of Designation

The County and its residents benefit from new development that provides public amenities, public facilities, infrastructure improvements, and new jobs.  Developers and property owners benefit through an increase in allowable intensity of development for both commercial and residential uses, making their projects economically viable.  Older communities, with their inherent difficulty in affecting property consolidation and attracting reinvestment, must have a planning environment that creates incentives for innovation and imaginative proposals.   It is the intent of the County’s actions to create such an environment in order for revitalization objectives to be achieved.

In addition, formal approval of a Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy designation will enhance the flexibility in undertaking economic development activities with CDBG funds:

1. Jobs created under the Strategy are considered to meet the CDBG program’s low and moderate-income benefit requirements because the project itself is considered to have an area benefit.  That means the County and businesses in the area do not have to undertake extensive record keeping and income qualifications for each person they hire and/or interview as they implement a CDBG funded economic development project.  They just need to track the number of jobs created/retained.

2. Economic development activities undertaken in the Strategy are exempt from aggregate public benefit standards.  These standards, which are found at 24 CFR 570.209(b), require that CDBG funded activities either a) create or retain one full-time job for each $35,000 in CDBG funds used, or b) provide services to an area so that the number of  low-and moderate-income persons served equals at least one person per $350 of CDBG funds used.  This increases flexibility and decreases administrative burdens.

3. Fairfax County may track scattered site housing units developed under the strategy as one unit.  This gives the County greater flexibility in applying the LMI national objective.

4.
All public services offered in the neighborhood are exempt from the fifteen (15) percent public services cap.  However, those services must be offered by a Community-Based Development Organization (CBDO).

BOUNDARIES 

The grantee must identify the neighborhood’s boundaries for which the strategy applies.  All areas within those boundaries must be contiguous.

Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Area Boundary

The County Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Area includes the areas of Annandale, Bailey’s Crossroads/Seven Corners, Merrifield, Richmond Highway, and Springfield.  All are older areas of the County that show signs of disinvestment and decline.

Sub-Area Boundaries

Annandale

The Annandale neighborhood includes Fairfax County Census Block Groups 450702, 450703, and 452201, and the Annandale commercial area, located in the heart of the Annandale residential community.  The commercial area is oriented to the Little River Turnpike and Columbia Pike corridors, between Medford Drive and Evergreen Lane.  At the center of the area are the intersections with Little River Turnpike of Annandale/Ravensworth Roads and Columbia Pike/Backlick Road. The Annandale Revitalization Area is surrounded by numerous older, yet stable residential areas, including four community improvement areas (Accotink Heights, Fairdale, Wilburdale, and Wynfield).   These neighborhoods, that consist predominantly of single-family homes, have been improved with public facilities, such as road, storm drainage and sidewalk improvements, in an effort to stabilize and preserve them as affordable residential areas.  

Bailey’s Crossroads/Seven Corners

The Bailey’s Crossroads/Seven Corners neighborhood includes Fairfax County Census Block Groups 451401, 451402, 451501, 451601, 451602, 451603, 451504, 452701, 452804, 452802, and 452803, and the approximately 530-acre business center located at the interchange of Leesburg (Route 7) and Columbia (Route 244) Pikes and fanning out along these major arterial streets.  Seven Corners neighborhood includes the business center considered the gateway to Fairfax County from both Arlington County and the City of Falls Church.  Its commercial district surrounds the intersection of three of the region’s major commuter routes:  Arlington Boulevard, Leesburg Pike (Route 7), and Wilson Boulevard/Sleepy Hollow Drive (Route 613).  The coming together of these major routes forms the multi-cornered intersection from which the commercial area gets its name.    

The Bailey’s Crossroads/Seven Corners Revitalization Area is surrounded by numerous older, yet stable residential areas, including two neighborhood improvement areas (Bailey’s and James Lee) and four community improvement areas (Bel Air, Courtland Park, Greenway Downs, and Hillwood).  Most of these six neighborhoods, that consist predominantly of single-family homes, have been improved with public facilities, such as road, storm drainage and sidewalk improvements, in an effort to stabilize and preserve them as affordable residential areas.

Merrifield

The Merrifield neighborhood includes Fairfax County Census Block Group 440201, and the commercial area located south of I-66, north of Woodburn Road, west of Holmes Run, and east of Long Branch Stream Valley and Prosperity Avenue.  The area is served by the Dunn Loring-Merrifield Metro Station, and has regional and local access from I-66, I-495, Route 29, Route 50, and Gallows Road.  The Merrifield Revitalization Area is surrounded by numerous older, yet stable residential areas, not one of which has participated in either the community or neighborhood improvement program. 
Richmond Highway

The Richmond Highway neighborhood includes Fairfax County Census Block Groups 430401, 420503, 420601, 420602, 415102, 421401, 421402, 421403, 415401, 421501, 421502, 415501, 421601, 421602, 421603, 416001, 421703, 421802, and 421801, and the commercial and residential neighborhoods extending along the Corridor for nearly 7 1/2 miles from the boundary of the City of Alexandria on the north to Fort Belvoir and Woodlawn Plantation on the south.  The Richmond Highway Revitalization Area is surrounded by numerous older, yet stable residential areas, including four neighborhood improvement areas (Fairhaven, Huntington, Gum Springs, and Jefferson Manor) and ten community improvement areas (Bucknell Heights, Calvert Park, Engleside, Groveton, Hybla Valley Farms, Memorial Heights, Mount Vernon Manor, Mount Zephyr, New Alexandria, and Plymouth Haven).  Most of these fourteen neighborhoods, which consist predominantly of single-family homes, have been improved with public facilities, such as road, storm drainage and sidewalk improvements, in an effort to stabilize and preserve them as affordable residential areas.  

Springfield

The Springfield neighborhood includes Fairfax County Census Block Group 430603, and the Springfield Community Business Center located in the northwest and southwest quadrants of the intersection of I-95 (Shirley Highway) and Route 644 (Old Keene Mill Road).  The portion of the commercial area north of Old Keene Mill Road is linked to the southeast side of I-95 and the commercial uses located there by the Veterans Bridge.  The Springfield Revitalization District is surrounded by numerous older, yet stable residential areas, two of which have participated in the Community Improvement Program (Beverly Forest and Shirley Park).  These two neighborhoods, that consist of predominantly single-family homes, have been improved with public facilities, such as road, storm drainage and sidewalk improvements, in an effort to stabilize and preserve them as affordable residential areas. 
DEMOGRAPHIC CRITERIA

The Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Area consists of the sub-areas described below. The designated area must be primarily residential and contain a percentage of low- and moderate-income residents that is equal to the “upper quartile percentage” (as computed by HUD pursuant to 24 CFR 570.208(a)(1)(ii)) or 70 percent, whichever is less but, in any event, not less than 51 percent.

Sub Area Demographics

Annandale

The Annandale area includes nearly 170 acres with a scattering of residential uses and more than two million square feet of retail, office, and public uses built or renovated between the 1940s and 1990s.  It is primarily a concentration of highway-oriented strip-commercial development, individual stores, older houses converted to commercial use, neighborhood shopping centers, and low-intensity office buildings.

The Annandale Sub-Area includes Fairfax County Census Block Groups 450702, 450703, and 452201, and represents 55% of low- and moderate-income residents equal to the “upper quartile percentage” as computed by HUD.

Bailey’s Crossroads/Seven Corners

The Bailey’s Crossroads area is characterized by neighborhood- and community-serving shopping centers as well as a variety of freestanding retail and office structures and light-industrial uses.  A number of residential neighborhoods, with housing types ranging from single-family detached to high-rise multifamily units, are found contiguous to and within the commercial area.  These include the 100-acre mixed-use Skyline Center that is a dominant feature of the area.  The Seven Corners area is seen as a gateway to Fairfax County from both Arlington County and the City of Alexandria.  The commercial area functions as a neighborhood- and community-serving commercial center.  The commercial area has developed largely as a concentration of highway-oriented, strip-commercial development and smaller shopping centers without a visual focus or a strong sense of community identity as found in many nearby residential neighborhoods.  The commercial area is dominated by the Seven Corners Shopping Center, a number of community-serving centers, individual department stores, and office buildings.  The commercial area also contains a variety of residential uses including higher density apartment complexes and townhouse neighborhoods.  It is surrounded by stable residential communities of a variety of densities.  The Seven Corners Shopping Center remains the dominant focal point within the area and is considered both locally and regionally as the “center” of Seven Corners.

The Bailey’s Crossroads/Seven Corners Sub-Area includes Fairfax County Census Block Groups 451401, 451402, 451501, 451601, 451602, 451603, 451504, 452701, 452804, 452802, and 452803, and represents 57% of  low- and moderate-income residents equal to the “upper quartile percentage” as computed by HUD.

Merrifield

The Merrifield area contains a mix of uses, including office, medical facilities, hotel, residential, light industrial, and retail.  Major land uses include the Exxon-Mobil Oil office complex, Fairview Park (a mix of office, hotel, and residential uses), the Merrifield Regional Post Office, and Inova Fairfax Hospital.

The Merrifield Sub-Area includes Fairfax County Census Block Group 440201, and represents 71% of low- and moderate-income residents equal to the “upper quartile percentage” as computed by HUD.

Richmond Highway

Land uses along the Richmond Highway Corridor are predominantly commercial and consist of uncoordinated, local serving and other commercial enterprises.  Long-standing strip-retail establishments include a variety of types and sizes of gas stations, restaurants, motels, banks, home and auto-related businesses.  More recently, office and townhouse-style residential uses have been developed along the corridor that provides quality living opportunities and new employment space.  Several community and neighborhood shopping centers located along the corridor provide visual relief from the uncoordinated, strip-commercial appearance and form the basis for four of the five Community Business Centers along the corridor.  From north to south, these shopping centers include Penn Daw Plaza, Beacon Mall, Hybla Valley, and Engleside/Woodlawn Shopping Centers.  No major department stores are located in these centers or in the Mount Vernon Planning District.  The northern part of Richmond Highway near its intersection with the Capital Beltway is the focus of the fifth commercial business center (North Gateway).  Housing types vary widely and include low density, single-family detached and townhouse residential neighborhoods to mobile home parks.  High-rise apartments and condominiums are located in the northern section of the corridor near the Huntington Metro Station.  Garden apartments comprise a significant portion of the housing units in the Mount Vernon Planning District and are primarily located on the west side of the corridor south of Beacon Mall.  An increasing number of townhouse communities have been built along the corridor and provide a transition between higher density commercial and residential uses to low density, single-family residential neighborhoods.  Richmond Highway also serves a dual purpose as a multi-functional, north-south oriented transportation route.  It carries through-commuter traffic between the southern part of Fairfax County and counties to the south and Alexandria, Arlington and Washington to the north.  It also functions as the “main street” of the Richmond Highway Corridor and serves the many commercial and residential uses located on or adjacent to it.

The Richmond Highway Sub-Area includes Fairfax County Census Block Groups 430401, 420503, 420601, 420602, 415102, 421401, 421402, 421403, 415401, 421501, 421502, 415501, 421601, 421602, 421603, 416001, 421703, 421802,  and 421801 and represents 52% of  low- and moderate-income residents equal to the “upper quartile percentage” as computed by HUD.

Springfield

The Springfield commercial area functions as a neighborhood- and community-serving retail and services center and to some extent as a regional employment center.   The commercial area is characterized by a number of shopping centers interspersed throughout the area, each center with its own large parking lot.  Freestanding structures such as banks, restaurants and office buildings occur in random locations along the internal road network of the area.  Architectural styles are diverse and there are few amenities such as plazas or visual focal points.

The Springfield Sub-Area includes Fairfax County Census Block Group 430603, and represents 52% low- and moderate-income residents equal to the “upper quartile percentage” as computed by HUD.

CONSULTATION

Fairfax County’s planning for its commercial and residential neighborhoods is a collaborative, open process building upon community participation efforts undertaken over a series of years.  Community input is gathered on a continuous basis throughout the year to allow opportunities for data gathering by various citizens, communities and County agencies, such as the lead revitalization organizations for the communities contained within the Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Area.  These organizations are broadly representative of their communities:  

Annandale Central Business District Planning Committee, Inc.

Baileys Crossroads Revitalization Corporation

Central-Springfield Area Revitalization Council

Greater Merrifield Business Association

Southeast Fairfax Development Corporation

Local elected Magisterial District Supervisors appointed representatives of the civic and business communities to work with the County to develop plans for the revitalization of their areas.  Once the plans were finalized, the Magisterial District supervisors appointed a second citizen task force to work with County staff to draft amended language to the Comprehensive Plan.  

The County’s revitalization strategy pools private and public resources to optimize revitalization results.  The addition of a seat for local revitalization organizations to Consolidated Community Funding Advisory Committee (CCFAC) in 2003 continues to fuel effective public-private partnership realization of revitalization objectives.  The Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority (FCRHA), Revitalization and Redevelopment Committee, meets approximately 10 times a year and maintains an open invitation to revitalization organizations leadership to attend; and, express comment. The Fairfax County Chamber of Commerce actively promotes revitalization incentives to the business community encouraging private-public investment to stimulate economic growth. 

Complementing the public and private initiatives to incubate and achieve district revitalization, the Investing in Communities Program actively provides funding for community projects. Revitalization staff comprehensively explains the reinvestment program, and ultimate benefits to revitalization organizations, businesses, banks and developers. The intensive staff effort is enhanced by the distribution of marketing material campaigning revitalization financial and regulatory incentives.  This mission will be further forwarded with completion of the development and distribution of district specific demographic marketing materials accentuating each districts unique benefits.  In tandem, the brochures will prove to be a powerful marketing tool. 

ASSESSMENT

Impediments

In each of the Sub-Areas, there are degrees of poverty, education below Countywide averages, racial and ethnic differences which propagate social tensions in some cases, and an aging population coupled with a declining younger population.   These social characteristics are exacerbated by inefficient, low-density development within the business centers, physical deterioration of many commercial buildings, absence of public space, inefficient traffic, and physical barriers to both vehicular and pedestrian movement within the area.  

Opportunities

Designation will provide a range of important benefits and physical improvement to the Area.  It will stimulate commercial reinvestment though expansion of existing business and the attraction of new businesses and new commercial and industrial jobs to the area.  It will create some new development and will accelerate development that will occur naturally.  It will provide employment opportunities for many low-to-moderate residents of the Area.  It will, indirectly and through a multiplier-effect, benefit existing retailers and merchants in the area.  By providing better employment opportunities to existing residents, it will lead to reinvestment in, and renovation of, the existing housing stock within the area.  It will cause to be completed much needed road improvements and enhancements to the transportation system throughout the area that impact the daily life of area residents.

Some specific opportunities with an approved Neighborhood Revitalization Plan include:

· Provision of employment and housing, while ensuring that development is adequately supported by transportation and public facilities improvements to offset any potentially adverse impacts of further commercial development;

· Creation of high-quality architecture and landscape design and development within nodes to encourage transit use and enhance open space; and 

· Provision of an opportunity for the commercial areas to expand their market potential.

One specific example is the Richmond Highway Sub-Area and the opportunity to accelerate, through the Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy, the goals for the area.  A goal for the Corridor is to promote revitalization and redevelopment, while maintaining an acceptable land use and transportation balance.  In 1998, approximately 3 million square feet of non-residential development existed along the corridor.  Retail uses accounted for approximately two-thirds of this total.   The Comprehensive Plan for the corridor was amended to provide for future growth and revitalization in the corridor to provide greater land use flexibility as a way to encourage revitalization.  A new land use approach was developed to manage this potential that could exceed 10.5 million square feet and 6,100 dwellings.  There was anticipated to be a short-term market opportunity for approximately 230,000 square feet of new office, restaurant and retail uses, in addition to an extended stay hotel and approximately 750 dwellings within a five year horizon.  But, that was not realized.  It could come closer to being met with the Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy in place to leverage limited public dollars through significant private investment against the Investing in Communities Program.  In addition to economic development, this translates directly into an increase in jobs and housing for the area.

Add to this the fact that the Richmond Highway Corridor is envisioned to contain five Community Business Centers that provide community-serving retail, residential, and mixed uses as well as serve as focal points along the corridor.  From north to south, the Community Business Centers are:  North Gateway, Penn Daw, Beacon/Groveton, Hybla Valley/Gum Springs, and Woodlawn.  Areas between these business centers are classified as Suburban Neighborhoods.  Densities in the Comprehensive Plan recommendations reflect the recognition that medium density and intensity development provides an opportunity to achieve a high standard of urban design, and to integrate office, residential, hotel, and retail uses.  Throughout the Community Business Centers, provision of space for small business, particularly the ground floor of multifamily residential or office buildings is encouraged.  Along Richmond Highway, uses in neighborhood areas include predominantly residential use, but may also include neighborhood-serving retail and mixed-uses among others.  

ECONOMIC EMPOWERMENT – THE FAIRFAX COUNTY NEIGHBORHOOD REVITALIZATION STRATEGY

There must be a realistic development strategy and implementation plan to promote the area’s economic progress focusing on activities to create meaningful jobs for the unemployed and low- and moderate-income residents of the area (including jobs created by HUD-assisted efforts) as well as activities to promote the substantial revitalization of the neighborhood.

Fairfax County encourages and facilitates the revitalization of older commercial and residential areas of the County where present conditions warrant.  Revitalization initiatives encourage business development, promote public and private investment and reinvestment and seek to prevent or eliminate the negative effects of deteriorating commercial and industrial areas.  Revitalization efforts work in concert with other community programs and infrastructure improvements and strive to foster a sense of place unique to each area, thereby contributing to the social and economic well-being of the community and the County.

Goal:  To foster a sense of place unique to each neighborhood area, thereby contributing to the social and economic well-being of the community and the County.

Objective 1:  Encourage community reinvestment in older commercial areas and their adjacent neighborhoods that have experienced or are on the verge of experiencing economic or infrastructure decline.

Action a.  Continue effective and sustainable partnerships between the County, local revitalization groups, and the community.  
Action b.  Encourage on-going project and program initiatives and leadership to emanate from the local area revitalization groups.

Action c.  Develop revitalization strategies that have a high probability of success and sustainability because of their economic viability and recognition of market conditions affecting future economic growth.  These revitalization strategies should promote the social and economic well-being of the area.

Action d.  Establish criteria that will enable the County/community partnership to identify areas for revitalization and to prioritize the needs of designated revitalization areas.

� Conservation and Redevelopment  areas are neighborhoods that have been identified by the Board of Supervisors as in need of preservation, rehabilitation, or reconstruction, and for which a Conservation or Redevelopment Plan has been formally adopted by the Board of Supervisors.  This enables the FCRHA to undertake specific activities in that neighborhood.  A “Redevelopment Area” is appropriate for those areas characterized by conditions of blight and deterioration, and other conditions preventing proper development which require major land acquisition, clearance and reconstruction.  “Conservation Areas” are characterized by less severe conditions of blight and deterioration than Redevelopment Areas, and the emphasis is on preserving and improving most existing land uses and buildings. A “Rehabilitation District” is used for areas adjacent to approved Conservation Areas that are deteriorating, or may deteriorate, and the FCRHA may take action to prevent further deterioration and the spread of blight. There are 12 designated Conservation Areas, three designated Redevelopment Areas, and three Rehabilitation Districts in the County.
