Thursday, November 6th, 2008 
PSIC Grants GIS Needs - Group Discussion
Jack Markey, the Project Manager of the MD PSIC grant involving GIS was not available so Marshall Stevenson (Frederick County), Tom Conry (Fairfax County) and Martha Kile (MWCOG) shared their knowledge of the project status. 
The project is in the conceptual stage. They want to make it fit what people want to consume. They plan to exchange data views, not necessarily to exchange the actual data. They are trying to determine if datasets need to be tightly integrated or if we only need a common operational view.
Tom Conry pointed out that now is the time to get the data ready on our end.

Mr. Pickle and Ms. Miele presented the Titan Geo Hub data viewing tool. Titan GeoHub establishes secure networks of geospatial authors & consumers sharing data. It allows for data security and immediate publishing of data.  It allows consumers to view up-to-date data, and to create mash ups with a variety of data to create a common operational picture. Users do not need to download data so it is faster than traditional file transfer methods. Titan GeoHub is a caching proxy server that enables permission-based access.

Q - How does it deal with versioning?
A – Instant messenger is built in, the served data is automatically updated, and instant messaging can be use to alert people to the fact that it was changed.

Q – How fast is this with terabytes of data?
A – Not a problem.
Q- Can it integrate Raster and Vector data?
A- Yes.
Barney Krucoff: Everything is turned into a Web Map Service.
Roger Barlow: If it still acted like vector data, for flow modeling and airport noise, it would be amazing.

DC OCTO will be experimenting with this and will let the group know the results.

Here are step by step instructions for downloading the free TITAN client software from the ERDAS Website.  The client will enable you to access and share data (up to 10 files or 10 gb) for either “public” access (anyone on the network can see the data) or “no permissions” (only you can see the data).  
(1) Go to www.erdas.com 

(2) Next go to the “Products” tab at the top of the page and click “Connect”.

(3) Scroll down to “ERDAS TITAN Client” on the left side of the screen.  

(4) Within the Product/ERDAS TITAN Client page, go to the Downloads tab

(5) From here Download the ERDAS TITAN Client.

(6) After running the software, an ERDAS TITAN 2009 icon will appear on your desk top.

(7) When you click into the client the first time, you will be asked to register.

The Maryland addressing project is complete. ESRI supplied ArcGIS Server to all the jurisdictions that did not have it. This is not integrated with Maryland iMap – the Maryland statewide base map. Maryland iMap is not yet released to the public. Most jurisdictions have the addresses updated monthly. There is no edge matching. This is done using map services and geodatabase services.  There is no QA/QC of the data received. They will set up a SharePoint so the counties can talk to each other. They used ESRI’s Data Interoperability workbench to Extract, Transform and Load.
