The states in the Washington, DC-MD-VA nonattainment area made a commitment in the State Implementation Plan (“Severe Area SIP”) submitted in February 2004 to conduct a Mid-Course Review by the end of 2004. The MidCourse Review is intended to show the progress being made to improve air quality in the nonattainment area and the efforts underway to assure that all necessary steps are taken to reach the federal health standard for the one-hour ozone standard by 2005.  The states committed to submit the MidCourse Review to EPA by December 31, 2004.

This month EPA is expected to publish its final Clean Air Interstate Rule, a regulation addressing multipollutants. EPA plans to promulgate CAIR because the Clear Skies Initiative legislation proposed by the Administration has been held up in Congress. Staff will provide an overview of the Clean Air Interstate Rule, the Clear Skies Initiative and the Jeffords bill, and compare these to the Ozone Transport Commission’s proposed multipollutant policy.  Legislative initiatives in Maryland and Virginia will be discussed by their proponents. Tad Aburn will discuss the OTC multipollutant strategy.

In June EPA designated the Washington, DC-MD-VA region as in moderate nonattainment for the 8-hour ozone standard. The Technical Advisory Committee organized a Control Measures Workgroup in October to develop control measures to meet the 8-hour standard. The Control Measures Workgroup is establishing a list of priority measures designed to provide meaningful reductions and that are technically viable. The process is expected to take several months.
