In January, COG’s Homeless Services Planning and Coordination Committee conducted the fifteenth enumeration of the homeless in metropolitan Washington. This annual enumeration is part of an ongoing effort to monitor and report on the number of people found on the streets, in emergency shelters, in transitional and permanent supportive housing, or otherwise homeless and in need of a safe shelter. Mr. Ferrell will present the results of the 2015 count of homeless persons in the Washington region.

Following Mr. Ferrell’s presentation, Ms. Greenwalt will discuss the recent regional compact signed between the District of Columbia, Prince George’s County and Montgomery County, Maryland to foster collaboration and improve efforts to end homelenessness.  Ms. Greenwalt will also share highlights of the District of Columbia’s recently released strategic plan to end homelessness.

Attorneys from the law firm of Hogan Lovells US LLP, in partnership with the Washington Lawyers’ Committee for Civil Rights and Urban Affairs, published the report titled, Unfulfilled Promises: Affordable Housing in Metropolitan Washington in June 2014.  This report evaluates the operation and efficacy of some of the most promising tools and programs currently in use in the metropolitan Washington region, with the aim of identifying some of the best options for meeting the critical need for more affordable housing in our region.  Representatives from the team of authors will present the key findings from the report.

In response to the findings presented in the report, Unfulfilled Promises, Committee members Chapman, Leventhal, Miller, Nadeau, Tierney and Chair Tejada will share examples of best practices and current challenges in meeting the affordable housing needs in her/his jurisdiction.  Committee members Chapman, Leventhal, Miller, Nadeau, Tierney and Chair Tejada will also lead the committee in a discussion of what actions the region should consider taking to address the growing need for housing affordable to people with a range of incomes.
