MWCOG GIS Data Sub-Committee Meeting Notes
Monday November 7, 2005 10:00 am

1. Initial Minimum Essential Data Set (see presentation MEDSSummary)
Martha Kile summarized what is available from each Jurisdiction to be included in the Initial Minimum Essential Data Set. There was some confusion as to the definition of “Intelligent Place Names”, many jurisdictions do not have Place Name layers. USGS had a Geographic Place Names database. The subcommittee decided to ask for landmarks in addition to place names. Caroline Molivadas (DC) has information on Helipads that she will forward to Martha Kile. The group decided to ask for Metadata for each of the layers in the initial minimum dataset. If the jurisdiction has metadata, they can submit it in whatever format they use, if not they can populate a general metadata form that Patrick Callahan will forward to Martha Kile.
Comments:

We need to start thinking about what comes next – a second round of layers for the minimum essential data set including evacuation routes.

We need to understand if funding is available for data acquisition where we have holes in the Initial Minimum Essential Data Set.

2. Regional Data Sharing Agreement 

Martha Kile discussed the Draft Regional Data Sharing Agreement (see Draft MOA for Initial MEDS). This data sharing agreement is designed to be inclusive to all of the COG members as well as the non-COG members that participate on the GIS Committee. USGS is included as the Federal Government representative. This agreement refers specifically to the layers included in the Initial Minimum Essential Data Set. The agreement specifies that the Initial Minimum Data is licensed through MWCOG.
Comments:

The agreement needs to be more general to cover all data that may be exchanged over a hub.

There needs to be a FOUO (For Official Use Only) clause in the agreement so that USGS is not obligated to share it with the public.

Conclusions:

Roger Barlow will check into the FOUO clause.

Martha Kile will write a more general MOA for additional data sharing.
3. Next Steps:
Street Information:
In Fairfax County, they are collecting attributes for automatic vehicle routing, including turn restrictions and overpass heights.

DC has done turn restrictions and some heights, it is not yet a fully functioning feature class.

Montgomery County mobilized fire personnel to put together a database, it took a year to do it.

Imagery:

Tom Conry – LIDAR is available from NGA it is between Ft. Belvoir and Fort Detrick.

The 3D modeling in Pictometry is looking good, but to may be awhile before it is operational 

USGS will have 3 meter bare earth LIDAR publicly available.
