CITY OF FAIRFAX

The city will be maintaining its Round 5.3 CAZ numbers for Round 6, for the fol​lowing reasons.

The CAZ population numbers closely approximate the overall city projections.  Discrepancies in those two sets of num​bers can be attributed to the differences in actual boundaries of the CAZs and the city.  (The Massey Com​plex is included within the city's CAZs but is not within the city's jurisdictional boundaries.  Con​versely, several neighborhoods within the northern city bound​aries are not included as part of the city's CAZ area.)  While some of Fairfax Coun​ty's offic​es have moved / are moving into the new county facili​ty, judicial center activities are expanding and the complex will con​tinue to house county safety services personnel.  The city is more than 97 per​cent devel​oped, which means there is little land area left for large-scale projects.

POTENTIAL FOR COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT
A majority of existing commercial space within  


the city is developed to limits of the Zoning Code.  Overbuilding of com​mercial space throughout the region in the early 1980s has resulted in a glut of available commercial space.  Therefore, substantial structural expansion of exist​ing properties or new commercial con​struction is not likely in the near future.  During the last five years, changes in commercial space and tenant mix have resulted from tenant turnover and exterior and interior remodeling.

POTENTIAL FOR RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT

Several existing large vacant parcels are shown on the Future Land Use Plan as residential and mixed use.  All but one of these areas (the Farr Tract) have some type of land use development application on file. Construction in these areas was included in the overall city projections.  Opportunity for other resi​dential development is limited to minor in-fill development, which may be poten​tially offset by demolitions.
