Call to Order/Approval of July 28, 2005 Meeting Highlights

Maurice Keys, DDOT, chaired this meeting.  The September 22nd meeting highlights were approved as submitted.

Update on CONAANDA

George Nichols, COG/DEP presented this item. Mr. Nichols reported that the last full CONAANDA meeting was held September 14th.   He then informed the Subcommittee that the September meeting was a short meeting for the purpose of discussing the Notice of Proposed Rule Making (NPRM) on General Aviation for the National Defense Airspace, and its impact on general aviation in the region. Mr. Nichols further explained that the Committee agreed not to take any action on this issue because it was a security issue and would not affect the recommendations of the Part 150 Study. Mr. Nichols then informed the Subcommittee that the next CONAANDA meeting was scheduled for December 14th. He also reported that at the December meeting, the Chair would like to take another look at the implementation schedule for the Part 150 and Helicopter studies, including reconstituting the Helicopter Users Group.

2005 Air Passenger Survey
Bob Griffiths and Abdul Mohammed, COG/DTP, presented this item. Mr. Griffiths began by informing the Subcommittee that the draft report for the 2005 Air Passenger Survey would be delayed for a few more days. He then reported that the survey data file had been completed except for geocoding. He further explained that initial geocoding of trip origin data was completed at the County level but not yet at the Transportation Analysis Zone (TAZ) level. Mr. Griffiths then distributed and discussed a handout including tables showing results from the 2005 Air Passenger Survey. The data items that he reported on included the following: Airport Used, Most Important Reason for Choosing Airport Used, Preferred Airport, Trip Purpose, Ground Trip Origin, and Mode of Access. Mr. Griffiths then informed the Subcommittee that the draft survey report would be sent out before the next meeting and that a significant part of the geocoding would also be completed by then.

Ground Access Element Update
Mark Rawlings, COG/TPB, presented this item. Mr. Rawlings distributed and discussed the proposed detailed work program and project schedule for update of the Regional Airport System Plan Ground Access Element. He reported on the problem statement/project background, the regional air system planning process, recent CASP program projects/inputs for ground access element update, project purpose, and the project work tasks and schedule. Mr. Rawlings concluded his update by asking that the Subcommittee submit comments on the detailed work program and schedule to staff by Friday, December 2, 2005.

Update on CASP XVIII Grant Application
Mark Rawlings, COG/TPB, presented this item. He reported that the CASP XVIII grant application was submitted to the FAA, contracts were signed and Notice to Proceed issued in August 2005. He further explained that the total budget for the grant was $309, 357, and included two projects: 1) Process Air Passenger Survey, and 2) Update Ground Access Forecast- Phase 1.
