
Census Transportation Planning Products Training 

The TPB is hosting a training on using Census Transportation Planning Products (CTPP). Access to 
census data on demographics, home and work locations, and commuting are important 
to transportation policy and planning efforts. The training, conducted by AASHTO, is chiefly aimed at 
data users at MPOs, States and Local Jurisdictions. This training is designed for anyone who works 
on long-range planning, congestion management, travel forecasting, air quality analysis, 
demographics, or GIS.   

The CTPP training session will run for two full days (August 5 and 6) and will include hands-on work in 
a computer-based setting. Participants are asked to bring their own laptop. Participants will engage in 
discussion, practice analytical skills through exercises, learn to navigate the CTPP software, and leave 
with a better understanding of what transportation data are currently available and what are the 
avoidable pitfalls to using them.
