Occoquan Model Presentation– Adil Godrej, Virginia Tech
Dr. Godrej will discuss the completion of the calibration of the PC version of the Occoquan Model that was completed in early 2004. The Model is a linked HSPF and CE-QUAL-W2 application, and the presentation will provide some background and history, the approach to doing the linked model, and will show some of the results. The Model is currently undergoing an overhaul designed to be completed in summer 2005, and the new segmentation and linkage will be discussed.

Wastewater and Stormwater Breakouts  –

The WRTC afternoon meeting will be broken up into two groups, Wastewater interest and Stormwater interest.  
The Stormwater session will concentrate on how to effectively set up or improve a jurisdiction’s SWM BMP tracking systems.  Representatives from Maryland, EPA and Virginia will be invited to participate and offer suggestions and detail progress.  Each WRTC stormwater member should be prepared to provide information on internal tracking efforts for their internal SWM BMP infrastructure.   

Stormwater Action Item:  WRTC will help COG staff to craft a memo to each jurisdiction outlining a proposed modification or improvement to their tracking program for Stormwater.  

The Wastewater breakout will discuss various security initiatives that COG & its point source members are involved in. Other subject items of note include: discussing various efforts to address ‘refractory’ nitrogen in wastewater effluent and its potential water quality implications and an update on BNR/denitrification upgrades & cost estimates.  Each participating WRTC wastewater member should be prepared to provide status information for their facilities on these areas.
