On April 7, 2005, Judge Robertson, U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia, ordered EPA to act on the state implementation plans submitted by Washington, D.C., Maryland and Virginia, by May 3, 2005.  In February EPA proposed to approve the Virginia and District of Columbia SIPs, and Maryland’s SIP conditional upon Maryland submitting a Section 185 provision. EPA plans to take the proposed action by May 3, 2005.

CAIR and OTC Multipollutant Policy

Description:


EPA promulgated the final Clean Air Interstate Rule (CAIR) in March. The rule is designed to reduce interstate transport of fine particulate matter and ozone. In June the Ozone Transport Commission will propose “CAIR Plus,” a model rule that contains quicker and deeper cuts than CAIR.  Staff will discuss the expected benefits from CAIR and the proposed OTC model rule to the Washington region.

Description:
The region is still waiting for EPA to release phase II of the 8-hour ozone implementation guidance.  Until the second phase of the guidance is released, there is uncertainty about requirements for the SIP and for attainment modeling. At this point, the planning focus is on 2009, the attainment year, because it is not clear how the Rate-of-Progress requirement will work.  For the attainment year planning, control measures need to be in place by 2007.
