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Brochure Outline: 
The Benefits of Capital Bikeshare for Developers, Property Owners and Employers
1. How Bike-sharing Works: Join, Take, Ride, Return (Repeat) 

a. Join 

i. For a day: Go to any Capital Bikeshare station and follow the directions at the kiosk. Use a credit card to join for the day. You can take a bike as many times as you'd like for 24-hours. Just swipe your credit card at any kiosk.

ii. For a Month or Year: Sign up online and we'll send you a Capital Bikeshare key and you'll have 1,100 bikes at your fingertips 24 hours a day, 365 days a year!

b. Take 

i. Day Members: When you join at a station, you'll get an unlocking code. Enter the code at any bike dock. When the green light appears, pull the handlebar firmly toward you to release the bike. 

ii. Monthly/Annual Members: Insert your key into any bike dock with an available bike. When the green light appears, pull the handlebar firmly toward you to release the bike.

c. Ride

i. Take your bike for a spin. Run an errand, grab a bite, or get to work or school. Don't forget to bring a helmet!

d. Return

i. Return the bike to any Capital Bikeshare station. Push the front wheel firmly into an empty dock. Wait for the green light to turn on so you know it's properly secured. Swipe your credit card at any kiosk when you're ready to ride again! 

2. Benefits for Developers/Property Owners/Employers/other businesses
a. Meeting requirements for Transportation Demand Management 
i. Instead of paying for a shuttle service or providing more parking, allow your tenants/employees to meet their travel needs for work, running errands or visiting friends by using Capital Bikeshare. 

1. 59% of riders have increased access to transit that is otherwise too far to walk to

c. Amenity for users that increases the value of the property and enhances the attractiveness of the employer to potential new talent.
i. Bikesharing increases access to the region’s jobs, services and amenities.

ii. Bicycling can increase exposure to storefronts and retail businesses. A study in Toronto, Ontario found that people who biked or walked to a main commercial area of the city spent more money in the area per month than people who drove there to shop.

iii. Increased cycling results in measurable health care cost savings by helping people meet recommended physical activity levels. (CDC Physical Activity and Health Report)

iv. Worker productivity gains are associated with increased cycling, including improved health and lower rates of employee absenteeism.

v. Property values may benefit from access to bikeshare. By mapping real estate transactions, researchers have been able to show that bike facilities can have positive, statistically significant impacts on home values.

vi. Adds affordable transportation options.
