RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO ISSUE A CONTRACT TO
REVISE THE DC DISASTER RESPONSE PLAN AND TO COMPLETE ALL HAZARDS
PLANNING TASKS FOR THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA HSEMA

WHEREAS, the Metropolitan Washington Council of Governments (COG) serves as the
Secretariat for the Urban Area Security Initiative for the National Capital Region; and

WHEREAS, the District of Columbia Homeland Security and Emergency Management
Agency (HSEMA) has asked COG to issue a contract for a revision of the DC Disaster Response
Plan and to complete all hazards planning tasks for DC HSEMA; and

WHEREAS, the contractor shall revise the DC Disaster Response Plan, and its support
and incident annexes, to fulfill current planning requirements of the Emergency Management
Accreditation Program, the Federal Emergency Management Agency, and the National Incident
Management System; and

WHEREAS, funding to support this work will be provided to COG by the State
Administrative Agent for the National Capital Region.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE
METROPOLITAN WASHINGTON COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS THAT:

The Executive Director, or his designee, is authorized to execute a contract to revise the DC

Disaster Response Plan and to complete all hazards planning tasks for DC HSEMA in an amount
not to exceed $250,000. No COG funds will be required.
