MWAQC Work Program and Budget for FY 2005
The MWAQC work program for FY2005 will include a new focus on coordination of local government voluntary control measures in addition to final tasks required for one-hour ozone attainment and tasks to prepare for the 8-hour attainment plan.  A Midcourse Review is a remaining SIP commitment that is due December 2004.  Staff will coordinate analysis for the midcourse review and prepare documentation for the review.

In April 2004 EPA will designate 8-hour nonattainment areas.  EPA has yet to resolve questions about the 8-hour implementation, such as the boundaries of the nonattainment area, timing of the revocation of the 1-hour ozone standard, and how transportation conformity will be determined during the transition from 1-hour to 8-hour. Since the monitor data indicates the Washington area exceeds the 8-hour ozone standard, it is expected that EPA will designate the metropolitan Washington region as in moderate nonattainment for the 8-hour standard.

 MWAQC will continue to participate in the transportation conformity process, although there are questions about how conformity will be done for the 8-hour standard. 

The 2005 work program will include the following five major tasks:

· Support for Local Government Voluntary Measures: 

In FY2004 local governments in the Washington region will be working on their commitments to reduce emissions. MWAQC staff will provide technical expertise, in cooperation with the states, to assist local governments in the development of strategies and programs to reduce emissions, and to provide a mechanism for calculating and, reporting evidence of actions taken. SIP tasks will include coordination and documentation of voluntary measures, technical support for lead agencies developing innovative voluntary measures, survey of local governments and preparation of a “Gold Book” of measures being implemented.

· MidCourse Review Analysis: 

MWAQC staff will collect air quality monitor data, inventory data and provide analysis, following EPA guidelines, for the Midcourse Review.  The states committed to providing the review to EPA by December 2004 in order to use the 2003 ozone season data in the analysis.

· SIP Revision: 

MWAQC staff will revise the SIP to add details of adopted legislation and approved regulations needed to meet state commitments to EPA and Clean Air Act requirements for Severe Area SIP. It is possible that a SIP revision will be needed due to legislative and regulatory process timing issues.  If additional SIP revisions are required for the one-hour SIP due to court decisions or new EPA regulations, work priorities may need to be re-examined. 

· 8-Hour Ozone Standard: 

MWAQC staff will begin addressing requirements for the 8-hour standard, if the region is designated nonattainment in the Spring 2004, as expected. Staff will increase public outreach efforts to inform the public about the 8-hour ozone standard and the continuing need to reduce emissions in the Washington region.

· Transportation Conformity/Mobile Emission Analysis: 

MWAQC staff will perform several tasks as part of the transportation/air quality conformity process.  TPB will propose FY 2005 Transportation Improvement Program in the spring of 2004. Staff and the Conformity Subcommittee will review proposed transportation projects, amendments to the Transportation Improvement Plan, and review and participate in the air quality conformity analysis.  Staff will provide regular briefings for the Transportation Planning Board (TPB) and TPB Technical Committee about EPA regulations and guidance as they apply to conformity in the Washington region.

Budgeting for the Work Program

The proposed FY2005 budget is $526,800, a 13% increase from the previous year.  Since the increase is needed to provide technical staff support for local government control measures and policies, it is proposed that the increase be funded by local government members. The proposed contributions for the program include 52% from COG local members, 19% from TPB; and 29% from state air agencies.

The FY2005 work program expands COG staff efforts in the area of local government outreach and technical support for local government control measures.  COG local government funds will be used to support the additional effort focused on local governments.
