

Highlights of the Aviation Technical Subcommittee Meeting held on January 26, 2006
1.
Call to Order/Approval of November 17, 2005 Meeting Highlights

Mark Rawlings, COG/DTP, chaired this meeting.  The November 17th meeting highlights were approved as submitted. 

2. 
Update on CONAANDA

George Nichols, COG/DEP presented this item. Mr. Nichols reported that the last full CONAANDA meeting was held December 14th.   He then informed the Subcommittee that the December meeting was a brief meeting held for the purpose of the Committee receiving a presentation by the D.C. Office of Planning on the Anacostia Waterfront Development, and the impact of the Anacostia departure route on the planned residences in this development. Mr. Nichols then informed the Subcommittee that the next CONAANDA meeting was scheduled for February 8th. He also reported that major agenda items for the February meeting would include an update on the FAA program, and reconstituting the Helicopter Working Group.

2005 Air Passenger Survey
Bob Griffiths and Abdul Mohammed, COG/DTP, presented this item. Mr. Griffiths began by distributing and discussing the draft report for the 2005 Air Passenger Survey. Mr. Griffiths sought insight on the significant changes between the 2002 and 2005 surveys. Specifically, he was interested in the Subcommittee’s thoughts on the big changes between 2002 and 2005 surveys for the following data items: Trip Purpose, Ground Trip Origin, Mode of Access, Resident/Non-Resident status, and Age. He further sought the Subcommittee’s thoughts as to whether these changes could be the result of a temporal/seasonal spring break phenomena or a trend. As a result of the changes between the fall 2002 survey and the spring 2005 survey, he then said that the Subcommittee may need to discuss whether to have the next survey in the fall. Mr. Griffiths then asked the Subcommittee to submit any comments on the draft report to staff by the end of February. 

Next, Abdul Mohammed distributed and discussed two handouts: 2005 Air Passenger Survey Geo-Coding Process and 2005 Air Passenger Survey Records Geo-Coding Editing Process. Mr. Griffiths then reported that staff is currently at the allocation stage of the geo-coding process. He informed the Subcommittee that sixty percent of the survey records have enough information to be assigned to a specific TAZ. He then explained the allocation process. He stated that the allocation process looks at information on records with similar data which were assigned to a TAZ for use in assigning those without information to a TAZ, using a nearest neighbor or the record that best matches.

Ground Access Element Update
Mark Rawlings, COG/TPB, presented this item. Mr. Rawlings provided the Subcommittee with an update on recent work to update the Regional Airport System Plan Ground Access Element. He reported that to date staff has completed the following: 1) Reviewed information on existing facilities and services at each of the region’s three major commercial airports, including identifying existing highway access, transit access and paratransit access to each airport; 2) Reviewed and documented current travel times to the airports, including identifying all route segments functioning at LOS E or F as inadequate ground access; 3) Reviewed Dulles Airport Vicinity Study Report, and 4) Contacted MAA regarding airport master plan and access studies and MTA regarding Greater Baltimore Bus Initiative. Mr. Rawlings then informed the Subcommittee that staff is currently reviewing projects in the CLRP to identify any projects that may improve inadequate ground access. Mr. Rawlings concluded the project update with a discussion on the schedule for completion of the project.
