EPA and the states of Maryland and Virginia have proposed expansion of existing nutrient trading programs as a tool for meeting Bay TMDL implementation goals. Mr. Jones, who has worked on Bay trading policies for WRI, will discuss the status and prospects for the establishment of an interstate trading program. Mr. Rhoderick will discuss Maryland’s recently developed Phase II trading program for nonpoint sources (Att. 4). Glenn Harvey of the Prince William County Service Authority  will discuss how the state’s Nutrient Credit Exchange Program has worked to date for wastewater plants and what will be needed to expand the program to other sources of pollution and pollution reduction efforts.
