1.  DC GIS Google Earth Implementation
Barney Krucoff – DC OCTO
DC has begun to integrate Google Earth into a variety of programs, and Mr. Krucoff presented the group with instances using DDOT Evacuation Routes, and DDOT Snow Response.  Google Earth’s free API lowers development costs, and it has 3D capabilities.  DC purchased Google Earth Enterprise edition (vs. free release) to allow them to turn off advertising on their links.  Enterprise version also allows the use of larger KML files.  They purchased 2.5 millions hits (includes each time a user pans or zooms) per year for a cost of $25K.
Their goal is for DC OCTO to have their own Google Globe, at least on DC’s WAN, that would include all 200 DC GIS data layers, and they would eventually like to do data distribution with this project to help DC decision makers see the value of DC GIS data.

2.  Pictometry Web Hosting & Jurisdictional Cross Licensing

3.  Funding Status of the Data Exchange Hub
Scott Scheurich – DEH

The PSIC Grant submissions are in from MD, VA, and DC.  Mr. Scheurich and Tom Conry have created a submission for the DEH, and they would like to make some of the funds available for the committee to put together a region-wide street centerline file.  They have earmarked $500K for this integration.

Mr. Scheurich recommended that the committee put together a formal Statement of Need for the centerline file to flush out exactly what they want to accomplish with the file.  He provided a proposed plan for developing this that includes formalizing the project with a project chart signed by the CIO’s.  The grant should come around in May, and the Statement of Need should be finalized by April.

4.  Minimum Essential Geospatial Data Set (MEGDS) Status

COG has begun to collect datasets from each county to put together an informal MEGDS for the region.  So far, data has been collected from Montgomery, Stafford, Prince George’s, Loudoun, Falls Church, Prince William, Frederick, Arlington, DC, and Alexandria.  We are still waiting on data from City of Fairfax, Fairfax County, and City of Manassas.  As a next step, COG will organize as much of this data as possible into a single ArcGIS MXD file and eventually provide this data back to the regional GIS managers.
