RESOLUTION TO APPROVE REVISED POTOMAC REGIONAL EDUCATION PARTNERSHIP (PREP) WORK PROGRAM AND BUDGET
WHEREAS, the Metropolitan Washington Council of Governments (COG) has continuing interest in supporting regional collaborations for educational reform and economic development; and 

WHEREAS, the Potomac Regional Education Partnership (PREP) is working with the region’s Local Education Administrations (LEAs) and Institutions of Higher Education (IHEs) as well as the business community to support that mission; and

WHEREAS, PREP’s current regional collaborative efforts include meetings and conferences of the region’s stakeholders as well as projects supporting education reform; and

WHEREAS, PREP is projected to see an estimated $260,000 in grant revenues in FY 2005 for after school programs for students and technology training for teachers in low performing schools, and also for teacher recruitment.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF the Metropolitan Washington Council of Governments THAT:
The Executive Director or his designee is authorized to revise the PREP FY 2005 work program and budget to include an estimated $260,000 in grant revenues and to reprogram up to $50,000 in COG funding support from currently budgeted FY 2004 and FY 2005 funds. No new COG funds are required.
