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1. Welcome (5)
Participants introduced themselves.

2. Power Backup Demo 
Eastern Region Manager of  Quixote Corporation, D J Dalfonso,  made the presentation on Battery Back-up System for traffic control application. PowerBack  uninterruptible power supply (UPS) systems, whether mounted in traffic pedestals or retrofitted in existing cabinets, provide a reliable back-up power source for any power interruption of failure. PowerBack offers several battery options to help signal engineer configure a system. Select a  PowerBack UPS system and battery option based on total unit power and run time requirements. 
 Discussion of Regional Signal Operations in Emergencies 
Joe Kammerman of DDOT reported that DDOT was conducting the evaluation of traffic management during the emergency/special event evacuation. Basically what DDOT did was to set the selected evacuation route traffic signal cycle length to 240 seconds to maximum evacuate the traffic out of DC. Since 4th of July was coming, DDOT was preparing the exercise of traffic signal coordination during the 4th of July evacuation. DDOT had talked to VDOT and MDOT two months ago regarding the traffic signal timing issues during the emergency. It was believed there were lots of interests in the regional traffic signal operation. Joe also identified 14th street, 19th street; Constitution Ave, Connecticut Ave and several other arterials traffic signal timing were under evaluation for the coming 4th of July event. He wanted to know what typical signal timing pattern for these streets during the emergency evacuation and how to reach the public with the emergency evacuation traffic signal timing information.   
3. TPB Request For Annual Reporting On Operational Activities 
Mr. Meese spoke to a hand out about the Annual Reporting On Operational Activities. It was agreed in the working group that there would be only one regional report to be submitted to the TPB. The report would address the regional traffic signal operation progress and activities from July 1st  2005 to June 30th  2006 time frame. The report would address not only the progress of the traffic signal optimization , but also other operation activities, such as  spot checks, engineering studies or changes, non-signal activities, new or improved technology implemented and power backups as well.
4. Virginia Tech Signal Preemption/Prioritization Study Final Report  

Virginia Tech Signal Preemption Study Final Report is available on MWCOG web site. Basically, the report found that the Transit Signal Preemption had no statically significant benefit in term of delay. Eric Hu of WMATA pointed out that the result might only apply to the specific study area which is VA Route 1. 
5. Planning for a Next Regional Traffic Signal Forum 
Bala Akundi of Baltimore Metropolitan Council reported that next Traffic Signal Forum will be hold by both Baltimore Metropolitan Region and Metropolitan Washington Region in March 2007.
6. Regional Signal Inventory Database (20)
During the March MOITS Meeting, Mr.Contestabile asked staff to follow up with key contacts on whether inventories of signals equipment could be shared across jurisdictions. It was believed it would be more efficient for the each state or jurisdiction to have its own inventory instead of big regional inventory.
