Canine Bed Bug Detection

Primary topic of discussion centered on Scott Mullaney and his Service Dog Midnight!  Midnight is a Bedbug Service Dog and it is reported that the problem of Bed Bugs is growing and getting worse around the country.  In one case, a woman was reportedly bitten by bed bugs 30 times while riding on British Airways.  This problem can be considered a socio-economic problem.  It was noted that – the best way to get rid of bed bugs and remediation was by heating up all associated rooms to 120 degrees.  In large hotels, the cost can range as much as $1,000.00 per hotel room and $6 - $10,000 for homes.  Even then, there can be no guarantee because of the continued moving of these bugs.    Scott Mullaney has been interviewed by WTOP, The Examiner, NPR and has contracts with apartment buildings.  It is a For Profit Organization.  There are currently discussions with Howard University and they are looking at GWU.  Bed Bug dogs must be certified!  Qv   www.Bedbugsregistry.com. Midnight was rescued from a Kill Shelter at 5 months old.  Disney World would give $5,000.00 for any bed bug problem.  It was noted that the feces of the bed bugs is very dark.  A couple of companies currently have bed bug dogs.  It was also noted that bed bugs is not a new problem and it can take as much as 20 years to eradicate an infestation!  Midnight is great with people.  The dogs cost approximately $9,500.00 each.  All of the dogs come from the pound.  Midnight is 1 ½ years old and works 2 days a week, goes to obedience class and is working on being a “Canine Good Citizen”.  Midnight alerts off of live bugs with 98% accuracy.  Does not alert off of dead bugs.  Midnight is a member of the World Detector Dog Organization and in order to Certify, had to do a Pet Store.  Scott and Midnight currently live in Alexandria and if requested, will do a site visit first.  The apartments have to be cleaned up before bringing in the dog.    Fans must be shut off and windows closed!  They inspect the room twice.    Scott works out of his house and blow dries Midnight after each use.  Libraries and books are a big target.  Field dogs are much better at it!  They can even smell through cinder block!  Bed bugs can go 6-8 months without needing to be fed!  Heat remediation works best!  DDT also is effective!  Cincinnati, Ohio has the largest problem!
