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The group approved the summary of the last call with no changes.


Jeff King provided an update on OTC control measure development.  The group reviewed the draft list of measures being considered by the OTC.  The group briefly discussed what products may be covered under the Consumer Products and AIMs phase II initiatives.  Randy Carroll asked about for details on the POTW measure.  Doris McLeod and Ram Tangirala said that the analysis supporting each of the measures is still incomplete and states cannot provide details on the analysis until the OTC approves for public release.  The basic approach to the POTW initiative is to capture and treat VOC emissions from primary and secondary treatment systems.  Randy Carroll said that at some point MDE would like to see the emission reduction estimates analyzed at the county level for each of the initiatives.
Ram Tangirala said that DC point source emission files are being revised and will be supplied asap.  He said the DC point sources include peaking units.  Doris McLeod said that the peaking unit initiative with OTC may be different than what is being developed by LADCO.

Howard Simons asked at what point will the OTC initiatives be ready for SIP decisions.  Jeff King said that model rules may be developed by June 2006.  Joan Rohlfs said that initiatives won't be advanced for implementation until all states agree.

Maurice Keys asked about attainment modeling timeframe for PM.  He asked if the modeling would capture seasonal variation and whether the model would cover the entire year.  Doris McLeod said that worst-case summer and winter conditions may be evaluated.  It is too resource intensive to run the entire year.  In response to a question from Flint Webb, Sunil said that the modeling does capture season variations.  In response to a question from Maurice Keys, Sunil said that there are expected peaks in summer and winter.

The group discussed the RACM criteria.  Ram recommended that a range of cost effectiveness thresholds be used to be consistent with the 1-hour SIP.  Howard Simons asked about the rationale for the measure must advance the attainment date to be considered RACM.  Joan Rohlfs said that EPA guidance specifies this requirement.  Based on anticipated modeling results, it may be that it may be difficult to attain in 2009 and nearly impossible to attain in 2008.  Evaluation of a large list of potential measures is a necessary component of the SIP.  Flint suggested that anything requiring legislation would not be in place by May 2008.
In response to a question from Flint, Jeff King said that the OTC multi-P initiative is not coded as RACM because it will not provide emission reductions by May 2008.  Ram said that the EGU rules under development currently don't go beyond CAIR.  The rules simply guarantee that the CAIR reductions will occur locally.

The group agreed to participate in a series of conference calls to review the rankings and make RACM determinations for each measure for each source sector.

Dave Duval said that it is not clear whether yes or no was the right answer for some of the RACM evaluation criteria.  Jeff King said he would revise the criteria format so that it is clear.

Joan Rohlfs said that the non-road survey will begin in July with results in the Fall.

Dave Duval asked about contacts for information on CMAQ funding for retrofits.  Siva said that the three jurisdictions have different criteria for selecting projects.  He said that Dave should contact Tom Biesiadny for more information.  Projects being considered now would be implemented in 2008.
