Based on COG’s latest forecast, the region will add 1.6 million people and 1.2 million jobs between 2005 and 2030. While much of the future housing and employment will be located in facilities that have already been built or are under development, there are significant opportunities to influence both new development and redevelopment in the region, particularly in the period beyond 2010. The TPB was recently briefed on the results to date of a study that examines five different transportation and land use scenarios for 2030. The COG Board will be briefed on these study results, including the impacts of the five scenarios on future travel conditions, how the study results have been used so far, proposed additional scenarios, and how the lessons from the scenarios might be applied in a real-world environment.
