FALLS CHURCH
Planning staff of the City of Falls Church has developed Round 6a small area population, household, and employ​ment forecasts to the year 2020 for the city.  These new figures are attached and will replace the previous preliminary Round 6a Coop​erative Forecasts as the final Round 6a figures for the City of Falls Church.

The city staff used a housing-based model to generate population and house​hold projections.  Employment projec​tions were based on 1990 COG Regional Employment Census (REC) records and land use-related business growth projec​tions.


The city's Round 6a Cooperative Forecast figures are being provided geographically by census tracts and COG Analysis Zones (CAZs).

The Round 6a Cooperative Forecasts for the City of Falls Church are consistent with the city's master plan as well as the facilities element of the Long Range Plan of the National Capital Region Transportation Planning Board.
