1.  Call to Order, Adoption of Agenda 

Chairperson Julie Crenshaw called the meeting to order.  The Agenda was adopted as presented.  A quorum was not present.   

2. Approval of Minutes 

The minutes of September were not approved pending the completion of beginning paragraph(s) for section 5 on the closure of the Mirant Potomac River Generating Station.   

3. Report on MWAQC and TAC Activities

Lee then suggested that perhaps Brian Holmes would be vice chair.  Lee will ask him and report back.  Julie mentioned to the group that anyone can attend any MWAQC or TAC meetings if they wish.
