EPA’s Nonroad Diesel Rule

Description:

In May the EPA Administrator, Michael Leavitt, signed the Nonroad Diesel Rule, a rule designed to reduce emissions in a manner comparable to the on-road highway diesel program. The new nonroad diesel rule will reduce emissions from nonroad diesel engines by over 90 percent. The rule reduces sulfur levels in nonroad diesel fuel by 99 percent. The new engine standards will take effect in 2008.

In April the Washington,DC-MD-VA region was designated as Moderate Nonattainment for the 8-Hour ozone standard.
